A 14-year-old Japanese
girl, stricken with leukemia,
has died in a Hiroshima
hospital, the twelfth person
taken to die this—year as a
result of the atom-bombing
of Hiroshima in 1943.

Delegates to the second
world Conference for the
banning of Atom and
Hydrogen Bombs, meeting
in Nagasaki, were informed
of another young Japanese
girl who, in desperation
over an incurable illness
resulting from the Atom
bomb attack on Na};asaki
in 1945, committed suicide
even while the conference
was in session.

The clear lesson to be learnt from the forced re-
moval of the Indians from the \Western Areas of Johan-
nesburg is that there can be no compromise with apart-
heid. Tt has declared total war: against the man of
zolour.

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apartheid. Neither the Indian nor the African nor any
section of the South'African nation can allow itself to
be crushed so brutally forever. Sooner or later the
point must be reached when this satanic thing called
apartheid must be stopped, cést what it may.

FFor a long time the Indian community sat smbgly,
deceiving themselves with the thought that what was
happening to the African would possibly not happen to
them. For many years the C oloured people cor-
mitted the same blunder. To-day both are being
ground down to the level of the Alrican. Like the
African they must realise that the only elfective answet .
against racc oppression is to have the will 1o go to jail
against those things which condemn one for the reason
that one was not created with a \White skin.

National” Organiser For Liberal Party

A7 EVWS came through as we went to Press that
l[ &‘S' Mr. Patrick Duncan had been appointed na-
tional organiser of the Liberal Party of South
Africa. The decision to appoint him is a wise one aud
the Party is to be congratulated on procuring the ser-
vices of so distinguished a man to bridge the gull be-
tween Black and White, -

The Liberal Party is a political organisation, in
the direct line of succession to forming a government.
At the moment there is no reason to hope that \White
opinion will change so radically as to male the election
of a Liberal government a matter of immediate prac-
tical politics. At the samé time the gulf between
Black and White is widening so tragically that the
greatest need of the moment is not the capture of par-
liamentary seats but the creation of an atmosphere in
which it will be possible for Black and \White to meet
as human beings; as fellow South Africans; as people
with a common interest in the survival of the experi-
ment of Union. The Liberal Party has, with a com
mendable sense of realism, applied itself to this task.
In the final reckoning Black and.White cannot work
out a feasible solution of the race problem before they
have created this atmosphere of mutual trust. The
appointment of Mr, Duncan is a positive indication that
the Party means business in its determination to create
this atmosphere.

There is another aspect to this matter. The
Liberal Party is not a White organisation—although
its leadership remains largely White. The reasons for
this are partly that political organisations on the non-
White side were of no real value since the latter did
not have the vote. But somehow a formula had to be
found whereby the Black and the White people whe
saw the race problem from similar perspectives could
work together to create the atmosphere referred to
above. That formula was in the formation 'of the
Liberal Party and the enunciation of its principles,
But since then it has become increasingly important
that the idea of a common society based on race equal-
ity should be propounded with greater determination,
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Better still if this is a determination which "has authority behind .it.
Few White South Africans have the qualifications that Mr. Patrick
Duncan has for preaching the gospel of 3 tommon society on both

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Schweitzers Design For Destmy

IMES of anguish and trouble,
historian Arnold Toynbee
says often produce the most
creative leaders and .the most
vigorous societies.

Contemporary peoples every-
wl e are groping their way
theough a period of history
imperilled with many trigger
zones of tension, any one of
which could plunge the world
into the homicidal atomic abyss.

Beneath the prosperous facade
of th: Unpion of South Africa
there is also anguish and trouble
with many trigger zines of ten-
sion,

If we scan the globe in general
and the continent of Africa in
particular, for a creative leader
with 2 new desipp for a better
destiny, one impos'ng figure
gtands out. Dr. Albert Schweitzer
at Lambarene, French Equatonal
Afeica, may be dack , Africa’s
brightest diamond and, lhe world's
beacon of salvation.

What is Dr. Schweitzer’s de-
giga for destiny and how does it
fit the Union’s problems and
opportunities? A bold applica-
tion of the principles proposed
in bis vast library of wisdom
provide a frameworth for analysis.

Dr, Schweitzer says to the world
and therefore to the Union of
South Africa frantically extend-
ing its material miracles, that all
is imperilled by our ethical
ignorance.

Ethics are the ,material values
men live by in the state of nature,
in the family, in the tribe, in the
state, mation, league or common-
wealth of nations., They govern
and guide relations between
races, cultures, religious creeds
aad political and economic prac-
tices Man is ignoring his best
ethical heritage particularly in
the Union.

On what specific grounds can
South Africa be judged ethically
igaoran'? -Are ethics exact and
apecific or vague and what is the
ephemeral order of their im-
portance.

According to priociples enu.
m:rated in Schweirzer’s books it
- is the Europeans that are be-
coming detnibalized from the
community of ethical ideals,
sinctioned by human experience
and are, growing  progressively
more primitive, They are one
by ore forsaking the global ethic-
al standards, particularly those
set by the eighteenth century
thinkers in Europe,

When the great philosophers
spoke of human rights they did
not specify English or Afrikaner

even whites only. They used

such words and phrases as self-
evident truths, inalienable sove-
regin birth rights. Some cried’
man is born free, though every-
where he is in chains. Liberty,
equality and fraternity were
qualities that rested on noature
not on divine rights. Govern-
ments to be legitimate had to be
based on the consent of a sove-
reign individual. These were the
ethics that overpowered the feudal
conspiracy between Church and
State, authoritarian ethics that
claimed that the right to puaish
and kill was a divine absolute
ordinance from God given to
temporal rulers.

It seems to a traveller, versed
in Schweitzer's ethical principles
that the bilingual, moltilateral
communitly of men rerepre-
senting the 0 called Union
do not have at this juncture, a
community of ideals and a com-
mon conscience established by
consent of all-the governed.
Freedom of speech, action, cone
science, will, thought, press cnd
assemblage, and academic free-
dom, political, social and econo.
mic freedom, are not even grant-
ed to the European population,
to say nothing of the Africans
whao are forced to live on locations
by the power sustained by an
unrepresentative minority.

There are older ethics claimed
by white westerners from which
the European in the Union is
detribalized. The Bible of the
western world claims the ten
commandments’ of the Mosaic
Law. Many claim the divinity of
J.sus who spoke of universal
love and the blessedness of the
poor, the meek, the righteous,
the pcacemakers, the persecuted,
for these were just inheritors of
the earth. The policy of Apart-
heid and segregation would indi-
cate that the leaders of the Union
are detribalized from the golden
rule, gospel of love and the
articles of universal ‘brotherhood
held sacred in orthodox Christian
ethics, U

Like the Union, the Greeks
before the birth of Jesus, prac-
tised democracy but only for the
chosen citizens, not the slaves.
The early Stoics however preach-
ed the humanitarianism of com-
plete and unqualified human
equality, irrespective of race, re-

ligion or nationality, and this in~

the ” pre-Christian  era. The
ethics in the Unfon have retro-
gressed to an catly Greek level.

The power to rule in the Union
was usurped by conquest and
then re ordered by a bloody
struggle berween the two tribes
of the white European invaders

All this might sound like a one-
sided indictment of the commu-
nity of successful technical ex-
perts who have directed the culti-
vation of lands and “modernising
dnd enriching of urban centres
and the cfficient exploitation of
the resources buried in the earth.
But the experts in  material
matters pretend to be ethical ex-
perts as well  This is the rub.

At the moment the detribalised
Africans seem to have the dis-
tinction of struggling for liberty,
equality, fraternity, brotherhood,
jtisnce and equity in economics,
politics and in social relations.
Above all they champion and
cherish each and every freedom
ever unearthed and tteasured by
the Western World. It cannot
be arpucd, however, that the
African’s struggle is conceived in
love. At the moment they have
adopted the new Western god of
gold, the gospel of matecialism
and the commandments of mone-
tary, not spirituzl success Both
groups —Africans and  Euro:
peans—glsre over their arbitrary
barricades, equally detribalised in
a gpirit of bostility, malice and
often naked hate.”

In what specific way could the
Schweitzer symbol be a practical
guide to a better tomorrow for

First it will be realised that
this gentle Westerner has not
tried to detribalize the Africans
He has submitted his ethical
thesis to the Western world. He
has demonstrated bis ethics can
be lived. He is a model to the
Western world of an ethically
mature man. He acknowledges
no barriers between man and
man. He espouses each earlier
rung of the ladder of ethics., He
has suggested some new upward
steps. He came to Africa to
give, and not to get. He offers
Western technical help and _skill
without presuming the West iz
the sole custodian of man‘s heri-
tage of ethical culture, He i3
supported by the abundance of
the West but he refuses to re-
cognise standards of living that
are not based on ethics. He
despairs that freedom is going
out of fashion in the West and
the ediquette wealth and trivial
amenities measure the stature
of men in many places. All these
indictments t would seem apply
by implication, to the Union of
South Africa.

Schweitzer’s ethics are not
based on cheap platitudes nor

special wisdom or exclusive r2-
velations, By scholarship, reason
and freedom he arrives at the
conclusion that ““the will 10 hive'
is shared equally by all life.
Only if we assume that life is
sacred and must be reverenced,
can man defend his right to dig-
nity and hiberty for each sovereign
individual. Th' isthe ¢ h cs of
Jesus w dened into even grea‘er
universality. It is the gospel of
love broadened to its urmot
reaches by modern scholarship
and reason discoverable ty all
scholars, It prevides an exact
measure of progress for indivi-
duals, families, states, nations,
leagues of nations and all reason-
ing bum->nity. This may be the
new gospel of freedom needed to
meet and dzfeat sew and old
forms of tyrannoy. °
