He traces the dispute over Ingwa-
vuma back to 1895 when Britain an-
nexed Kosi Bay, thereby depriving
Swaziland — then under the protec-
tion of Paul Kruger's Zuid Afri-
kansche Republiek — of a large
chunk of Ingwavuma.

Since then Swaziland has sought in
different ways to obtain the “return”
of its land: first through Britain,
which took over as protector of Swa-
ziland at the {urn of the century, and
then, after independence in 1968,
thruugh direct negotiations with
South Africa.

He lists “historical facts” which, he
says, repudiate Zulu claims to Ingwa-
vuma. They include:
® The neutrality of the Ingwavuma
chiefs during the Anglo-Zulu War of
1879, in spite of a surmmons from King
Ceteswayo, of the Zulus, to Zuly
chiefs to resist the British mvasmn
Yorce.

@ The exclusion of Ingwavuma from
the partition of Zululand after the
Zulu defeat at Ulundi.

A COMPROMISE to avert
the threatenec head-on
collision between thne
Government and the Zulu
people over Ingwavuma
appeared to be in offing
yesterday after talks be-
tween the Prime Minis-
ter, Mr P W Botha, and
King Goodwill Zwelithini

of the Zulus.

After more than three
hours of discussions on the
coptroversia}l decision to
cede Ingwavuma to Swaz-
land. both King Goodwill and
his aides emerged in a re-
laxed, confident mood.

The official joint state-
ment said. “The discussions
took place in an atmosphere
of mutual understanding of
the problems confronting ihe
two delegations. Both delega-
tions egreed that further
talks should take place.”

Though brief, the state-
ment reflects a definite soft-
ening of the hitherto hard at-
titude taken by Pretoria on
its decision to cede Ingwa-
vuma to Swaziland.

The Prime Minister's dele-
gation included the Foreign
Minister, Mr Pik Botha, the
Minister of Cr-operation and
Development, Dr Piet Koorn-
hof. and the Deputy Mimster
of Development and Land Af-
fairs. Mr Hennie van der
Walt.

King Goodwill was accom-
panied by Dr Oscar Dhlomo.
KwaZulu's Minister of Edu-

cation and secretary-general
of Inkatha. Mr C J Mietwa.
KwaZulu's Minister of Jus-
tice. Prince 1srael Zuj. a for-
fper regen. and senior mem-
ber of the Zulu Rovai House,
and Mr Gibson Thula. Ip-
katha's secretary of
publicity.

Any hopes Pretoria may
have had of doing a separate
deal with the king on Ingwa-
vuma — as speculated in the
Afrikaans Press — were
shattered at the weekend
when King Goedwill came
out as strongly at a Zulu rally
against the loss of Ingwa-
vuma as Chief Gatsha
Buthelezl.

Exactly what compromise
might be reached 18 unclear
and nobodyv is talking. But
one might be for Pretoria to
give a thin corridor of land

through Ingwavuma to Kosi
Bay to Swaziland, instead of
ceding the whole of
Ingwavuma.

Whether that will satisfy
both KwaZulu and Swaziland
is debatable, but it would
leave most of Ingwavuma In
Zulu hands while offering
Swaziland access to the sea
and an enclave around Kosi
Bay.

AFTER living happily to-
gether for about 70 years, the
communities of Daggakraal,
Driefontein and Ngema -—
numbering about 50 000 Zu-
lus, Swazis and South Sotho
— in the Amersfoort and
Wakkerstroom districts are
now earmarked for destruc-
tion and resettiement
elsewhere.

The Government has de-
clared Daggakraal, Driefon-
tein and Ngema (officially
named Kafferlokasie), black

spots and wants the inhabi-
tants to move — Swazis to
Lochiel in KaNgwane, Zulus
to Babanango, near Ulundi,
the KwaZulu capital, and the
South Sotho to an unspecified
place in QwaQwa, the desig-
nated South Sotho homeland.

The Department of Co-op-
eration and Development has
been trying to persuade in-
habitants to move away since
the early 60s. But the people
have resisted,

The protracted resistance
1s perhaps best illustrated by
the poor condition of the dirt
roads crisscrossing the set-
tlements, a signh that mainte-
nance i1s neglected in an at-
tempt to  pressurise
inhabiiants.

Resistance is stronger at
Daggakraal. In Driefontein,
where Mr Van Niekerk ad-
dressed the 300 stand-owners
in the area last Monday, the
local Driefontein Community
Board, headed by Mr Stephen
Msibi as chairman, was ac-
cused of “selling-out.”

But Mr Msibi's village
board refuted the accusa-
tions, claiming it was equally
opposed to the proposed re-
moval of the settlement.

At Daggakraal last Tues-

day, the nearly 1000 stand-

owners who met department
officials, including Mr Van
Niekerk, made it clear they
did not want to move.

They did not even want to
continue discussing the ques-
tion of removal with officials,
they said, because they were
not given any agenda before
the meeting at a local school.

Arguing that their opposi-
tion to the removal was stat-
ed at previous meetings, they
refused to put questions after
officials had addressed the
meeting. The stand-owners
sald they wanted officials to
send the local village com-
mittee an advance agenda of
any future meetings so that
the committee could discuss
it with residents before the
meeting.

They also wanted minutes
of previous meetings to be
read at the beginning of each
future meeting. Otherwise,
they said they would not par-
ticipate In any talks with
officials,

tablished in the district of

Amersfoort when. the first
black families bought plots
with title deeds there in 1911,

The area grew over the
years and there are today
some 1000 stand-owners In
Daggakraal. Some of them
have allowed tenants to butld
houses for their families on
the stands at a fee — a little
more than R20 each year.

— R121/1982 — was valid.

@ Whether the objection against the
locus standi of the Government of
KwaZulu was valid or not.

It was submitted that the State
President had acted in terms of Sec-
tion 25 of the Black Administration
Act 1927 in accordance with the 1967
judgment of the Transvaal Supreme
Court in Tlelima v Sebokeng Manage-
.ment Board.

. .. The Transvaal court found that un-
der Section 25 of the 1927 Act, the

State President was authorised to is-
sue directives and to make these dir-
ectives applicable fo the relevant
black areas.

Accurdmg to the appellants, the
only;question was whether the provi-
sions of the National States Constitu-
tion Act expressly, or by necessary
implication, restricted the wide legis-
lative powers-of the State President
£ under the 1927 Act and prevented him
| from excising Ingwavuma from Kwa-
Zulu through Proclamation R121.

The disputed proclamation amend-
ed the constitution of KwaZulu Legis-
lative Assembly so that the chiefs ap-
pointed to the Assembly by the
Ingwavuma Regional Authority, as
well as elected Ingwavuma members,
ceased to be assembly members.

It was argued there was no express
pruvisinn in the Cunstitutinn Act of

The long protracted legal struggle between the
Central and KwaZulu Governments over Ing-
wavuma came to a head yesterday when the
dispute reached the Appeal Court.

1971 that limited the wide legislative
powers of the State President under
the 1927 Act.

Thus the question arose whether his
legislative competence was limited
by “necessary implication” by the
1971 Act. The appellants contended
there were no grounds for finding that
the State President’s powers were
limited by necessary implication.

Section 30(4) of the 1971 Act ex-
pressly stated that its provisions did
not affect the powers of the State
President under the 1927 Act to re-
voke, alter or make laws on matters
where legislative power was not con-
ceded to a “homeland” legislative
assembly.

The South African
held that alteration of the “homeland”
area and alteration to the composition
of a legislative assembly were not

matters placed under the authority of
a legislative assembly in Schedule 1 of
the Act.

The objection in limine against the
locus standi of the KwaZulu Govern-
ment was based on the view that it
was an organ of the State and conse-
quently not entitled to bring an appli-
cation against the South African Gov-
ernment or the Minister of Co-
operation and Development.

It was argued that it was a recog-
nised principle that the State cannot

Government

be involved-in a law-suit with itself.

Although KwaZulu was a self-gov-
erning area, it was not an independent
State, the court was told. It was furher
submitted that a self-governing area
only became a separate “persona”
when it became independent.

Counsel for KwaZulu asked for the
appeal to be dismissed.

KwaZulu existed as a self-govern-
ing territory under Proclamation R11
of 1977. Thus, whatever power might
exist to amend the boundaries of a
self-governing territory, Ingwavuma
could only be excised from KwaZulu
by amendlng proclamation R11 of
1977, which the State President had
not purported to do.

Counsel for KwaZulu contended
that Proclamation R121/1982 re-
ferred solely to Proclamation R70 of
1972 — with the consequence that Ing-
wavuma had not been excised from
the self-governing territory of Kwa-
Zuly, into which it was legally incor-
porated by Proclamation R11 of 1977.

The proclamation was further said
to be invalid because it purported to
alter the territorial area of the self-
governing territory of KwaZulu, while
section 30(4) of the 1971 Constitution
Act prohibited the State President
from: doing so.

Another reason for invalidity was
that the proclamation was purported
to have been made in terms of Section
25(1) of the 1927 Administration Act —
but Parliament had pro tanto re-

sion in the 1971 National States Con-

stitution Act for the exercise of his

powers to legislate by proclamation.
It followed that the State President

had no powers under Section 25 of the
1927 Act, save to the extent that they

were specifically . preserved - under

Section 3{4) of the 1971 Act, to legis-
late on matters dealt with in the Con-

stitution Act.

The terms of Pruclamatmn R121
went beyond what was permitted by
Section 30{4). _

The proclamation was invalid on
another count, in the view of the re-
spondents: it was not proclaimed in
accordance with the form or-method
required by the 1971 Constitution Act.

It was, they argued, common cause
that the Minister did not consult with
the KwaZulu Executive Council, as
reguired under the Act, on the matters
dealt with in the proclamatijon.

DURBAN. — The govern-
ment is not prepared to
commit itself ai this stage
on whether the death of
King Sobhuza II of Swazi-
land will affeet the
incorporation info Swazi-
land of Ingwavuma and
Kangwane.

When an inquiry about
this to the Department of
Foreign Affairs and Infor-
mation was initiated. the
Cape Times correspon-
dent was referred to a
speech by the Prime Min-
ister, Mr PW Botha, in
the Durban City Hall on
Thursday night during the
National Party Natal con-
gress.

land deal.

One of the reasons ad-
