KwaZulu C]:uef Minister Man-
gosuthu Buthelezi said both he
and the king were generally
against stayaways and had not
called for yesterday's attempt to
stage one. He said both were
surprised when they saw on tele-
vision on Sunday that a Zulu
stayaway had been called.

The joint working group, to
comprise Constitutional Develop-
ment Minister Roelf Meyer and
Inkatha Freedom Party (IFP)
chiei executive Joe Matthews,
will look at various ways of ad-
dressing Zwelithini's concerns.

T LEAST ELEVEN PEOPLE were Killed in
Soweto and on the East Rand yester-
day as thousands of workers were
gllegedly intimidated and assaunlted
by Zulus who were on their way to
Pretoria for King Goodwill Zwelithini's meeting
with President FW de Klerk.

Police reported widespread destruction of prop-
crty, violence, intirnidation and assaultl in town-
ships across the Reef as thousands of Zulus alleg-
edly forced people to slay away from work.

The bodies of five people, including a 10-year-
old girl, were found in Vosloorus. A man was also
found dead in Katlehong and another in Daveyton,
police said.

East Rand police spokeswoman Licutcnant
Janine Smith said all seven bodies had bullet and
stab wounds. The bodies of two men were also
found in Soweto between 6am and 9am yesterday.

Soweto police spokesman Major Herman
Oosthuysen said there were also incidents o' vio-
lence, intimidation and assaull on workers ‘vho
wanted (0 go to work.

In Orlando, Soweto, hundreds of cominuters
lined the streets waiting for taxis to take them o
work.

Taxis were nunming, but there were fewer on
the roads than usual. Transport was also disrupted
in Meadowlands.

Traffic in Sowecto was seriously disrupted,
particularly around Nancefield where police
closed off the entire area and rerouted vehicles
along the Old Potchefstroom Road towards
Baragwanath Hospital. .

Crowds gathered outside Jeppe and Denver
hostels in Johannesburg.

Train costs tdxpayers R101 0

spent R101 000 to hire a train to ferry
Zulus from Durban to Pretoria to stand
vigil in the gardens of the Union Build-
ing while King Zwelithini Goodwill ka
Bhekuzulu met President De Klerk.

Political opponents are likely to raise
this at next week’s meeting of the Tran-
sitional Executive Council.

An' éstimated 14 people died around
the countiry yesterday after Zulus were

called upon to stay away from work in
support of their king and an estimated
35 000 people gathered at the Union
Buildings.

King Goouawlil pluntly twld Mr De
Klerk that the Zuiu people wanted noih-
ing w do with the new constitution as it
now stood.

Mr S Sibisi, an otticial in the Ulundi
office of Chief Mangosuthu Buthelezi,
Chiet Minsiter of KwaZulu, hired the
train from Spoornet for R101 000.

As the Inkatha reednm art dis-
tanced itself from the stayaway and the
gathering at the Union Buildings, this
money presumably came from the Kwa-
Zulu government’s R6,1-billion budget,
which is financed by taxpayers.

Attempts to get the KwaZulu govern-
ment 1o give its side of the train hiring
story have been unsuccessful.
