EAST LONDON — The
Housing Aetion Commut-
tee (HAC) 1s pressing for
an urgent hearing with
the Minister of Commun-
1ty Development, Mr Pen
Kotze, when he visits the
city today-to discuss the
housing crisis

In a statement 1ssued
by the HAC and the East
London Indian Assoc)a-
fion last night the bodies
expressed their lack of
confidence 1n the Indian
Management Committee
(IMC) to put across the
views of the Indian com-
munity,

Initially the IMC was
supposed to present a
Joint memorandum from
the management com-
mittee, the HAC and the
Indian Association ex-
pressing their feelings
On development 1n
Braelynn 4, an area de-
signated for Indian peo-
ple living 1n North End

This resoliution —
adopted at a joint meet-
Ing between the three
bodies — stated no one
would move to the new
area until the adjacent
area was upgraded

Last night, however,
the HAC and Indian
Association accused the
IMC of a ‘“breach of
faith” i1n their handling
of the 1ssue and asked
for a separate hearing
with Mr Kotze

The statement —
1ssued by Mr Kemal
Casoojee and Mr Kriben
Pillay — accused the
IMC of acting against the
resolution by going
ahead with plans to allo-
cate homes to North End
families before the area

hext to Braelynn 4 was
upgraded

"It seems that what
these’ people say 1n
meetings 1s different
from what they practise
oufside,” the statement
said

The statement ex-
pressed the fear that the
IMC would inform Mr
Kotze that people were
cager to move 1nto
Braelynn 4, and not tej]
him of their proviso —
that the area be up-
graded

“We must stress that
people will apply for
houses out of fear, be-
cause they'll be told'they
will lose out if they don't
apply,” the statement
read “But 1t must be
stressed that the people
will only move in if the
area 1s cleared first ”

The HAC and Indian
Association said they
had made repeated
attempts to ensure an
audience with Mr Kotze
when he arrives here to-
day, but to no avail

“The city housing
director, Mr Ken Martin-
sen, said the Minister's
schedule was too tight to
allow us time,” the state-
ment said. “Our fear is
thqt the IMC will not pre-
sent the case they are
supposed to present, and
we are doing our best to
arrange our own audi-
ence with the Minister

Mr Casoojee said he
would personally go to
the city hall today to try
and speak to Mr Kotze
“to fulfil our mandate
from the people — that
this resolution be pre-
sented to the Minister”

He said he would try to
obtain an assurance
from Mr Kotze that no
one would be evicted
from their North Fnd
homes because they,
wouild not move to an
“uncleared” Braelynn 4

“If the IMC 1s truthful
today 1t will make sure
these 1ssues are clar-
ified,” Mr Casoojee said
“However, we have our
doubts in the IMC *

The chairman of the
IMC, Mr Harry Parbhoo,
would not say what he
intended discussing
with Mr Kotze

“Anything I say be-
forehand might jeopar-
dise our case,” he said
“If you want to know
what we are going to
speak about, ask Mr Mar-
tinsen — I work under
him ”

Mr Martinsen said the
main talking point at to-
day’s talks would be the
chronic shartage of
homes 1n East London
At present there were 2
100 coloured families on

“FEVERISH"” negotiations are underway

The Port Elizabeth Municipality is
tackling its largest housing project ever
at Booysen Park, where 426 houses will
be ready by September

Mr Cleary said that in “complexity and
magnitode” the Bloemendal housing
scheme — of which Booysen Park was
the “first bite” — was an “heroic” under-
taking

To date, about R15 million had been
spent towards the ifrastructure and by

mid-1983, the figure would have doubled
for the completion of the first 1000
houses

He said the provision of schools was a
high priority and the Department of In-
ternal Affairs had advised that both pri-
mary and secondary schools would be
“fully operative” during the 1983 and 1384
financial years

The Housing Department foresaw that
housing development would continue at

such a pace that by the time the first

The final plans and tenders for admin-

He 1s an only child and
his mother has been with
the Sonderup family for
18 years.

Anton grew up with the
family, sharing therr
home and at times
holidaymg with them

He 1s allowed to return
to the house durmng the
day but simnce the ecom-
piaint and threateming
phone calls to the
Sonderup family, he now
prefers to stay in the bush
all the time,

After the visits by
Community Development
and the police, Mrs Smith
is afraid Anton might be
wrongly accused of doing
something illegal.

“I'm so scared one of

the people who reported
him might harm him, so I
Jjust have to keep him
inside,” she said

“Anton is also scared to
go outsitde and after the
pohice had beent, he went
straight back to the bush

“All he comes to the
house for 15 to eat and

wash. Then he rushes
back

“There 15 no more play-
ing with the white chil-
dren for him.”

When asked what or

But for several pension-
ers, it has meant a move

Mr and Mrs Beukes now
Iive 1n a small municipal
house m Forest Hill, but
have had to sell some trea-
sured bhits of furniture be-
cause of a space problem 1
their new home

“I've never moved 1n my
married life — the Second
World War was on when I
was lhiving there,” said Mrs
Beukes

“I told the landlord he
could even put the rent up a
little, but he told us he
wanted to sell”

Mr Billy Matchell, 65, and
his wife Jacoba, 68, are old

now

“We lived there for the
past 43 years,” sad Mr
