CASES of gastro-enteritis,
bronchial pneumonia, infee-
tions and diarrhoea have
been diagnosed among babies
and young children lLiving
with their parents in the
open near Crossroads

Four babies, all under six
months, were kept overnight
and treated for gastro-enter-
it1s and bronchial pneumonia
at Red Cross Childrens’ Hos-
pital on Thursday, according
to a nursing sister who drove
the babies and their parents
to hospital

Two babies were (reated for
gastro-enteritis, one for bron-
chial pneumonia and one for
Pneumoma and suspected tu-
berculosis The gastro-enter-
itis cases were Immediately
put on a saline drip to coun-

ter dehydration

The sister, who asked not to
be named, said the pneumeo-
na cases had almost certain-
ly resulfed from exposure
while gastro-enteritis had
been caused by mainutrition

‘t went to the camp on
Thursday and heard several
babies coughing When 1
asked whether there were
any sick babies abount 20
mothers came forward 1 was
only able to take four 1n my
car We drove to the Red
Cross Hospital and after be-
1ng examtined all foar babies
were kept for treatment'’

The medical supertnten-
dent of Red Cross Hospital,
Dr W H J Greeff, said a large
namber of pneumonia ecases
had been treated in the out-
patients’ department and it
was ‘“‘impossible’ to tell
whether cases from Cross-
roads had been treated

Meanwhile, a doctor who
visited the site yesterday
found cases of bronchitis, ear
and eye i1nfections and a
large number of diarrhoea
sufferers The doctor, who ex-
amined 25 children, said
cases of bronchitis and infee-
tions were “definitely relat-
ed to exposure while diar-
rhoea resulted from the lack
of sanitation at the eamp

Children 1n an 1deal situa-
tion also develop colds and
coughs but they normally re
cover easily One cannot pre-
dict whether these children
will recover under these ter-
rible circumstances,” she
said

Given circumstances in the
camp, 1t was difficult to exer-
cise sanitary control over the
cleaning of babies’ bottles
and the feeding and bathing
of babies and young children,
the doctor said 1

Ancther doctor said cases
of measles, bronchitis, pneu-
monia, influenza and herpes
(a viral disease of the mouth,
complicated by malnutrition
and exposure) were being
treated at the camp site Ant-
biotiecs were admunistered to
most patients

Mr Timo Bezuidenhout,
Chief Commissioner for the
Western Cape, had said this
was not done, press reports
appeared “at least grossly
exaggerated”

“My officials maintain 1t is
not so, and my information
15 that 1t 15 not correct”

Mr Bezuidenhout told re-
porters that the only struc-
ture removed was a rallway
tarpaulin and two mat-
trasses being used as a shel-
ter, and this had happened
when the people using them
were not present No shel-
ters had been removed from
over peoples’ heads

“It 1s 1ncorreet to state
that blankets were removed
It 15 1ncorrect to state that
plastic sheets with which

people were perhaps cover-
Ing themselves were re-

moved

Mr Bezuidenhout conced-
ed that trees and bushes in
the area had been cut down,
but said this was site-clear-
ing for houses that were to
be built there and not done
to “jJeopardize the situation”
of the people on the site

FIVE Progressive Federal Party
MPs, who last night visited the field
home of more than 600 evicted resi-
dents of Langa barracks, expressed
shock at conditions there and sa:id it
was evidence of the failure of the 1n-
flux control, homeland and separate
development laws

At the end of their hour-long visit
they promised to draw attention to
the plight of the evictees “at every
available opportunity”

The MPs were Mrs Helen Suzman,
MP for Houghton, Mr Ken Andrew,
MP for Gardens, Mr Tian van der
Merwe, MP for Green Point, Mr

Roger Hulley, MP for Constantia,
and Mr John MMalcomess, MP for Port
Elizabeth Central

They arrived about 530pm and
mingled with the curious crowd, ask-
Ing questions and lhistening to the
various accounts of suffering Mrs
Suzman, who was also interviewed
by two international television net-
works at the scene, said the sight
was appalling

“It seems that in this confronta-
tton these people can never be the
winners The government knows that
these people are out on bail but still
their shelters are removed

“These people have no option but

to stay here or go back to the home-
lands where they will starve It’s no
good sendipg them back to a place
where there are no jobs The minis-
ter has offered nothing but a sterile
solution ™

She said the government could 1m-
mediately alleviate the plight of the
evicted by providing housing In the
long-term therr presence had to be
legalized

Mr Van der Merwe said the police
had acted 1llegally when they confis-
cated the survival bags donated by
members of the public

“The police have no right to take
away material that 1s not used to

construct a shelter The removal of
the plastic bags which 15 worn a2
