THE. forceful re-emergence of institu-
tional buyers on Diagonal Street yes-
terday gave further upward impetus
to spirailing share prices, pushing the

JSE: overall index to a new record.

In hectic trading, the index chalked up a
gain of 96 pownts or 3,1% to sweep past its
previous high of 3 119 set on December 13,
scaling a fresh peak of 3186

The rally, led by gold and mining-house
shares, spread to all other sectors of the
market with the industrial index posting a
gain of 41 points or 1,4% to reach a new
high of 2933

The strong rise 1n share prices came
amid a shortage of scrip and a weaker
finrand, to help boost the JSE all-gold n-
dex 107 points (5,1%) to 2 202, coming with-
in a whisker of 1ts 2 260 December 13 peak

“Investors are discounting a higher gold
price, and as long as the trend 1s bulhsh
share prices will move to higher ground,” a
dealer said

The market should also be buoyed by the
weight of institutional funds — estimated
by some analysts at R32bn — seeking an

Furthermore, most of the big disinvest-

Rampant bullish sentiment was un-
dimmed as gold traded 1in a narrow range
above $400 when Japanese and Swiss trad-

Profit-taking placed gold under a mod;-
cum of pressure, and the metal eased 10c
to close in London at $404,65 despite the
dollar failing on news of prime rate cuis to

Analysts point out that prices for most
base metals have been coming down
from record — perhaps even excessive

“Some weakness in prices should be
welcome as this should deter some pro-
ducers who have been encouraged to
think about unnecessary expansion by
two to three years of very high prices”
says Mr Robin Bhar, an analyst with the
W I Carr metals team.

Most forecasters expect demand for
the important base metals to remain
strong Demand will level out in 1990 but
will not fall back, they mnsist.

Production capacity utilisation re-
mains high and most metals continue to
be dogged by disruptions of all types.

These disruptions, which frequently
cause prices to “spike” upwards on the
metal exchanges, can no longer be con-
sidered extraneous events, says Mr Phil-
Itp Crowson, senior economiuc adviser to
the RTZ Corporation, the world’s largest
Inuung group

“They are fundamental influences
which reflect the industry’s experiences
since the early 1970s. Weak cash flows 1n
recession prevented n malnte-
nance and modernisation and led to short
term fixes of all types.

“The ravages of those years have yet
to be remedied and the scope for
disruptions ts consequently strong, wheth-
er i the form of labour disputes, me-
chanical failures, or civil unrest, even to
the point of armed conflict. The industry
has been plagued by all these during the
last {wo years.”

Mr Crowson 18 among those analysts
who suggest that any further slide in
base metals prices this year will be limt-
ed to about 10 percent. He suggests it is
reasonable to look for some easing of de-
mand — particularly in North America,
parts of Europe and even Japan — after
the recent cyclical boost to demand.

While most analysts expect all base
metals prices to fall this year from the
1989 level, the Metals & Minerals Re-
search Services consultancy organtsation,
suggests tin will be the exception and go-
up i price because world-wide stocks:

RTZ's Mr Crowson also suggests that’
tin and alumimum mught possibly go up

While the nterim results from Rustenburg
Platinum (Rusplat) are far from exciting,
they do not spell doom and gloom for the

Directors say Marble Lime's

The weekend advertisments

metics, bricks, tiles, paint, tab-
lets and medicines, quality pa-
per and tyres

“T have been mined in the
(F1sh Hoek/Noordhoek) Vailey
for more than 20 years and 1
have always been a good neigh-
bour,” the advertisement con-
{intues

“This valley is the source of
the purest known kaolin in the
country and 1s a national as-
set "

Residents opposed to the
mine are particularly incensed
at the last line of the advertis-
ment which reads “Next time

T — - —

you visit our Noordhoek Valley,
I'Hl be there Close at hand™

Serina’s existing mine is at
Brakkekloof, between Fish
Hoek and Sun Valley, and the
proposed mine on the slopes of
Chapman’s Peak 1n the Noord-
hoek Valley has not yet been

officially sanctioned by the
government

Save Chapman’s Peak Action
Group spokesman Mr John
Butterfield said in response
that scars from previous min-
ing operations still existed, and
that there were alternattves lo
the Chapman’s Peak deposit
