A COALITION of anti-apartheid or-
ganisations is demanding an official
inquiry into evidence that a recent up-
surge of Renamo brutality in Mozam-

(SADF),” the Mozambique Solidarity
Action Intennm Commuttee (Mosaic)
sad this week.

“In the light of these facts, and giv-
en the recent upsurge of Renamo bru-
tality 1n recent weeks, we demand
that there be an official inquiry into
whether there is another clandestine
unit 1n the Defence Force that 1s fun-
neling aid to the rebel movement.”

ANC leader Nelson Mandela recent-
ly called for legislation to outlaw ail
aid going to the Renamo rebel move-
ment from South Afnica

“The evil hand of apartheid forces
has been active in Mozambique The
government of South Africa has re-
peatedly allowed sections of 1ts forces
to violate the soverergnty of Mozam-
bique,” said Mandela at a mass rally
in Bloemfontein on Sunday.

You have to fiy around Information about
the war 1s limited — though 1its effects are
everywhere — but everyone tells you not to
travel by road Immediately, this lands you
in the chaotic conditions of Maputo airport,
where over-booking and muddie are com-
monplace I was warned to have R60 for
compulsory conversion int0 metacais (the
local “money™) on entry, but, in the event,
no one asked me to do so The black market
n currency is so prevalent that taxi-drivers
will do it for you at three or four times the
official rate.

It ¢an
hardly do anything els¢ I was told that an
SA group will run it soon But, at the mo-
ment, hot water 1s scant, most rooms have no
air conditioning and food and service 1s
Third World There are prawns, but since
these are the main earner of foreign ex-
change — the economy’s majyor shortage —
they are scarce and not always of the best
quality, Take a cab to the Costa do Sol
restaurant for some halfway decent sea food

Connoisseurs swear that the local beer and
wine is watery, but the Polana at any rate
has adequate supples of Castle and the like
At any rate, don’t drink the water, do take
precautions agamnst malaria, stay cool, and
try not to fall 1ll The health service strike 18
over, but the central hospital between the
Avemda Agostinho Neto and Av Eduardo
Mondlzane 1s overburdened and you wouldn’t
want to die there. And as the poster at the
entrance to the Polana points out, Aids —
SIDA! 1n Portuguese — 1s bad for you

The multiplicity of bureaucratic proce-
dures you have to endure 1n order to find out
anything, or get anything done, 1s tiring You
may hke a day off — 1n which case, a trip to
Inhaca island 1s worthwhile, but again, only
if you keep expectations low The ferry seems
irregular — the fishing community on the
island 1s pretty cut off — but there are boats
for hire at the Clube Naval and m good
weather the crossing takes an hour, though
at low tide you have to wade for a kilometre
over fetid seaweed, spiny starfish and crack-
hing shells. The hotel has fallen nto disrepair
and has a Graham Green-1sh ambience, but
there 1s a wealth of fauna and flora reassert-
g 1tself.

Fishing is splendid, though the waters of
the channe! are turbulent and brown and
only when you break free of them do you
have a sense of freedom from the lassitude
and pollution of the manland.

There are some who will say 1t 1s one of life’s
rich ironies. Others will claim the superionty
of practical experience over theory But the
fact 1s that on the very day the ANC’s ageing
Walter Sisulu was threatening businessmen
in Johannesburg with “creative nationalisa-
tion,” the PM of Mozambique — a younger
but wiser man — was saying exactly the
opposite 1n Maputo.

“1f the ANC were to ask me,” Mario
Machungo told the FM, 1 would tell them
that nationalisation 1s not the right way to
go.” Both he and Finance Minister Magid
Osman made very clear that they would
welcome private mvestment — ¢specially 1n
the area of financial services — and that
they regard a strong, democralic and well-
managed SA as vital to the prosperity of the
southern African region

Hardly a week goes by nowadays without
some leftwing intellectual or trade union
leader here proclaiming that a post-apart-
herd SA will need to be centrally planned
into prospenty* from a low-wage mgh-cost
economy into a hgh-wage, low-cost eco-
nomy. Precisely what that means requires an
arcane msight not vouchsafed to ordmary
business folk

The reasoning seems to be that not only
will nationahsation and central planmng
bring prosperity, 1t will redistribute wealth
more equitably and bring about a society
somehow less harsh than capitalism 1t 15 2
proposition that has no basis either 1n ration-
al theory or practical experience

Five years ago, there were those who could
have argued with greater credibility that
socialism brought about less prosperous but
more equitable societies than those in free
enterprise countries But even that has prov-
en wrong. Socialist countries in eastern
Europe, Asia and Africa have failed to pro-
duce the basic necessities of life (such as food
and shelter) and has given rise to authoritar-
tan regimes whose human conduct has made
the so-called harshness of capitalism pale by
COMPATISon.

As the London Financial Times said last
week “The argument about the limits of
commumsm is over ? Whatever elements of
it are retained 1 any society will not soften

54
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capitalism but remnforce tendencies towards
authoritarianism and circumscribe prosper-
ity Socialism 1s not an egalitaran luxury to
be enjoyed by only the prosperous nations It
s a system of providing the basics of hfe that
has failed and will fail 1 any society

Our neighbour, Mozambique, has been
through 1t all revolution, nationahsation,
central planmng, authoritariamsm (with so-
cial engineering projects far worse than
apartheid), brigandage and, finally, destitu-
tion It has come to the conclusion that 1t 1s
far more socially beneficial to create wealth
in a country where elections are free and
private ownership 15 restored than to try and
redistribute resources that 1ts own socialist
pohicies are croding

Osman makes 1t very clear that redistribu-
tion of wealth in the new, reconstituted
Mozambique will be through fiscal means
“We will use the tax system to doit,” he told
the FM.

Mozambique, of course, did not have to
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Osman Machungo

nationalise very much The threat was suffi-
crent to cause the majority of smail business-
men to abandon therr assets and flee — a
process that the ANC's nationalisation
threats has already started in this country
Having effectively destroyed the small bust-
ness sector -— the very sector with the poten-
t1al 1o create the most jobs — Frelimo found
itself having to allow the larger companies to
continue to produce what were very quickly
seen to be essential goods and services

So the Marxists were forced to horse
trade They did special deals with those com-
panies they felt they neceded Lonrho wasone
of them And their agreements with govern-
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ment exclude them from the vagarcs of
some laws and regulations That appears to
be what Sisulu has m mind when he refers to

On its knees

The ANC does not have to go to eastern
Europe or Asia to see the folly of what 1t 1s
proposing for this country Mozambique 1
only a half-hour flight away It 1s a country
on 1ts knees It hives on foreign aid, 1t cannot
provide sufficicnt food for its peoples despite
its rich agricultural potential, law and order
is uncertain There are strikes, shortages,
corruption and discase As the FM pointed
out on March 2, 1t 1s a disaster almost entire-
ly man-made — by Frelimo and 1ts collectiv-
1st preoccupation,

Frelimo today has had the courage and
wisdom to change 1ts mind The young men
i key mnsterial posts now have not learnt
the new policies they are implementing —
with the help of the World Bank — from text
books alone They have themselves exper-
renced the grinding poverty and degradation
of collectivism

And, despite the enormous constraints of
the Renamo war, they are making progress,
slowly, hampered often by their own mabil-
ity to shrug off entirely the sentiments of
their rejected ideology The process of re-
form 1s panfully slow The GDP will ris¢ by
only 4% this year But the new rulers are
sufficiently magnammous to negotiate with
companies wiliing to réturn who want their
ahandoned assets back They will welcome
back, too, those who fled after the revolution
provided they feel they have something to
offer a sovereign country

What the ANC, with Mozambique in
mind, should be doing now 1s not threaten
nationalisation and central planning — the
harm that daes 1s potentially as destructive
as the fact — but probe ways of redistribut-
ing the country’s wealth without dissipating
it It 1s not the 1ssue of ownership of produc-
t1ve assets which will accomplish that task

But Mr Rw Baltazar, a member of the standing
committee of the People’s Assembly and former
Justice Mimster, said the articles in the draft con-
stitution guaranteemg freedom of association and
insisting on a plurality of candidates 1n elections
implied a multi-party system.

Mr Montero argued that a plurality of candi-
dates was not necessarily incompatible with a one-
party system but agreed that developments in Mo-
zambique would eventually lead to political
pluralism

“This 18 a natural process and I have no difficul-
ty in envisaging this.

MAPUTO — The Mozambique government 13 paying
tens of thousands of rands in salaries every month for
workers who do not exist, according to Finance M-
ister Abdul Osman,.

Mr Osman, who in recent weeks has been openly
calling for a reduction in government expenditure,
said that hundreds if not thousands of “ghost work-
ers” had been created so that someone could pocket
their salartes

“We are aware that a significant percentage of the
wages fund is going towards payimg for workers who
do not exist or who have a record of chronic absen-
teeism,” he said,

Alarming level

He quoted an example of a school in the town of
Massiga, in the southern province of Inhambane,
where a local official had been pocketing the salaries
of teachers who did not exist,

His mimstry had now started a campaign to count
how many workers were employed by the state and
50 far this campaign had detected “ap alarming
level” of disorganisation, lack of effective control,
money wasted and an atmosphere conducive to theft,
he said.

In Sofala province, his minstry had so far found
that 406 workers who were being paid salaries did not
exist

In 1982, Frelimo made 1its first
contacis with the International Mon-
etary Fund (IMF) and the World

~ Bank Five years later, the govem-

ment signed an economic rehabilita-
tion programme with the World Bank
which put Mozambique on the path
10 a free market systern.

In 1984, Frelimo abandoned its
Mamast hostility to Christianity.
Some churches were reopened and,
says Maputo’s Anglican Bishop De-
nis Sengulane, “religious worship
was limited only by the size of the
buildings™.

But Frelimo’s sharpest change of
direction came last year. Without
prior announcement, the 1989 Fifth
Party Congress simply dropped all
references to “Marxism-Leninism®
from the Party programme.

He says he is also worried that

Even without provision for a mul-
tparty system, the draft constitution
represents the most radical change in
Mozambican politics since mndepen-
dence. The reason for the change les
much closer to home that events m
eastern Eurcope.

Since the late 70s, Frelimo has
been fighting a civil war against Re-
namo The war has crippled the
economy — 1t swallows 40 percent
of the budget — destroying 45 per-
cent of the school network and forc-
ing a mullion Mozambicans to flee
the country, - -

In 1979, the fall of Rhodesia’s
white government, which had been
supported by rebels, encouraged
speculation that the war would end.
But South Afnica picked up where
Rhodesia left off and the war intens-
fied.

Frelimo signed the Nkomati accord

with South Africa in 1984, agreeing

to a mutual end to hostilines. Agam,
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people hoped the war would end, but
South Africa did not keep to the

agreerment.

Last year World Bank econcunic
reforms resulied in inflation of 40
percent.

A senes of unprecedented steikes
over low wages 1n January revealed
the level of frustratton.

The frustration seems unlikels to
lead to the overthrow of Chissano
himself One reason 1s that Mozam-
bique 15 just too dafficult a counery to
run: few would like to be in
Chassano’s positon.

Clussano hopes the draft constitu-
tzon will help hum end the war' ¢he
prormse of elechions goes some way
to meeting Renamo’s political de-
mands, The World Bank-backed
economic reforms meet the rebeds’
econonuc demands.

For 1ts part, Renamo has recog-
nised the People’s Republic of
Mozambique — an earlier block 1o
talks.

Besides economic and pohtical ze-
forms, Frelimo is prepaning to meet
Renamo Last year, semor Mozarn-
bican clergy met rebel leaders in
Narob1 with Frelimo’s approval,

President Daniel Arap Moi of
Kenya and President Robert Mugabe
of Zimbabwe were appointed medta-
tors.

In December, the mediators urged
both sides to meet for direct talks
without precondittons.
