business had unlimited opportunity to help blacks by giving training
and "paying them decent woges."

Chief Buthelezi warned the white businessmen that it was in their own
interest to improve wages: If whites failed to "act swiftly,you will have

failed not euut black people but your own selves,your children and future
generations.

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He reninded his listeners that Britain sold Blacks down the river when

Afric 'ne should not expect help froc other couitries,the churches or
1liberal groups.These groupa night synp~thise ~nd identify with the
African struggle but they could do little to help.

Cheif Buthelezi srid:"It is through our self relicnce that we can cnuse
the walls of Jericho to foll.Once this point is grasped by the m~jority
of Africans,our struggle will be hnlf-won.,"
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Africzcns would continue to accept help, but would not rely on it.
