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Justice Should Be Tempered With Mercy

HE judgment given

” by the full bench in
the Transvaal Su-
preme Court in the case of
Budhia Bhana vs. the Min-
ister of the Interior will
affect quite a number of
S\g‘chy cases where c‘hildrcn
were not able to enter the'
before théy had
reached the age of sixteen
for no fault of theirs, but
because of the disruption in
transport during the second
world war. To penalise
such children and tear them
‘away from their parents
and other relatives who are
domiciled in the Union is

Union

a glaring injustice and it is

inhuman in the eyes of the
civilised world.

Mr. Justice Price seems
to have laid stress on that
point which should certainly

not be ignored. Justice
should be tempered with
mercy. And this is un-

doubtedly a cas¢ in which
the circumstances should be
taken into consideration by
the learned Judges. The
Judge President (Mr, Jus-
tice + Maritz) very rightly
said that he had an open
mind the  question
whether Mr. Justice Price
had jusisdiction to enter-
tain the iapplication. That
is a point which needs to
be tested in the interests
of justice. It
stated by Mr. [ustice de
Villiers that “'In my opinjon
the Minister had acted with-
in the jurisdiction counferred
upon him, and as there is
no suggestion ol fraud or

on

f

was  also -

malafides, I incline to the
view that Mr, Justice Price
had no jurisdiction to enter-
tain the application.”

One thing needs to
be remembered here that
the openly declared policy
of the present Gov-
ernment is not to protect
the rights of Indians to
reside in the Union but to
seize the sligtest pretext
to get rid of them. \We

certainly do not suggest
that there has been any
fraud or malafide intention
in the case in question. But
the whole policy of the pre-
sent Government in dealing
with the Indians is not
based on the principles of
justice and humanity. We
can therefore look only to
the highest Court of the
land for justice,

This is not a case where
any fraud or any criminal
act has been committed by
ther  espondent.  Hence
the scales of justice, in our
humble opinion, should bal-
ance .cmirely in his favour.

NOTES

‘Heart-Burn Over Lack Of

Apartheld In Hospital

MR F, C. ERASMUS, Minister
of Defence, has made many
ges in the Per Force
since assuming office, but he has
failed to apply full Apartheid to
a military hospital in the Trans-
vaal, writes *The Natal Mer-
cury.” A patient recently dis-
charged from the hospital told
‘The MNatal Mercury' {ast week
that  sheets, pillowcases and
pyiamas issued to European and
non-European patients are taken
from a common stock and are all
washed in the same laundry,  “I
might have been using sheets and
pyjamas,” he said, “that had been
used by a'Native patient the pre-
vious week. The same is true of
‘the white coats worn by orderlies,
These are issued in the same way
to European and non-European
orderlies, That is not the Apart-
heid the Government are always
talkikg about.”

N

Deep-Racted Prejudice

We note the above piece of news
because it is typical of the way
even the United Party.is carryiag
on propaganda to goad tbe
Naticnalist Government to intro-
ducs Aparcheid where it does not
exist, If the Europeans and non-
Eurepeans were rubbing shouldecs

together in times of war this
question would never have arisen.
Itis in time of peace that these
evil thoughts arise. In reality if
things are clean what does it
matter who has made .use of
them? But this deep-rooted pre-
judice is a characteristic of White
South Africa, whether it be Afri-
kaaner or English. Honourable
exceptions no doubt there are but
usnfortunately they are a few and
not vocal enough.

Bantu And Indian Advocates

For the first time since the
establishment of a Supreme
Court for the Natal Provineial
Diunision, a Native advoeate—the
only one in the Union—appeared
at the Bar last week. Then, as a
non-European, he made the un-
precedented move of applying for
another non-European {an Indain)
to be admitted as an advocate.
The advocate who was admitted
is now the first Indian “full’
advocate to be admitted in the
Ugion since Mabatma Gandbi in
1896, This does not include
several Indians, who are both
attorneys and advocates, having
been practising as such before
the “‘dual-practice” dystem was
abolished in Natal. The Native
advocate who appeared in Court
is Mr, A, M. Ndhlovu, alUniver-

sity of Capetown graduate, who
practices in the Cape Provincial
Division, He applied to Mr.
Justice E. Selke and Mr. Justice N.
Holmes for an Indian, Mr. Hassen
Ebrabhim Mall, also a University
of Capetown graduate, to be ad-
mitted as an advocatz in the
Matal Provincial Division. The
order was pgranted, making Mr,
Mall the only “full” Indian ad-
vocate in Natal. It was the first
time, too, that a non European
advocate had ever prapored the
admission  of anyone—whether
European or non-European—as
an advocate.

Perbaps the advocates of Apart-
heid must be racking their brains
to find out a way of introducing
Apartheid now in the legal pro-
fession. In the medical profes-
sion it already cxists to a certain
extent. European nurses have
refused to take orders from non-
European doctors in some parts
of the Union at least. Perhaps the
non-European Advocates will be
prohibited from being bricfed on
behalf of European clients !

New By-Laws For Durban
. Library

New Durban by-laws speci-
fically baaning pon-Europcans
from the central Municipal
Library are published in fast
week’s Provineial Gazertee, They
provide for the exclusive use of
the Brook Street Library by non-
Europeans, The new by-l;\ws.
state: “The City Hall Library
shall be reserved for the sole and
exclusive use of Eurepeans and
no non-European shall enter such
library for any purpose what-
soever. “The Librarian may in
his discretion grant permission to
a non-European to enter such
library.”” The penalty for con
travention is a fine of not more
than £10, or ome month's im-
prisonment.

Methodists Attack
Nationalists’ polisy

The president of the Confer-
ence of the Methodist Church of
South Africa, the Rev, A. E. F.
Garrett, says in a statement that
the Methadist Church of South
Africa has followed with the
gravest concern the developments
of policy under the present Gov-
erament.  “It is our clear judg-
ment and conviction that the diffi-
cult racial situation in  South
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Africa bas been unwarrantably
aggtavated by policies which
reveal a complete hck of undec-

diog and app ion of the
mind of the common people on
racial issues, Fears have been
cngendered which never existed,

which fails to take account of the
rights and privileges of every
section of the people in all racial
groups, and that every considera-
is given to the pecfectly free, easy
and happy relations which can
exist in friendship between Afri-
kaans and English speaking

HE African National Congress

and the South African Iodian

had declared April 6 as a day of
protest against the unjust laws of
the country directed against the
non-Europeans, The observaace
of this day was to be a prelude to
the p‘oposcd mass camp:ngn
against’ “hese laws.

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GROUP AREAS ACT

A new procedure is proposed
for the issue of trading licences.
Hitherto the officer issuing them
had the power to refuse to issue
licences when he had reason to
believe that the applicant could
uot lawfully occupy the business
which was to be carried on.

Now the officer issuing the
licences can refuse to do so only
if the applicant daes not set out
in a written statement certain
particulars, such as the title-deed
description, the name of the
applicant for the licence, the
group of the person who will be
in actual control of the business,
and that the applicant may law-
fully occup the premises.

As soon as the licence has been
issued, the licensing officer shall
send a copy of the statement to
the chief inspector, and if he has
teason to believe that the person
concerned may not lawfully carry
on the business, also a full report

* on the grounds of his belief.

The chief inspector may then
approach a Magistrate’s Court for
an order declaring the licence
invalid or to bave lapsed.

The decision of the Magistrate
will be subject to an appeal to the
Provincial Division of the Supreme
Court.

Another important amendment
toncerns title deeds.  Up to now
w controlled areas the Minister
%uld make determinations in
tegard o the occupations of
Premises, but he could not do so

to sep such ples, but for
them to keep together, The White
man will have to go to the lower
group.

At preseat it is possible under
the Act for a person to change his
group by marriage or by a change
of habits, But there is no pro-
vision for a person who owns
property and changes to another
group.

The Bill provides that if a
person becomes a member of
apother group he shall not be
abie to hold that property in 2
controlled area except with a
permit. © The same provision
already exists in the case of com-
panies.

Another change is proposed in
regard to the publication of
notices. At present, when appli-
cations are made to the Ministér,
they are submitted to the Land
Teoure Advisory Board for re-
port. .

Before the Board does so, it
has to publish certain particulars
in a newspaper circulating in the
udistrict in which the area con-
cerned lies, and this has proved
to be expensive.

It is now proposed, on the
recommendation of the Board, to

dispense with the publication of

any such notice in any particular
case or in any class of case speci-
fied by the Minister.

HE Minister of the In-

terior, Dr. *T, E. Donges,
was a succesafnl appellant to a
bench of three judges who on
Mondsy in Pretoria who set aside
a deoleion by Mr. Justice Price,
declaring that Boodhia Bhana,
an Indiap, who wag entitled to
remaia ic South Africa a8s a8
person  exempted f{from pro-
visions of the Immigration Aot
relating to  prohibited im-
migrants.

Mr. Juetice de Villiers, the
Judge-President, Mr. Juostice
Marilz and Mr. Justice de Wet
onheld the Minister's appesl
with oosts.

The respondent (the - appellant
before Mr. Juostice Price) fs a
shop assistant of Hillbrow'
Johannesburg. He entered the
Union in May, 1949,

He was then 16 years 81d, and
altbongb his father was sat the
time Inw{nlly resident and domi-
ciled in the Tranavaal, Boodhia
Bhana wag, in terms of the
Asiatio Immigration Act of 1913,
a prohibited immigrant.

But for the disruption in trang-
port because of the second world
war, he wounld have entered
the Union lawfally befors he had
reached the age of 16, and been
entitled to acquire a domicils
with his father in Transvaal.

Before Bhana left India, the ~
C issi for I i ion
and Asiatic Affairs wrote hia al-
torney & letter, which stated
that as Bhana had failed to enter
the Union betore he had besome
16 years old, he could ouly be
admitted on a temporary permit.

On arrival at Dorban, Bbana
was served with a notice that he
wag a prohibited immigrant and
was told that he had the right
to appeal to the Immigration
Boaid.

No lappesl was made to the
Board, Qa the same day & tem-
porary permit was issmed to
him. Thie bad bsen extended

from time to time until Msy 31,
1951.

In Jaly, 1951, ke was served
with 8 notice calling upon him
to leave the Union by the next
available ship.

Mr. Justice Price, in August,
1951, made an order declaring
him to be eatitled to remain In
South Afrioa as a person ex-
empted from the provieions of
the Aot relating to prohibited

immigrants. It was against
this order that the MAlinlater
appaaled.

Mr. Jastice de Villiers referred
1o the provisions laid down in
the Aot that no court of law had
jurisdiotion, save npon guestion
aof law reasrved by the Board.

“In my opinion the Minister
had aoted within the jurisdie-
tion conferred upon him, and
88 there is mo esuggestion of
fraud or malafides, I incllne
to the view that Mr. Jastice Prive
bsd to no jarisdiotion entertain
the application,” he said.

Referring to the letter sent to
Bhapa's altorney by the Come-
missioner for Immigration and
Aslatio Affairs, Mr. Jnstice de
Villiers said that in his jadg-
ment this did pot give Bhana
any right of residence in the
Union.

There was no uanderlaking
that the ordinary provisions
attaching to temporary permits
would not apply in Bhana's
oasa, Temporary permits conld
not be for an irdefinite period.

The letter did not oconstitate
an exemption. I was onnoeessary
to glve a definite finding as to
whether the provisions of the
Aot concerning  jarlsdiction
applied to these proceedings.

The Judge President (Mr. Jue.
tice Maritz) oconounrring, said:
“I have au open mind op the
question whether Mr. Juslioe
Prico had jorisdiction te en-
tertain the applioation.

uTHE eyes are the windows of
the soul" is an old, trite,
but nevertheless very true saying,
‘The eyes register in most,remark-
able fashion the inwards emotion
and thoughts and are indeed
often a clue to the soul, A pair
of be- utiful eyes can'transform an
otherwise very plain face and,
on the other hand, a pretty face
with a_pair of dead, soulless eyes
can 'be a horrible sight to anyone
with discernment and the know-
ledge of judging character. Asto
the effect of eyes lit up with
fove go and observe any couple,
young or old, who arc truly in
love'with one another, There is
a mystic magic in the glow from
their eyes. [ .
To the physician, the eyes are
of extremelvy great value in indi-
cating the general bodily health.
And to those who are expert in
the art of iridiagnosis, the eyes
are a most wonderful means of
determining  the bodily ills and
condition of any patient, Iri-
diagnosis is based on the fact that
the iris, or coloured portion of
the eyes, is composed of a vast
network of fine nerve-threads
intricately interwoven and trelated
to special portions of the body.
If any part of the body becomrs
injured or diseased, that fact will
register in the portion of the iris
corresponding to’ that part of the
body.
of is gly
difficult and requires years of
patient application and practice.
The consequence is that few
people are well-versed in tbis art,
The pupil, or apple of the eye
is also a guide in cases of very
serious disease, If, for instance,
it is oval in shape, this may be an
indication of the risk of apoplexy
with resultant paralysis, If flate-
ened, it may warn of softening of
the brain, Again, the coadition
of the interios of the eye is often
a most valuable guide to the con-
dition of the whole body. And,
conversely the whites of the eyes
may signify very definitely the
prevailing state of the constitu-
tion, For i jaundice aad

Unfortunately, the study_

rest of the body. Whoever can
maintain  his bedy in perfect
health, should normally have
splendidly healthy eyes, But if

the body is neglected, abused or .

diseased, the eyes are almost
certain to suffer to some extent,

One of the great old English
Homoeopaths, J. Compton Bur-
nett, kept reminding people that
their eyes are only modified and
specialised skin cells. Time and
time agan he pointed out that
skin diseases are closely refated to
eye troubles, and that where skin
diseases are suppressed, there is
always a grave risk of eye troubles
developing., It was he who drew
attention to the fact thac cataract
often develops later on in people
who have had an operation for
piles. Such an operation daes
not remove the cause of the piles,
so the original cause, still persist-
ing, merely secks an outlet in
some vther direction, - Again, he
showed how cataract can also
result from excessive salt-eating,

There is the famous case of
cerrain meadows on the French
coast that get flooded regularly by
the sea dnd hence are very salty,
Any young horses raised on these
meadows get cataract of the eyes
if not removed to inland pastures
within two years.

Qur eyes are such precious
possessions, and yet they are fre-
quently most grossly abused.
Usually this is due to sheer ignot-
ance, so let me try to give some
clementary guidance in the pro-
per care of the eyes.

In the first place, keep the eyes
clean. Never, under any circum-
stances, meddle with the eyes
with dirty fingers. You never
koow what can be introduced
into them that may result in
grievious damage being done. -

In this connection, let me give
a frank and solemn ‘warning. The
discharge of the venereal disease
called gonorrhoea is a virulent
Ppoison to the eye, Countless un-

ofher liver troubles will reveal
themselves by a yellow discolora-
tion of the whites of the eyes.
Excessive dryness may be found
associated with diabetes. Anda
bluish tinge can point towards a
consumptive teadeacy.

The point 1 wish to make,
and it is a very important point,
is that the condition of the eyes is
closely related to and interde-
pendent on the condition of the

for: have been blinded by
the virus of gonorrhoea gcttini
into theie cyes.  Often such per-
sons have been perfectly innocent.
They have dried their hands on a
towel contaminated by, someone
else with this disease, Or they
have washed their faces in a basin
similarly defiled.

It is a wise precaution never to
wash the face in 2 basin used by
the public or strangers Running
water, straight from the tap i§ the

safest, And never use a towel
that has been used by some other
person, not even to wipe the
fingers on.  If these rules were
rigidly adhered to, the incidence
of blindoess due to gonorrhoeal
infection of the eye would be
greatly reduced.

Apain, never rub the eyesif
they are sore. Blinkirg the lids
rapidly is a far better measure,
and its efficacy can be much im-
proved by tweaking the nose
until the eyes £l with tears or
blowing the nose hard so that the
eyes fill with tears. The blink
ing and tears are often all that is
needed to wash the eyes
thoroughly and remove any
source of irritation, It is interest-
ing to note, too, that scientists
have discovered that tears are a
wonderful natural disinfectant;
they kill germs. If the fingers
are thoroughly clean, ‘it is per-
missible to rub the other eye,
not the troubled eye. By reflex
action this helps the affected one.
It is also a good plan to use the
facts of Zone therapy, as for
instance, that vigorous rubbing
of the forefinger om the side
affected helps the eye a great
deal. Of course, if there is some
foreign body, such as a splinter
of steel or glass, in the eye, itis
the height of wisdom to go with-
out delay to some competent
person to take it out under asep-
tic conditions. In really serious
cases a surgeon might be needed,
The eyes ate too delicate.and
precious to take risks with.

In cases like trachoma, “pink
eye” and so on, the eye must be
protected against the light and
not be strained under any circ-
cumstances. Forrunately, Homo-
eopathy has a wonderful remedy
for trachoma in Apis 200 or even
higher potencies.
books, the famous Dr. Dorothy
Shepherd tells how someone made
a great reputation in Egypt by
using this remedy, which pro-
duced results that astounded the
orthodox doctors, There is no
record, however, of their having
adopted it.

Under no circumstanzes should
one indulge in the foolish practice
of trying to look’' at the sun.
Sometimes there are certain rays
in the sunlight that are very
powerful and destructive that can
do irreparable damage to the eye.
Remember also that the eye has a
lens, just like a magnifying glass,

Inone of her -

that can concentrate the rays of
light to a fine point that might
even burn delicate tissues. At
times of eclipse of the sun, one
must never look at the sun with
the naked eye. Very harmful
rays arte most plentiful then, and
after every eclipse we hear of
cases of permanent blindness
caused by looking at the eclipse
with the naked eye.  Always use
a piece of smoked glass or a piece
of spoiled photographic film, the
sort that is all dark and smoky,
Look through this, then the
eclipse’ can be seen clearly with
absolute safety. This filters out
the dangerous rays and protects
the eyes.

Sometimes people in town see
men working at tram or train
rails with an oxy-acetylene cutter
—a kind of blow torch thac
melts the steel away with great
showers of sparks. You will
always notice that the man work- |
ing with this wears heavy googles
or eye-shields, They are not
metely to protect his eyes from
the sparks, but also filter out
X-rays generated in the process.
It is fascinatiog to stand and
watch this work — bur it is very
foolish to do so. Anyone stand-
ivg nearby and watching for a
few minutes is very liable to get
terribly  inflamed  eyes several
bours later. They may never
suspect the cause; but their suffer-
ing can be keen in the extreme.
And it is even possible to lose
one's sight in this way.

The silly custom of wearing
sun-goggles, smoked and tinted
glasses and goggles, that s so
popular today, cannot be good
for the eyes. Protect the eyes
from too much glare, by all
means; but do not proyide them
unnecessarily with what amounts
to a crutch.  If we walked about
with  crutches needlessly, our
limbs would in time grow weak.
Se, too, the eyes must be weak-
ened by those devices which also
make women look silly and un-
commonly ugly and older than
their years. I simply cannot un-
derstand what causes wemen to
make themselves look hideous in
this way. :

If the eyes ace at all weak’ it is
often very good practice to bathe
them with cold water. Cold sals
water is the best, and one simple
way of doing this is to put about
one tablespoonful of salr in a
large handbasin of cold water.
Dissolve the salt thoroughly,
Then take a deep breath and
plunge the face into the water,
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Open the eyes under the water
and look around. Look up and
down, and roll the eyes. Blink
them rapidly. Repeat this per-
formance several times, It is
also 3 good deep-breathing exer-
cise. Many people have had
their eyes very greatly strength-
ened by this simple procedure.
Another way is simply to bathe
the closed eyes with very cold
water. Weak tea ora tea made
of violet leaves ate even better.

Another thing is to expose the
closed eyes to the morning sun-
light, Remember, never look at
the sun with open eyes. Just let
the morning sunlight shine on
the closed lids,

Oune of the finest contributions
to the care and comfort of the
eyes is Euphrasia either io tine-
ture or in homoeopathic attenua-
tion. Euphrasia is prepared from
a herb called “Eyebright” in plain
English and known to the coun-
try folk of Britain and Europe for
centuties. In a great many cases
of eye trouble, from whatever
cause, bathing the eyes with a
lotion of lukewarm water to which
a few drops of Euphrasia tincture
‘have been added, will afford enor-
mous relief. A small pinch of
common table salt in the water
will prevent it from stinging the
eyes. Plain water stings, as we
all know; but a very small amount
of salt makes it as saltyas the
human blood or tears, and then
no pain is caused.

If thc eye is injured by a blow,
great filief may be had by placing
on it a compress of cold water,
“This is made by soakinga clean
piece of cloth in cold water, fold-
ing into a pad and putting it on
the eye. A few drops of Euphra-
sia tincture in the water would be
an sdvantage. And it is a great
help to take some homoeopathic
Symphytum 6 pills every half
hour for a couple of hours,

I remember a2 case where a
youngster struck himself a severe
blow on the eye with the stick

“bondle of a catapult he was play-
ing with, The “cauity” handle
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shot back and hit his eye with
such force as fo cut the lid and
even cut the eyeball undeeneath
it. Fortunately it did not strike
him direct on the pupil of the
eye or on the naked eyeball.
Nonetheless it hit with such force
as to put the eyeball out of shape
for a time, The pain was agon-
ising. But a couple of hours
treatment with cold compresses
of Euphrasia lotion, and Symphy-
tum 6 pills every ball hour gave
such relief that the boy even-
tually exclaimed, obviously from
the bottom of his heart, ‘“Who-
ever says that Homoeopathy does
not work is a blank fooll”
day or two the eye wascom-
pletely better, except that the
cut or the lid took longer to heal.
