active and determined steps to eliminate the causes that engender war or that contribute to the
creation of a situation likely to lead to war. The causes are numerous and dsep-rooted, The difficulties in
the way are many and varied, and appear insurmountable. These problems, formidably complex as they are,
can no longer be evaded or left unsolved. If the nations concerned continue to show disinclination to solve
these problems without delay, they will do so at their peril...Greater danger to international peace lurkes
in widespread poverty and economic insecurity, in racial or communal discrimination and persecution, in
keeping down large masses of humanity, undernourished and illiterate, with no better prospect than to be
hewers of wood and drawers of water for the benefit of a handful of those who have enough money in their
pockets and bayonets to boot..,The pernicious policy of apartheid, spreading the virus of racial hatred and
and seeking to maintain the white man’s domination over the coloured people in their own homeland, is
causing much concern in many qaurters. The world already split into political blocs faces the menace of

another split into racial camps. Democracy, in its extremely narrow forms, has, in some &States, become
identified with morbidly fanatical nationalism and patriotism. Irrational and unprincipled reverence of one’s
country, first and last, right or wrong, not unoften begets national arrogance and intolerance, blinding one
to the higher vision of humanity,..As Field Marshall Viscount Montgomery observed and rightly so, '‘Never
let it be said that we saved the world and could not save ourselves, for today if we are financially and
materially exhausted there is no need for us to be spiritually bankrupt! Religious idealism, above and in
addition to all forces—social, economic or political—seems to us to be the most necessary and hopeful

instrument for world peace.”

they saw the demon that wrought
all the evil, They succeeded in
killing Hitler but they have not
been able to kill Hitlerism. It
seems to be gaining ground to a
formidable extent throughout the
world, We are faced with it here
in South Africa and it is threaten-
ing our very existence. It is sym-
bolized in the present Govern-
ment aod is making life miserable
for all the inhabitants of this fair
land, including Europeans and
non-Europeans. The latter are
worse off because they have no
voice to speak of and steps are
being taken to deprive them of
the very little that some of them
have. The Apartheid policy “of
the Government has over-shadow-
ed everything. ‘That is what
Hitler did. He and-his clan—
the WNazis—claimed (o be the
Aryans and all the rest were un-
Aryans who were either to Y've
under the heels of the Aryans or

pcrish.‘ ‘That is just what the
present Nationalist Government
is doing. It claims that the
White race is destined to be the
dominant race and the non-White
must either be conteated to live
under it or perish. Every day
takes us a step further in this
direction and affords us hardly
any time to think of anything
else.

As though that were not enough
this year has cn the whole been
bad for the agriculturists, on
whom the country depends,  Al-
though, thanks to the Almighty,
we hate bad some rains now, the
season bas suffered tremendousty
through the serious drought, which
will add to the present already
high cost of living. Another great
loss South Africa has sustained is
through the death of General
Smuts.  Though he bad bis own
way of dealing with the Colour
Question, not to the liking of the
Coloured people, he was no doubt
a force to be counted. The high
and noble ideals he always
cherished and gave expression to
are badly missed today. They
would surely have had a neutral-
ising effect on the tense atmos-
phere prevailing not -only in
South Africa but beyond.

Then, linked as we are with our
Motherland India, whom we
lock to for help whenever we are
in distress, our eyes must go there.
The present year has not been a
very happy one for her eitber.
True, we were able to celebrate
the great and historic occasion of
her becoming a Republic in the
beginning of the year but Nature
has not been too kind since, Ere
she could get over her political
troubles with Pakistan, earth-
quakes in Assam, and floods else-
where have taken a very heavy
toll and caused misery to hundreds
of thousands of souls. The great-
est of all the shocks is the latest
one on the eve of the closing of
the present year, in the death of
cne of her most beloved sons,

Sardar Vallabbbhai Patel. It has
cast a gloom over the whole of
India.

Then when we look towards
the outside world it grieves us
to see that we have not yet learnt
the lesson of the horrors of war.
The bloodshed that is going on
in Korea makes one fee! that
with all the knocks it has been
receiving it has not yet got
rid of greed and lust for
powes, which are the main causes
of wars and misery. How can
there be peace and happiness iv
the world when the masses have
to suffer for the sins of the few
whom God has placed in power ?

We have heard during the year
of the havoc wrought in various
parts of the world by air crashes
floods, droughts and  volcanic
eruption, These are ‘signs of
Nature frowning. They are a
warning to us that there is a
Greater Power prevailing over us
which can bring an end to the
world much quicker than the
A-bomb or the H-bomb or any-
thing that science can produce
and man can boast of, We are
but particles of dust before that
Power.

And so the picture is in-
deed a gloomy one that we are
able to draw at the eand of this
year and yet, the wonder is that
we are still able to exist, eat,
drink and be merry. No one can
say that we are miserable. We
must thank the Merciful God
that He has kept us so. Thatis
our only gain and it wiil not do
to be satisfied at that, All the
material wealth in the world will
not avail us if spiritually we are
bankrupt, and who can deny that
we are on the verge of spiritual
bankruptey 2 If the nations and
individuals were to follow the
tenets of the Upanishads, which
are embodied in the following
single verse, the world would in
deed be a happier place to live in :

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ALL INDIA PAYS HOMAGE TO SARDAR

EADING citizens and leaders

of all shades of opision, lin-
cluding trade union organications
mourned the death of Sardar
Patel.

The Governor of Bombay, Raja
Maharaj Siogh, in 2 message said:
“His departure from us will be
felt throughout the length and
breadth of India. A personage
of the highest character, great
ability and unusual strength of
will, has gone at a time when we
needed lim most. He has left
an enduring mark in India. We
shall nat see the Like of him again
and it will be impossible to re
place him adequately."”

“Greatest Calamity”’

The Chief Minister, of Bombay
Mr. B. G, Kher said: “India has
bzen sfflicted by anumber of calami-
ties, natural and supernatural, sinee
the attainment of Swaraj—ecarth-
quakes, floods and drought—but
the passing away of Sardar
Patel is the greatest.  Such
men cannot be replacéd easily
or at all. But we who are
left behind must not merely yield
ourselves to prief and despon-
deocy. His life and courage in
the face of seemingly insuperable
difficulties must be the object
fesson we learn from his life as
also from'pis death.’”

C-in-C Indian Navy
Sw Edward Parry, C-ig=C.,
Indiax Navy, said: “It was a very
great loss to India. Sardar Patel
was a very good fricad of the
Navy, We enjoyed his company
abroad the “Drelhi’”’ when she
went on cruise to Cochin, He
had expressed his desire for
another to the Andamans and we
keenly looked forward to that.”

Chief Justice Of Bombay

Stating that “it was difficult to
realise the extent and nature of
the loss,”” Mr. M. C. Chagla,
Chief Justice of Bombay, in a
reference, to the death of “the
redoubtable fighter in the struggle
for freedom,” in a court hall
crowded to capacity, said: “Our
country was so far fortunate in
this that in our Prime Minister
and Deputy Prime Minister we
bad a matchless pair. The two
were complementary to each other,
Our hearts must go out today to
our Prime Minister who has lost
in Sardar Patel 3 great devoted
lieutenant,"

Advocate-General
Mr, C. K. Daphtary, Advocate-
General, Mr. H. M, Choksi, Gov-
ernment Pleader, and Mr. Tri-
cumdas Dwarkadas, on behalf of
the Incorporated Law Societies,
associated themselves with the

feelings expressed by the Chief
Justice.

Sir Cowasji Jehangir said: “A
great and irreparable loss to the
country at a most critical time, It
will be difficult td replace such a
the administration of

man in
India.”
Mr, Asoka Mehta, Qeneral

Secretary of the Socialist Party,
in 2 message said: “The passing
away of Sardar Patel removes a
keystone from the arch of free-
dom. It is India's tragic mia-
fortune that in less than three
years she has been orphaned twice.
The Sardar’s services to India,
his great contribution to the win-
ning of freedom and building of
free India are a part of the saga
of our people. The whole nation
dips the flag in memory of him
who taught ber the lessons of
discipline and strength. We shall
not see the like of him again.”

Chairman Bombay
Millowners

Referring to the loss as one
which “we can ill-afford at this
moment,” Mr. Vithal Chanda-
varkar, Chairman of the Bombay
Millowners' Association,  said:
“Undoubtedly, Sardar Patel was
one of the greatest of Indians of
modern times, Although he called
himself a revolutionary in the
past, he proved himself to be the
most realistic statesman of the
country. Ia short, he was valiant
in war and generous in peace.”

Mr. K. R. P. Shroff, President
of the Bombay Stock Exchange,
referred to the Sardar as “a
towering personality,” and said:
“Indomitable in spirit, he was a
warrior to the last and died as he
would have wished it—like 2 great
general in the ficld of battle,”

A oumber of associations and
institutions in Bombay met on
the same day and passed condol-
ence resolutions mourniog the
death of the “beloved leader.”

Sir Archibald Nye

Sir Archibald Nye, High Com-
missioner for the UK. in India
has, in his personal letter to Pre-
sident Prasad offered his deepest
sympathies, Sir Archibald says:
“‘Sardar Patel has faced problems
of extreme complexity and of the
highest importance with a sense
of realism, a clarity of thought
and a capacity for decisive execu-
tive action which has ‘won the
admiration of all observers. He
carried on his work despite con-
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cherish the close personal rela-
tions which I myself had with
him, but it will always be a mat-
ter of immense satisfaction to me
to remember the warm friendly
and cordial feelings which he had
towards the country which I re-
present in India. The faet that
he was able to forget any feelings
of bitterness which the struggle

for independence might have en-.

wealth and foreign countries for
higher studies in India during
the year 195{» The following
allotment has been made for
South  Africa;—(i) Nous.Indian
studeats, African 3; Coloured
3; (ii) Btudents of Indian origin
domiciled in the Union of South
Africa 4.

2, Scholarships_will be award.
ed for studies in the Arts and
Humanities, Sciences. Agricule
ture, Medicine, Technology, Edu-
cation, Law, Music, Commerce,
Forestry, Veterinary Science,
Civil Engipeering etc. Prefer-

ence will be given to studenis
desiring to take up post.gradu-
ate courses, I no suitable stu.
dents are available for posts
graduate courses, students for
other courses will be considered.,
Applications of studenis below
19 years of age will not be enter-
tained for post.graduate courses,

3. Consideration will be given
to students who have already
bad some traicing in South
Africa in the course which they
propose to pursue in the Indian
Institutions. Candidates offer-
ing themselves for technical and
professional courses must possess
certain minimum qualifications
to te eligible to take up the
course e, for Medicine the
candidates must have passed
the Intemediate Science (Medi-
cal Group) of an Indiad Univer-
sily or an exgmination recog.
nised as equivalent to that
examinatinp; a Matriculate or
one who has passed equivalent
examination will not be eligible
for such course, As training
facilities in certain subjects such
as Engineering, Medicine etz

are extremely limited it will not
be possible to fiod wore than a
very small pumber of seats for
study in these subjecls.

The studeats who are already
studying in India snd who are
wot in receipt of any other
scholarship or financial assi te
ance will be eligible for these
scholarships but in their case
tke smount of the scholarship
may be reduced takiog into
accouot the financial condition
of the parents or the guardians
of tbe student.

4. The value of the scholar-
ships has been fixed at Rs, 200/«
per measem exclusive of capita-
tion, tuition and examinatlion
fees which will be paid by the
Government of Ipdia direct to
the institutions concerned, Mis.
cellanecus fees and payments
such as Library fees, Laboratory
fees, Games, Admission fees,
statutory deposits for libraries
and hostels etc,, will bave to be
paid by the scholars themselves
from out of their stipends. Ths
Government of India reserves
the right to vary the amount of
scholarship if they think that
circumstances justify it. This
amount should ordiuarily suffice
for the expenses of the student
in India including miscellaveous
fees and expenses indicated
ahove, normal medical charges
and expenses during vacatiops
etc. and in no circumstances the
applications for  additiopal
allowance will be considered.

The cost of passape eitber way
and all expences on journeys in
India will have to be met by
the students themselves, .

5. The scholarship will be
tenable for the period necessary
for the scholar to acquire the
Degree, Diploma or Certificate
of the course for which he hasg
been selected.  The scholarship
will commence from the date
on which a candidate actually
joins the institution in India
selected for him for studies or
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from the date on which that
institution commences instruce
tion for that course, whichever
is later, and will last upto the
moenth when the final examioa-
tion for that course ends.

The scholarship is. bowever,’
liable to termination apy time
duriog the currency of the
course, at the dizcretion of the
Goveroment, for misbebaviour,
uosatisfactory progress in the
studies, or failure to pass his
snoual examipation by the
scholar,

To me, having sat here on this
bench side by side with him
for these several years, I will
feol rather forlorn, and a certain
empliness will steal npon me
as I look at this eropty bench.

and go, in epite of this sorrow,
that has come over us, we have to
stéel onrselves to carry on the
work in which the great map,
the great friend and colleage,
who hes passed away, playe]
euch a magnificent part.”

ERNJA or raptute accurs at

weak spols in the walls of
muscle that hold the bowels and
other organs in the abdomen or
belly. At these particular points
there is apt to be a laxity or loose«
ness of the layers of muscular
tissue which lie criss-cross to form
the strong wall of the belly.
When a sudden stress is put on
these places, the loose criss-cross
layers of muscle part from each
other and tbere is a hole in the
abdominal wall through which the
lining of the abdomep, or even
some part of an internal organ,
such as the bowels, may protrude.
This protrusion causes the charac-
teristic lump of the typical rup-
ture. Usually this takes place in
the groin, or crease where the
thigh joins the leg, or into the
scrotum, the big that holds the
testicles in males.  Another weak
point is the umbilicus or navel.

The trouble with ruptures is
that the lump is really a bag of
internal tissues that is inclined to
get hard and calloused at the
point _where it rubs against the
hole in the :quscular wall of the
sbdomen. ‘:he edges of this hole
are also apt to get thickened and
hard. The result is then inflam-
mation, which stops healing and
is painful and may lead to ad--
hesions, that is, the flesh at the
opening and the lump grow
together, And if some of the
bowel comes through the hole,
there is always the danger of a
strangulated hernia, In such a
eise, the hole in the abdominal
wall tightens up like a ring around
the “n-~ck™ of the paet that is
ourside, thereby cutting off the
crculation and also causing a
sroppige of the bowel.  If this &
not relieved, blood poisaniog will
soon sc¢t in, with death as the
final result,

Ocdinarily, medical men seem
10 know of only one remedy for
such an cmergency, and that is to
have an operation. But Na.ure
Cure therapists often get excellent
results with water-cure and similar
trextménts. A properly adminis-
tered  hip-bath er sitz-bath, or
even a loam or clay poultice,
usually brings relief very quickly.
/ nother method is to apply a
reultice of hot mashed potatoes
_—taking care, of course, not to
burn or scald the patient. Some-
times just an ordhnary hot bath is
sufficient to get desired results,

some sudden stress such as lifting
a heavy weight. But they can be
the result of sneezing violently or
even straining at stool. Obviously
this latter risk is less likely where
the bowels are kept loose and in
good working order. Incidentally,
it is also wise, when sitting at
stool, to squat on the hams and
not sit flat on the lavatory seat.
One should never sit flat on a
lavatory seat, especially ina pub-
lic lavatory. Various unclean
diseases and parasites are easily
picked up from lavatory seats.
Aad the position of sitting flat on
a lavatory seat is in any case
unnatural and requires force to
empty the bowel, The natural,
safe and clean way is to squat on
the hams, Then the lower part
of the bowel is in the correct
position to be emptied easily
withourt straining; and, as no part
of the legs or the private parts
touches the lavatory seat, there is
much less danger of picking up
something unpleasant left behind
by a previous user. Excessive
crying will often cause rupture in
small children, Parents should,
therefore, take care to train their
children not to scream and bawl
from temper. One should also
never attempt to lift any heavy
weight without bending the knees,
When the knees are bent, the
strain of lifting is taken by the

big strong muscles of the thighs, .

But whenever a person lifts a
weight with the koees straight, a
terrific strain is p'aced on the
muscular walls of the abdomen or
the muscles and bones of the
back. This then easily leads to
injury, resulting in such com-
plaints as a pseudo-lumbago, or
rheumatic pain in the small of the
back, or ruptute in the abdomen.

So remember, and please teach
the children: never try to lifc a
a weight without first bending the
knees.

Prevention is better than cure
As rupture or hernia results from
laxity of the fibres of the abdo-
minal wall, common-sense dictates
that we should try to strengthen
and toughen the muscles of the
abdowmen. Proper exercises are
excellent for this purpose. One
of the best consists in sitting on
the floor with the feet under a
heavy picce of furniture or fitted
into two loops of leather strap

screwed against a skirting-board.
With the feet thus held fast, do
rowing exercises, as if-rowing a
boat. Then, carefully at firse, try
Iying fat on the back and rising
to a sitting position while holding
the hands locked behind the head
with elbows as far back as pos-
sible.

Another good exercise consists
in simply lying flat on the Hoor
and then raising the legs up
straight while you stretch out the
aums and try to touch the toes
with your hands.

Other excellent exercises are
the Surya Namaskars as demon-
strated by Shrimant Balasahib
Pandit Pratinidhi, Roajah of
Auudh, in his book “The Ten-
Point Way To Health.” About
ten years ago I got several copies
for 3/6 each from the Central
News Agency, Johannesburg, to
give to friends whom I wanted to
do a good turn to. As general
exercises, these Surya Namaskars
are outstandingly good and I
strongly urge anyone interested
to try 1o get a copy of the Rajah
of Auudh's excellent book., It is
published by J. M. Dent & Sons,
Ltd. of London. [Readers must
please not ask me to get coples, I
have none to spare and cannot
‘undertake this task, although I
shall always be glad to give a
demonstration to visitors]

Do all exercises moderately and
carefully at first, Beware of over-
doing jt. Seck rather to build up
the stomach muscles gradually,
every day doing a little miore,
until eventually you are able to
do any exercise many times with-
out getting sore or tired. Then
the abdominal wall will be strong

and well-knit and difficule to
rupture,
Anyone who actually has a

rupture must, of course, be very
careful not to strain  himself
further. The “above-mentioned
exercises may then do more harm
than good. Itis ial to wear

develop further, For healing
doctors tisually recommend opera-
tion, which they say is very
simple, consisting merely in sew-
ing together the weak muscles
that bhave sagged apart. Where
adhesions and thickening have
occurred, these are cut out and
clean fresh faces of flesh put
together to join. But this opera-
tion does not remedy the original
trouble. It does not make weak
muscles any stronger, and so there
is always the danger of another
rupture occurring.

‘The Nature Cure way of treat-
ment consists in pushing the pro-
truding part back into the body
by placing the left band on the
swelling ag if to grasp it, and then
pushing the first middie fingers of
the left hand, on top of the swell-
ing. Rub and press geatly for
balf an hour or longer. When
the swelling gets smaller, the palm
of the band can be used, pressing
somewhat harder and working
with a circular movement. IFf the
rupture is very scre, fiest apply
hot wet packs or give a hot bath,
A dose of the homoeopathic re-
medy Acouite 6 every half hour
will help greatly to reduce the
patn and inflammation, N

‘Then every effort is made to
strenpgthen the weak parts, as for
instance, by doing the above-
mentioned exercises while wear- -
ing a truss, The bowels must be
kept open so that there is ‘do
straining ar stool.  Friction-rubs
and alternate bot and cold siiz-
baths should be taken. Crude
cod-liver oil rubbed in well will
literally build fresh muscle, And
appropriate  homoeopathic | re-_
medies, according to each indi-
vidual case’s needs, will perform
a most useful function in easing
pain, keeping the bowels open,
and actively stimulatiog the sys-
tem to build up the weak tissues,

Nature Cure treatment always
includes proper diet, which con-
sists essentially in eating good,
nourishing, whole foods, fresh and
rich in the natural goodness of

a properly fitting truss before
attempting to do any ckercises,
And preat care must be taken to
be sure that the protruding lump
is first pushed back into the body
and then securely held there by
the truss,

ITTY jears ago richels was a very common discase

F amongst chuldren and made a blg diference to

their deyelopaient.  In fact, ot was estimated that

more than half the children in the great ertics showed signs
of rivkets 10 the first three years of their Iines.

Nowadays there aren't nearly so many cases of rickets,
beeause we know the cause of the disease and can prevent
1t Really severe eases are unconunon, beeause mothers
know what to du to safeguard their cheldren, But 'l tell
syou the signs (0 watch out for, especially in baby’s first
year, sa that if you should notice them you can mention
1t at the chinic and things can be put night

1. You would probably find, after baby had had a sleep,
that he had been sweating a lot (which does not mean that
he has rickets because he 1s warm when he wakesup ona
hot day!) The sweating would be very profuse, with beads
of sweat standing out on baby's face. The pillow mught

be quite wet with it. It is about the face and neck that the
swedting is most noticeable, rather than on the body.

2. Restlessness at night may he a sign of nckc(s—anng
off all the bedclothes (thougn, of course, there may be
other things to account for his doing this).

. Baby's limbs may seem rather sore and he will not
move about as much as 4 baby who 15 quite well. Ho may
appear to find 1t pamnful to be carricd.

4. He may be too fat or too thin, but in either case the
flesh is flabhy—very different from the firm limbs of a
healthy chitd.

5. There 1s delay in the development of tecth and bones.
Unless tlicre are other ugns of rickets, 1t"s nothing to worry
about if baby docsn’t have any teetlh until he s cight
months oid. But1f there are still no teeth when he is ten-
or thehe months old, it begins to look as if there’s some-
thing the matier. Besides this, the bones of the skull don't
develop quite normally, #nd the hoir at the top of baby’s
head is much brgger than 1t should be for his age. Dy the
end of a year, with a healthy baby, the hole should have
shrunk (o about the size of the tip of you. first finger and
it should be closed altogether by the time he is cighteen
months old, or two years at the latest.
