It would seem to be fairly
obvious that any fears the ruler of
the d might bly
entertain of an erosion of com-
munism into their own countries
can only be ascribed)to that
fact.

sidered that a contented peaple
prefer prace and are averse from
change, that recklessness goes
with irresponsibility—with all to
gain and nothing to lose.

THE proper dict for a baby is its

own mother's milk—provided
she be healthy and well-nurished,
The effect of a child suckling its
mothet's breast isalso wonderful
on the mother’s health, It has a
direct relationship to her womb,
miking this organ contract and go
back into place in a normal
healthy way after having borne a
child.

Nature has provided in a
wonderful way that the motber's
milk should change in quality
from day to day as the child is
growing. In this way the child
gets all that it needs until teething
time. Such a breasi-fed baby
should be given four feeds a day
at four-hourly 1ntervals, Itshould
not be given food at night. If it
awakens at mght give it just plan
water to drink,

Where a mother
her child propely, the next best
food is donkey-milk or goat-milk,
diluted with a little pure water
which a little milk sugar (lactose)
is added in the proportion of 2 or
3 teaspoons to every 6 or 8
ounces of the mixture. If the
mother ca Ymanage to do so, she
should try 13 give the child one
or two feeds of her own mulk a
day and make up for the rest
with the bottle,

If the donkey or goat milk
is pot available, then it will be
necessary to use cow's milk
diluted with water, but this is
nat so good.

Vhere possible, tinned milk or
patent baby foods should be
avoided. Among other things
such foads almost invariably cause
consupation. Aand they cannot
contain all the vitamios and
necessary minerals in the pro-
portions required by a growing
baby. \

Incidentally, artificial vitamins
are not the same thing as those
found i1 Nawre. They may
often be a good fake, but there is
always the danger that they will
work against each other and thus
do barm. Also, in the minds of
some authorities, there is no
doubt abaut the fact that artifi-
cial vitamins in excess can cause
the very complaints they are sup-
pased to cure, and also give rise
to other serious “side effects,” as
the disease symptoms caused by a
drug are poluely called in official
cireles. But the synthetic vitamin

In every case where a baby is
not feeding at its own mother’s
breast, it should be given some
fresh orange juice daily. Alternate
this with fresh raw carrot juice
made by grating finely one or two
fresh, clean, juicy carrots and
putting resultant pulp in a ¢lean
cloth which is then twisted to
squeeze out the juice. This will
supply ceriain essential vitamins
in a natura) form.

As soon as a baby cuts its teeth
it is ready for extra food, other than
milk, The best dietary, in my
opioion, is that devised by the
late Dr. M. Bircher-Benner of
Switzzrland, whose  institution
was patronised not long ago by
Sir Stafford Cripps when the
latter gentleman had gastric ulcer
from worey and overwork. Bircher-
Benner was  world famous for
his wounderful results in the treat-
menr of children by means of
dict. Of course his theories were
ignored by the orthodox. But he
got results.

The advice given Dbelow
is  based maicly on D,
Bircher-Benner's methods, adapt-
ed to our special conditions.
These methods can be studied in
greater detail in his book “Chil-
dren's Diet,” published by C. W.
Daniel Company, Ltd.,, Ashing-
don, Rochford, Essex, England
price 3[6.

The child aged 6 to 12 menths
should be fed four times a day at
4 hour intervals according to the
following schedule ;

Breakfast,—Between 6 and 8

am., 7 to 9 0z, mather's milk or

spoonful gruel (see gruel recipe
below),

Dinner,—Betweea 11 2.m, and

7 oz, mother's milk or 7 to 9
tablespoonsful donkey, goat or
cow’s milk thinned down with
gruel (see recipe.)

Supper.—7 tablespoons finest
muesli (see finest muesli recipe
below) followed by some mother's
milk, if availabl

§huulfl not be given, If the child
is thirsty, give it only water or

water mixed with orange-juice, to
drink,

In giving doukey, goat or
cow’s milk, it is an excellent prac-
tice to warm the mitk to blood-
beat and then to stir in about a
teaspoonful of fresh lemon juice.
This makes the milk curdle at
once into'very fine curds which
ate easily digested. The lemon
juice also supplies vitamins and
belps to keep the baby's bowels
in order.

Recipes

Gruel.—Soak 2 tablepoonsful
of cereal overnight in 2 pints of
water, In the morning boil in the
same water for half an hour until
half the water has evaporated.
The geuel is then ready. Cereal
to use may be whole wheat,
cracked wheat, coarse barley,
cracked whole grain miller (kafic
corn) cracked whole grain rye,
whole grain buckwheat.

Vegetable Puree.—Bring one
pint of water to the boil and stir
in 2 heaped teaspoons cereal
(same 2s for gruel), Once a
week split lentils may take the
place of cereals. When water and
cereals have boiled for a few
minutes, add a medium-sized
unpeeled, well-scrubbed potate,
cut into pieces, and also 14 to 3
oz, of fresh vegetables, well-
cleaned and cut up small. A
mixture of the following is ex-
cellent ; young carrots, cauliflower,
celeey, kohlrabi, spinach. lettuce,
endive and fresh lucerne, When
vegeuables and potato are tender
(about 20 minutes), the whole
stew is passed through a fine
sieve s0 as to break up all lumps,
and a small lump of butter is
added. Every other day, when
the stew is finished, add to it the
sieved pulp of a small fresh ripe
tomato of a tablespoc(nful of fresh
carrot juice, Da not add salt.

Finest Muesli.—Soak t heaped
teaspoon of finest quality rolled
oats in 2 tablespoonsful water,
Add 1 teaspoonful sweetened con-
densed milk, Stir well in 2 bowl.
Add a few drops fresh lemon-
juice and half of a small apple
finely grated. Stir well and serve.
Do not cook or heat. Occasionally
add some nice sweet ripe paw-
paw or the juice of ripe grapes or
the pulp of ripe guavas that
thave been squeezed through a
fine sicve,

Make a firm rule never to give
snacks to eat between meals.
Mothers who give anything to
eat between meals are ruining
their children. If a child will
not eat at meal-times, let him
wait until the next meal-time.
He will not die of starvation in
the meanwhile, and he will then
have a heaithy appetite stimulated
by hunger. In fact, the short
period of fasting will do him a
world of good if he is a little off
colour. If he is just naughty the
discipline of waiting will help
both child and mother.

Never give condiments, sauces,
sweets, salt or anything of this
nature to  tempt the child’s
appetite—or to spoil jt. Train
the child rather to be used to
and'to en}cy plain wholesome
food.

Tea, coffee, cocoa, beer and
soft-drinks should alse never be
given to babies. They can do no
good and often cause serious
trouble,

Fixu].l‘y, never, mnever prepare
any of the baby's food in an
aluminis pat. Al i is
poisorous and may do great harm
to 2 child without anyone sus-
pecting it. So avoid aluminium
like the plague,

A baby reared on this diet can
be d to be far g
bealthier and happier than would
be possible by any other method
of feeding. If only mothers would
try it cut honestly, they would
never return to the other prac-
tices that so often sow the seeds
of 50 many children’s ailments,

SARDAR PATEL'S DEATH AND INDIANS
IN SOUTH AFRICA

IR,—We were shocked to read

the letter of “Shameful” which
it was claimed represented the
views of “hundreds’ on the ques-
tion of the death of Sardar
Vallabhbhai Patel.

What is really shameful is that
people like (‘Shameful’ who are
even affraid to disclose their
identity, do not take sufficient
trauble to investigate the true
position before making baseless
and resentful statements as ap-
peared in the ‘Indian Opinion’ of
29th December, 1950,

With due respects and deep
gratitude for the untiring effortg
of Sardar Patel and the othep
national Indian leaders on behalf
of the South African laodian com-
munity may we make a few ob-
secvations on the hasty comments
of “Shameful” which were rather
disturbing. /

It will be of interest for
“Shameful to know that Sardar
Patel and the other great men of
India were, throughout their lives,
ardent protagonists of non-Euro-
pean unity and the carrying out
of a militaat struggle against
oppression. The greatest tribute
then to his memory would be to
carry on with increased devotion
the principles for which he lived
and died. But it i3 sigaificant
that when 19 peoples were ruth-
lessly killed on Freedom Day and
another 14 shot on the moun-
tains of Witzieshoek in the cause
of our libzration in this country;

We go to India, as indeed
we go to Britain, Russia, China
and the 50 odd nations of the
world, and they in turn take a
keen interest in our affairs, be-
cause most of them happen to be
the foremost champions of race
equality and bitter epemies of
racialism wherever it exists.

Did “Shameful” care to sce
the response to an appeal made
by an organisation in Johannes-
burg?

closer scrutiny discovered that not
afew of them were carrying on
their business behind closed
doors.

LITTLE THINGS OF YOUR OWN MAKING

| Order In The Entrance Hall
Cupboard

You know: it is the first impres-
‘sion that counts! That is why
the entrance hall is that part of
the flat which always must show
the strictest order. No brushes
or rags on the chest of drawers,
no umbrellas, sticks or rubber
shoes in the corners. But these
things have to be in the entrance
hall, and it is consequently a good
idea to place a neat “bag board,”
as shown in the above drawing,
in the entrance hall cupboard.
There is always room for this,
even in the smallest eatrance
hall.  The back must be double,
gnabling you at the finish 1o
squeeze an adjusted piece of
cardboard down hetween the two
layers, thus pressing the bag
against the door. The pockets
are fitted up with 3 fold on either
side in order to make room for
the things. The umbrella pockets
are fitted: to the size of your
umbrella, having a hole at the

bottom to enable the knob to hang
freely. Sew curtain rings along
the edge: the bag-board is thus
able to hang in the brass hooks
to be placed at the inside of the
cupboard,—and then you may
with perfect ease let anyone look
into the entrance hall |

Mittens For The Baby

The little ones in the prams
are, of course, not allowed to get
cold fingers, they are to have
mittens on. A baby chews on
everything—alsa the mittens, and
the result is a nasty “wallen
beard™” around the mouth, This
can be avoided by making the
mittens as a wash-leather cover
—without thumb and lined with
wool, for instance from an old
knitted sweater. It is sewn
together with the wash-leather

mitten (the frayed ends to the
inside). On the illustration the
lining is turncd inside out and ou
the top they are seen in use, tied
together with a wash-leather tape
which is stronger than ordinacy
tapes.

A Teddy Bear

Can be made of fabric 6r res's
of fur, The trunk and the head
must be sewn in one, and two
guseets must be set in. When
the different pieces have been cut
they must be sewn with inside
runnings after having been care-
fully basted. The bear is fiiled
with wood-wool or kapok. The
arms and legs are fastened by a
piece of round subber-band which
is pulled through the body and
tightened  In the ends a knot is
tied, [Eyes and nose are sewn
with yarn.
