THE YOUTH THEY DID
NOT MEET

HE International Arts Festival of Youth has ended in Durban.

T Before their departure, overseas delegates to the Festival have

received a truer picture of the land they came to visit. The

picture has been given in the form of a letter from a Natal non- Luropeaa

youth organisation which states that after coming to @ country of nearly

13 million people they would otherwise leave with a “superficial picture”
of the lives and culture of only their European hosts.

The letter explains that it would have given uon-Iluropean youth the
greatest pleasure to assist their European lellows in entertaining the
delegates, but because that was denied to them, they chose the method of
writing to each one in person. It hurts us to hurt you with this narra-
tion of our sordid plight,” says the letter after a survey of
the history of race relations in South Africa, “but we must, for you have
come to see South Africa, and this is-South Africa.”

“You have no
idea about our thoughts, our feelings, our problems.

Your visit will
You have come, we believe, to know us South
Africans, our lives, call it our cultures. Instead you will leave with a
superficial picture of the lives of only your European hosts.”

The letter ends with the hope that these young ambassadors

will present a truer picture of South Africa when recalling  their
experiences.

This is what has nceded to be said. The International Arts
Festival of Youth 1s a noble idea. Or that is to say it would be a
noble idea of it were truly international. There has not been a single
non white delegate to the Festival.  And this in a world where
coloured peoples predominate.  The net result is that the Festival has
added not a scrap to the bridging of the gulf between Africa and
the world.  That prejudice and discrimination zar® thus be deliberately
fostered between young persons, many from outside South Africa, is a
matter of the gravest moment. Under the circumstances it would be
preferable for the organisers of the Festival to call it off in-the future
or at least refrain from describing it as an i

nternational”  gathering,
for this is a manifest deception.

Apartheid For Scouts

F scouting tries to break down
H apartheid and to run mixed

troops, there will soon be no
scouting for anyone of any race,
writes Mr, John Thurman, Camp
Chief of Gilwell, England, in the
British periodical, the ‘Scouter,’
the headquasters gazette of the
Boy Scouts’ Association. Mr.
Thurman, who recently visited
the Union, was commenting on
the attitude of some people in
England who tried to make out
that a country with an apartheid
policy could pot have genuine and
worthwhile scouting for all its
races. ‘Do not accept all that is
written about South Africa and
its affairs without remembering
that there is another, and often
most important, side 1o the
picture,” he advises.  “It is im-
possible to compare scouting in
Britain with scouting in a country
with a totally different situa-
tion and at the same time flnd Bri-
tish ways immediately applicable.
Mixed troops would not find favour
with Europeans, Natives, Colour-
ed people or Indians in South
Africa. These people have the
sense to realize that such a scheme
would be unworkable. The
foundations of scouting in the
Union are sure and, after ex-
pansion and development, will
make a real contribution to the
nation's life,” he said.
Race Groups Co-operating

Well

Mr. E. P. Fowle, the Chief
Scout’s Commissioner for South
Africa, told the ‘Cape Times" that
the four race groups in the Unjon
were co-operating well.  The
Secretariat had now been cen-
tralized in Capetown, and the

next objective was the centraliza-
tion of training control, Thus
would..mean parity of staudards
in the ability and qualifications of
officers in the four groups. A
joint meeting of the four Chief
Scout's Commissioners would be
held at Durban carly next month,
he said.

Wrong In Principle

Apartheid is wrong in principle
and it should be tolerated the
least of all in scouung, If the
different races are working in
barmony in South Africa 1t does
not necessarily mean that they do
not resent the policy of Apartheid.
They have reconciled themsclves
to it as they have donein the case of
many other things. It'Apar!h:id
is forgotten during the time of
trouble like war where 1s the
sense  jn it being nurtured
during the time of peace?
We' do not agree with Mr.
Jobn Thurman that *if scouting
tries to break down Apartheid and
to run mixed troops there will
soon be no scouting for anyone
of any frace.” If Apartheid is
broken down, we belicve, there
will be scouting in the true sense
of the term.

Society Is But The Product
Of The Home
Youth’s concern with socicty
and the very important part it
must play in the years ahead, was
stressed last week, when Coun-
citlor Mrs. Mary Asher addressed
Taternational  Arts  League of
Youth delegates on “Society is
but the product of the home.'
Mrs. Asher said: “We have been
told again and again by the gloomy
prophets of the world that youth
is so headstrong, so irresponsible,
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that all is well pigh lost as far as
the futuze is concerned, I do not
believe this, Where youth seems
to have failed, where youth is
blamed should not we elders be
held responsible for aflowing them
to be born into a world of chaos
and uncertainty; into a world
almost wholly lackisg in goodwill
and tolerance; into a world where
the peoples of every land seem
to be drifiing without a lifeline or
a guiding star ta steer them into
peaceful waters. “You can do
much to bring order into a world
whose civilisation has been almost
destroyed by two devastating wars,
But it must begin with yourselves
in your own homes. Eachin-
dividual bome is a miniature State,
and in makiog its contribution,
adds immeasurably to the well-
being of society within the State.”

CONOMIC news this week is
far from heartening, The first
item concerns the pay-offs in
Durban.

What this means when ‘tcanslated
into plain language is that the
general increase in prices leaves
the consumer with less to spend
than he had before. Therefore
something must go by the board.
The less buying, the less produc-
Jion need and hence the less
workers required. Non-Europeans
are, as one would expect, the fiest
to be affected in the staff reduc-
tions, What is the outlook for
them? With their wages insuffi-
cient to enable them to put any-
thing away in the bank, it means
that they must rely upon the
meagre unemployment benefit, if
they can get that. .
And anyway its a vicious circle.
When workers are sacked because
of decreased production it meaos
that they will have less money to
spend themselves and that means
they can buy less, which means
there is less demand for produc-
tion, which means..... Can any-
thing be crazier?

Post-War Promises

Ever since the close of the last
wit we have been waiting for the
new world ‘The politicians told
us when they wanted our blood
and sweat and tears, that after the
war things were going to be
differeat.  There would be no
more poversty, no more unemploy-
ment, no more oppression. And
what now? They've had seven
good years in which to show
something; and yet al} we do now
is sit around and wait for the war,
or if not that then the depression,

The second little item is our
old friend the meat shortage.
During the war meat farmers in
South Alricz had a high old time
slaughtering cattle left, right and
centre to provide the victuals for

the troops passing through Union
ports, The upshot was that

there was no prime stock left and
over the years breeding bas de-
clined. So now we have the
queues and the housewives com-
plaining that there is nothing to
give the family. What is to be
done? Well, its simple. During
the period of the war-time meat
famine iu Britain, the British
Vegetarian Society produced a
plan for the Ministry of Food
which showed that if the public
could be persuaded to abandon a
meat diet, then with the use of
local and imported grains and
vegetables, the amount of calories
available to the citizen would be
three times as much as that pro-
vided by meat, To produce a
thousand calories in meat form it
takes three thousand calories in
vegetable form. Whey not skip
the transfer from vegetable to
meat and take the calories from
the vegetables, straight? The
Ministry of Food wasn't inter-
ested, Is Mr. Louw?

Sugar, Sugar, Everywhere

Natalians passed for a few
months recently through a vale of
mystery. They live, so their eyes
tell them, in the midst of a verit-
able sea of sugar-cane. Yet there
was little or no sugar to be bad.
The position is somewhat better
now. Mr, Eric Louw, the Minis-
ter for Economic Affairs, on holi-
day in Eshowe last week lifted
the scales from our eyes, The
consuniption of sugar in South
Africa be said, was increasing at
such a rate that 2 greater area of
land would have to be put under
sugar-cane shortly or otherwise
we should have to import sugar
from overseas.

1f this is true, and there is no
reason to doubt it, then it would
seem that the old adage—‘the
more you have, the more you
want,” applies here too. Sugar
is an interesting and essential part
of a balanced diet. But surely
not in the quantity in which it
is apparently consumed in the
Union, In ten years, so Mr.
Louw predicts, South Africa will
be putting 800,000 tons of sugar
per annum into its'stomach. This
stemms a bit much.  Dentists say
that too much sugar is bad, for
the teeth, doctors say it is dan-
gerous for the system. What then
should a good Food Minister do?
(have we got a Food Minister?)
Should he encourage the growth
and consumption of more sugar?
Or, should he tell the people that
it"s bad for them? and leave it at
that, If there is less candy in
the shops and less fancy cakes at
the ladies’ bridge parties, maybe
there'll be less folks in the consult-
ing room too.

Know Your Civilisation
France is supposed to be a

country of the highest civilisation,

Yet at a trial there recently, Jean

Witner, a young censcientivus
objector, was sentenced to 15
month’s imprisonment for re-

fusivg to handle a rifle whilst
doing his military service. France
has no clause in its military ser-
vice acts which provides for con-
scieatious objection. Thatis bad
eaough. But this was the third
time that the same young man
had been before the court. for the
same ‘“‘offence.” The ‘Manches-
ter Guardian's Paris correspond-
ent reported that there did not
seem to be any reason in law why
he should not continue to be
sentenced to successive periods of
imprisonment until he becomes
100 old for military service. When
the accused was asked to explain
himself, he was roughly cut ‘short
in the middle of his first sentence
by the judge wit. the worlds:
‘“Don’t begin 2 speech, Why
didn’t you obey?" To this the
accused replied: “I am a minister
of the gospel.”” The judge went
on: “Well, and what then? That
doesn’t interest us, we’re pot in
church."

Mahatma Gandhi once said that
a civilisation was to be judged by
its treatment of minorities. On
this score France doesn’t show up
too well.

No Answer

The situation at Umhloti just
goes to show how frighteningly
dependent we are wupon the
gadgets of machine civilisation.
The telephone system bhas failed
at Umhloti because there is
nobody who is prepared to operate
the exchange there for the salary

offered. This means that the
whole neighbourhood is without
telephonic communication and it
has set the population in an up-
roar, “How are we to order goods
from town? How are we to re-
ceive the instructions of guests
wishing to stay at our hotels?
How are we to live like this?’” Tte
plight of the people of Umbloti is
indeed distressful. But it makes
one think of the state we would
be in if some unfriendly fellow
dropped a bomb (even a small
one) on the Central Telephone
Exchange—or the main power
station—or any of the big reservoir
dams.

I would counsel both paticnts
and their relatives to approach
large public healing sesvices with
great caution. I do nor doubt
that some authentic and per-
manent cures are cffected at these
services, though many claimed
as cured later relapse when then
emotional stimulus dies down.
But there is a reasonable possi-
bility that these cures could be
effected by methods less open to
abuse. .

First among these abuses I
would mention the misleading
emphasis so often put upon the
patient’s faith. As we have
seen, there can be cures without
real faith and real faith without
cure—and in thesc services it is
not faith at all swhich is in issue,
but suggestibility (i.e. faith in the
cure or the healer, aot in God).
As a result some are praised for
their faith who do not deserve
it and this many lead others into
equating faith with a hysterical
emotional state, which is sensibly
enhanced by the publicity and
the crowd. Others may be de-
pressed at their lack of faill.),
who are merely not very suggesti-
ble. Some of these may suffer-
permanent spiritual injury. OF
course, the dangers inherent in
this misuse of faith are largely
eliminated if the patient and his

cure is more difficuit to achieve.

These objections do not apply
to individual treatment by a
healer. Despite occasional start-
ling exceptions, a serious condi-
tion usually requires time to heal
and the long connection between
healer and patient allows the
former to discover (either con-

sciously or intuitively, as his gift

may be) something of the .per-
sonality of his patient and the
deep causes of his distress.
There is also time for the
sympathetic  co-operation  of
docters and ministers of religion,
and any healer who rejects
genuine co-operation is suspect,
Thus the whole man can receive
attention, N

I have said earlier that non-
medical healing is ,an expression
of psychic force, Whether this
is made manifest by the laying

oo of hands, by prayer, by
spiritualism or by any other
methdd is  immfaterial.  The

bealer is mearly a vehicle or
channel for the healing force.
Himself open (consciously or un-
iously) to what we call God,

friends und d the position;
then their suggestibility is also
greatly diminished and with it
their chances of a cure in these
ciccumstances. It is, for in-
stance, Dr, Weatherhead's opiniou
' (based upon evidence which he
discusses at some lenpth) that
the percentage of falures at
Lourdes make it negligible as a
healing agency and that any
stream in Britain could boast as
high a proportion of cures as the
stream at Lourdes, if patients
came in the same number and
in the same psychological state
of expectant excitement.  Agaiost
the very same proportion of
curesat any large public assem-
bly must be weighed the emo-
tional and spiritual implications
for the great uncured majority,
especially since there is virtually
no pastoral contact between the
crowd and the healer,

Again, just because there is
almost certainly ag previous con-
tact between the patient and the
nealer and therefore no opport-
unity for the latter to consider
the patient’s spiritual health or
emotional matusity, there is a
very real danger that God will be
invoked merely as a means to
man's end and that the cure of
the visible symptom (e.g. a
paralysis or a nervous ‘tick’) will
Jeave the inper disharmony un-
healed, only to break out later
in some pew and more distress-
ing disabiliuy. Each time such
a temporary cute occurs and
is followed by a relapse, a real

he is the means of connecting the
patient to forces of the super
natural world which may work
what we, in the ' context of this
world, call a miracle, The keys
of the Kingdom are faith (in
the fullest sense} and love, to-
wards God and man. Whatever his
methods—and each healer usually
discovers the one appropriate to
his gift by experiment—the healer
is trying to raise the level of
his patient’s consiousness until
he becomes awiare for himself
(consciously or uncensciously) of
the forces of the supernatural,
Since some healers affect one
constituent of the personality
more than anether and s'nce each
patient’s needs ate individual to
himself, some patients will re-
spond to one healer and some to
another.  Few healers can tell
without trying whether a patient
will respond to their treatment, even
through they may have cured an
apparently identical symp'om of
dis¢ase in another patient. And
- no healer, that I know, is without
a considerable number of failures.
These do not invalidate his
authentic gift which proves it-
self ic his successes, The fai-
lures merely indicate that as
between those patients, that
healer and God got all the laws
of a successful cure have been
fulfilled. , -
T want to stress that the healer
operates by surrendering himsclf
to the power that comes to him
intuitively—that is, he open

himself to co-operate with God
It may frequently happen, as
happened to e, that the in-
tercousse  between healer and
patient results in the latter
attaining a new level of in-
tellectual and spiritual  aware-
ness, But thére is no paralled
between this and the “trans-
ference” that takes place between
a psycho-analyst and his patient,

In a really terrifying article in
the ‘British Medical Journal’ [1th
August, 1951, a psychologist des-
cribed how

the patient can
be subjected to “a variety
of insults, psychological and
physical’’  aimed at achieving

emotional explosions which break
down previously conditioned be-
haviour patterns, The writer
went on to describe how the
analyst (with the best of inten-
tions) may seek to “indoctrinate’
his patient during the period of

increased  suggestibility  after
emotional shock with a better
philosophy towards life. The
writer considered that similar

techniques have been employed
by certain religious groups to
to obtain conversions, which may
be perfectly “genuine’” and stable,
and suggested that such techni-
ques may be used for totalitatian
indoctrination—hence, possibly,
the otherwise imcoraprehensible
behaviour of the accused in Com-
muaist public trials,

Novw, if there is an analopy
between these methods and
healing, it is rathet with the man
who conducts large healing ser-
vicer (the BM]J writer referred
back to John Wesley) than with
the healer who works indwvidual-
Iy, The later may, of cource,
try to indoctrinate his patient,
but in the absence of sheck
procedure or the dramatic at-
mosphere of mass meetings he
will mostly have 10 rely on
persuas‘on or argument which
the patient may or may not
accept. Hypuotism is  being
used increasingly less therapeuti-
cally and is subject to definite
limitations which Dr. Weather-
head notices at some length.
And, as 1 will explain, the healer
cannot consciously  direct the
power that flows through him.
Ubless he employs some abnor-
mal method (as Mesmer did),
he is not more capable than any
other man of deliberate -
doctrination.

Healers, like other people, vary
tremendously. Some are cultured
and intelligent men and women
who have thought deegly about
their gift and evolved a philoso-
phy of life which embodies ir,
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They may tell their paticnts
somcthing or nothing of this.
Other healers are unable or une
willing to think out the intellec-
tual and spiritual implications of
their gift. But, whichever is the
case, it seems to affect the patency
of the power which flows through
them lieele, of at all. What they,
onc and all, have primarily to

offer 15 theic gift — their ability

to pass on (if all the condstions,

known and unknown, are fulfilied)

the power which opcrates through

them and which, affecting vari-

ously the patient's physical, n-

tellectual or spriritual centres, may

produce an alleviation or cure of

his condition, The healer (or

the patient) may by s mode of

living or s <houghts block or

impede the flow of the healing

force; but b canuot direet jts

impact, will its contenis or tamper

with its consequences. That 1s

to say, he cannot usc 1t for “indoc-

trination,”

Healers of the type I am des-
cribing  cannot  handle large
pumbers of patients. It wou'd
be wvise, therefore, to use them
for those cases which are not yer
curable by or are not readily
respordiog to other methods of
bealing.  But for such cases,
respzcinlly if used in co-operation
with doctors, psyctiologists and
ministers of religion (as may be
appropriate in cach case), they do
open up immense possibilities of
bope.” The time is long past for
doctors, mmusters and the lay
public to realise that a great
numbzr of people are suffering
who possibly do not need to suffer,
if all the healing agencies avail-
able to man would discard those
of their differences which are
unreasonable and would combine
with one another in the allevia-
tion of distress,  This is the
challenge of Dr. Weatherhead's
book. T would close these articles
with a word for those who con-
tinue to suffer. All the great
religions have dealt with the pro-
blem of suffering and you may
find comfort in one of their solu-
tions. Certainly some of us have
to pay the penalty of the human
fanuly’s igaoraace, folly and sin.
If T were to fall,ll to-day with
the saroe 1llness that I éontracted
seven years ago, it would be
unbkely to have such serious or
prolonged repercussions, because
knowledge of how to deal with 1t
has advanced. Little by Mhule
mankind lezrns more of the laws
of healing, bath natural and super-
natural.  On the possibility of
preserving spiritual health in spite
of the body's sickness (and sowe-
timgs 1ll-bealth brings a man to
think on spirrtual things for which
he fouad no time when he was
physically fit} Dr. \Weatherhead
has some heartening things to
say.

The lescon of the Cross surely
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is that suffering, far from being
wholly revil, may have immense
creative power; and in a lesser
degeee that is witnessed by the
lives and courageof many invalids.
Some teach that suffering isa
punishment, either for our carlier
sin or another’s (for we are all of
one family, members one of
another). And it may be so, since
God does not capriciously inter-
fere with the law of cause and
effect although an understanding
of His mercy alters its significance.
Others with at least equal truth
teach that, like pain in the body,
suffering is intended asa lesson
warping us of a disharmoay with-
50 our personality,. In  itself
suffering is a-moral. We may
use it to increase our spiritual
insight and -thus move towards
harmony, or we may fight it with
resentment and a feeling of in-
justice. We may choose to fearn
the lesson of suffering by accept-
ing it and trying to ascertain  the
truth to which it is pointing; or
we may learn that lesson slowly
on the physical level by the con-
tinuance of the pain and discom-
fort in our body and mind. Truth
is the description of an immutable
faw, whose action will affect us
whether we accept it intellectually
and emotionally or not. If we
decline to try to seek out the
truth, pain and disharmony will
slowly and inexorably drive us
towards it, but we can atrive

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there more quickly by secking on

As my London healer said:

Man is 3 fragment of immortal
spirit moving towards an eternal
destipation. There is profound
wisdom in the injunction “Seek ye
first, the Kingdom of God.” If
you will do that, learning to co.
operate with God and opening
yourself to His power, health may
be restored to you. But, even if
it is mot, you will be able to use
illness to help you on yet another
stage of your spiritual pilgrimage
and thus to extract from it its
divine content, Death is not the
final triumph of disease and ill-
health, but a further and neces-
sary step in our pilgrimage And
it comes to all of us, the healthy
and the suffering, as the final
guarantee of the transitory nature
of the things of this world and as
the gateway of the Kingdom*
