HERE are two aspects of Bantustan apartheid to

l l which attention cannot be drawn too often—these

are the violence with which it goes and the de-
posing of Chiefs. '

At the moment Durban is living under
the tribal fight going on at Imfume where homes have
been burnt and at least eight people murdered. Just the

other day Mr. de Wet Nel told the country that more
than three dozen Chiefs had been deposed.

The significance of the facts lies in the way they ex-
pose what is going on in the mind of the tribal man when
he comes face to face with apartheid. We have been told
by government spokesmen that the tribesmen like apart-
heid; that they realise that it will bring them salvation.
It is curious that they should express their happiness in
murders of theit neighbours and of representatives of
that very government which, we are told, is so popular
among them. More curious in this milieu of harmony,
however, is the fact that the government is so happy
about the way the tribesmen are accepting apartheid it
has had to depose more than three d{ozen Chiefs in ten
years.

To the realistic ocbserver, who is not blinded by the
half-ig}«‘arancc which sees men from the perspective of
race, these facts mean that Bantustan apartheid has
brought South Africa to the fringes of what Verwoerd
calls the “*bloodbath” era. The murder of men and of
government representatives in the Reserves and the dis-
missal of Chiefs are complementary processes in the
movement towards that disaster which is the logical .and
incscapable point of fulfilment for apartheid.

Chief Luthuli however made it
clear that United Party support.-
ing industrialists and commercial
men, while they may derive
immediate financial benefit by
any successful boycott campaign,
would be foolish if they started
congratulating themselves. Their
turn may be next. And the
Indian mecrchants and other
busigess men also have reason-
able cause to bz apprebensive
thae should the first stage of the
economic boycortt succeed, all
those who in any shape or form
practise  racial  discrimination
agaiost Africans will find their

The Act provides that 2 ‘dis-
qualified® owoer may sell only
to a member of the ‘qualified’
racial group. Bat first the Board
has a pre-emptive right of pur-
cbase, Should it waive tbis
right, the sale may proceed. But
if the selling price by private
treaty exceeds the value placed
on the property by tbe Board,
then 50 per cent. of the excess
must be paid to the Board If
on the other hand, the selling
ptice is less than the value
placed, the Board compensates
the seller to the extent of 80 per
cent of the difference between
the valuation and the sale price.

The valuators are either em-
ployees or agents of the Board
from whom ibey obtain their
remuneration. It may be pure
coincidence, but it has just bape
peoed so far that in almost every
case, valuations placed are far
below the true matket value of
