American Military Aid
To Pakistan

THE Prime Minister, Mr. Jawaharlal Nehru, speaking in Delhi on January 30,
on the occasion of Mahatma.Gandhi’s sixth Death Anniversary, said, “The
time has come when the world must chose between war and peace,” *The
latter way, he said, was Mabatma Gandhi's way and he always advised nations to
follow it. Mr. Nehru called upon the people desiring to preserve peace in the
world to understand clearly that the American Military aid to Pakistan would not
bring peace to the world but disrupt peace and *bring another war nearer.”  He
said, “The military aid by the United States to Pakistan would reverse the pro-
cess of colonialism in Asia.  Military interlerence by Ifuropean and American
powers in Asia would entrench colonialism and check the growth of freedom move-
ments in those Asian countries who were still fighting against colonial domination
of one kind or the other.”  Mr. Nehru added, “\We have expressed our opinion
very strongly over the proposed military aid tie-up between Pakistan and the
United States. In my opinion this aid is fundamentally an utterly wrong thing.
It has been said that this aid is a symbol of peace and will strengthen peace in the
world. This is an absolutely fantastic proposition. The American aid to Pakistan
will certainly bring world war near in matter of time and also nearer India’s
borders. * Apart from the effect which this aid will have on hot war, it will bring
cold war here at once.” '

Mr. Nehru said it was not out of any selfishness that India had declared that
American aid would take the world not towards peace but war. “The extent to
which the countries in Asia,” said Mr, Nehruy, “get themselves involved with either
of the two blocs to that extent the war danger will spread in the world. There
is not the slightest shadow of doubt that if the whole world is divided into two
clear blocs, world war will be inevitable. In that case no country would be left
to bring the two hostile blocs together under any circumstances.” Asking: “What
is our reply to Pakistan getting military aid from the United States,” Mr. Nehru said,
“Some people getting perturbed have suggested that India should at once increase
the strength of her armour and get more guns and weapons. I we take this
course, it is quite clear we will have to divert our funds from the nation-building
activities to increasing our military strength. This will check the country’s progress
although for some time the military strength would improve. But ultimately a
country’s real strength lies in her economic strength.  On principle we are against
this armaments race. The proper reply to Pakistan getting military aid from
America is that we should stick to our principles and strive our utmost to quicken
the pace of achieving the. cconomic well-being of our people and our country. Alj
our people have to do harder work to achieve this end of making our country
strong, and increasing her wealth,”
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Death Of ‘Ouma’ Smuts

RS, SMUTS, generally
M addressed as ‘Ouma,’ died

after a heart attack at
Doornkloof, Irene, shortly after
70'clock on Thursday night
(February 25), three and a half
years after the death of her hus-
baad, General Smuts, She bad
celebrated her 83rd birthday in
December, The Prime Minister,
Dr. D. F. Malan, is reported to
have said in a statement on the
death of Mrs. Smuts that she
had stropg personality and in
what General Smuts was and
what he did in his lifetime she
undoubtedly also had her share,
He made history and she will also
live with him in history, Mr,
Havenga said: ““the death of Mrs.
Smuts has been a big blow. As
the wife and companion of one
of South Africa’s greatest states-
men, she led a humble but dedi-
cated life which was an inspira-
tion to all of us." Her body
was cremated at the Braamfon-
tein crematorium at 230 on
.Monday. Her loss is felt by all
sections of the people as she was
one of the oldest figures of South
Africa, who bad played, together
with her illustrious husband, an
fmportant part in moulding the
destiny of this country, It would
perhaps not be an exaggeration to
say that Quma died heart-broken
to see the work done by her hus-
band undone, Whatever may be
the faults of General Smuts we
are absolutely confident that had
he lived this country would not
have reached the deplorable state
in which we find it today. In
the eve of his life his views on
race relatioes bad become broads
ened and we have a strong feeling
that had the reins ef the country
been in his bands the relations
not only between the Afrikaners
and the English people but be-
tween the White and the non-
White would have very much
improved and this country would
have been worth living in, which
unfortunately is not the case to-
day. All the tribute paid to
Mr, Smuts will therefore be
meanipgless, It will oot please

her soul which will find more
solace where she is now than in
our midst, We heartily join in
morning the death of one of
South Africa’s great friends.
Peace be to her soul. We join
the country in expressing our
profound sympathy to the be-
reaved family.

South Africa Has
No Soul

N the Union House of Assemb-

ly last week a debate took
place on a motion by Mr. J. G.
du P, Basson (N.P, Nambi) call-
ing for one flag and one anthem
in the interests of national unity.
The Prime Minister, Dr. D, F.
Malan, told the Assembly that

po country aspiring to nation-

hood could give allegiance to
more than one flag.  “The diffi-
culty in South Africa is,’”” he said,
“that we have two souls—an
Afrikaans soul and an anti-Afri-
kaans soul,"

If there i3 one question ‘on
which we agree with the Nation-
alist Pacty it is on the question of
having one flag and one national
anthem for this country, and we
would go a step further and say,
that there should be one official
language too, The flag should be
one agreed upon by a majority
vote and the same should be the
case with regard to the national
anthem. And as for the language
the most censible thing, in our
opinion, would be to have the
English language as the official
language. The reason being that
that language is universally un-
derstood and one need not waste
one's energy in learning two
languages. We quite agree that
there should not be dual allegiance
in this country. We should all
be proud to be South Africans
and there should be only one
national flag of South Africa.

But who are we—three hundred
thousand Indians who have no say
in the Government and are treat-
«d a3 foreigners, no matter that

* ninety per cent of us are born in

South Africa and know no other
home—to prate thus. And again
who are nine million Africans—

the real sons of the soil, who 100

have no voice in the Govérnment
and are treated as ‘hewers of wood
and drawers of water for the
white rulers—to have the audasity
to say such a thing, Dr, Malan
talks of South Africa having two
souls, It would indeed be truer
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to say that it has no soul. It
seems nomsenscal to talk of
nationhood in South Africa when
a small minority secks persistent-
ly t6 keep a vast majority of the
people perpetually voiceless and
voteless and to dominate over
them. No, it will be a long time
yet before the people of South
Africa can call themselves a na-
tion, They have yet to find their
soul,

UNO Commission On
S.A, Racialism

The Ugited Nations Commis-
sicn on the Racial Situation in
the Union of South Afriea met in
private at the United Nations
headquarters to discuss its pro-
gramme and terms of reference.
The commission coosists of Mr.
Dantes Belle-Garde of Haiti,
M. Henri Laugier of Fraoce, and
Mr, Hernan Santa Cruz of Chile,
who was elected chairman. The
terms of reference as set out by
the General Assembly are: To
continue its study of the develop-
ment of the racial situation in the
Union of South Africa, with re-
ference to the implications of the
situation for the populations
affected and in relation to the
provisions of the Uuited Nations
Charter; and to suggest measures
which would help to alleviate .the
situation and promote a peaceful
settlement, ‘The Commission is
expected to meet in Geneva in
June or July to draft its final re-
port, states Sapa-Reuter,

A Threat To Capitalists

The Minister of Health and
Mines, Dr. A, J. van Rhyn is
reported to have said at a Na-
tionalist Party meeting in Ger-
miston that mine owners and big

capitalists must keep out of poli-
tics. “If the mining industry
seeks protection and help from
me, it must keep out of politics;”

and leave politics to the people,
the Minister said. The United

South Africa Trust Fund had
given money to Opposition
parties. The time would come

when, if big capital openly asso-
ciated with political organisations,
it would regret it, The people
had beeo patient so far about the
activities of the Trust Fund.
There was a danger that capital-
ists could claim to shape pelitcal
policy as a dividend for their in-
vestment, he said. ¢‘I have told
Mr. Oppenheimer that all his
money will be spent before the
Afrikaner can be submerged."”

Nebru kept India within the
Commonwealth, he subscribed to
the conception of a voluntaty asso-
ciation of self-governing peoples,
bound together by common in-
terests and a common political
tradition of liberal democracy.
India—so far as she has procezded
since independence—is the one
great experiment in British liberal
methods outside the countries
peopled by British-descended
citizens., In this respect there ta
every justification for the London
‘Observer’ remarking that South
Africa under Dr., Malan, not India
under Mr, Nehru, is the odd man
out, “the misfit in the Common-
wealth,” This may become even
clearer when the question of
Commonwealth status for the
Gold Coast, Nigeria or the West
Indies arizes,

For nothing in his acceptance
of the Commonwealth principle
obliged Mr. Nehru to modify his
dislike of imperialism or colonial-
ism, To Indians with their ancient
civilisation and culiure British
rule, for all its achievements in
the spheres of material progress
and social order, was morally and
spiritually stunting, This attiude
colours their whole approach to
colonidl problems elsewhere, even
though the absence of an indi-
genous  divilisation  sometimes
poses difficulties not encountered
in India and consistency might
require an equal awareness of the
evils of Chinese imperialism in,
say, Tibet. Yet since Britain,
too, has abandoned her brief
attachment to the 'master-servant
relationship .between _ the races
and is willing to lay down the
White maa's uncomfortable bur-
den whensver colonial peoples
are ready 1o rule themselves, the
differences between her and India
——as between British. and African
are not thuse of principle, as 1n

South Africa today, but of time
and pace method,

“The colanies of East and South-
ern Africa, however, have con-
siderable settled European and
Indian minorities lving among
latge African majorities, To a
greater or less extent each of these
tesritories is pow torn between
the conflicting claims of the ruling
minority and the subject majority
—a conflict in which the baasskap
and the Mau Mau are two horns
of the dilemma. In these cir-
cumstances what is the permanent
Iudian resident to do? We
Europeans say that, if be expec's
any political rights; he must show
his loyalty to the country of his
adoption, by which we wusually
mean to the ruling minority.
Most Indians will reply that
nothtog 1o recent history en-
courages them to hops that this
course will lead to equslity of
status and treatment, irrespective
of race. On the other band, the
inspiration of their motherland’s
struggle for independence and
their calculation of their own
best self-interest incline them: to
stand with Africans in their de-
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mand for equal human status for
all buman beings. They are con-
firmed in this choice, by Mr.
Nebru's steadfast refusal to coun-
tenance 2ay form of Indian sec-
ticoalism or separatism in Afric
and his uocompromising cham-
pionship of the fundamental
rights of all humanity,

Whether we agree with this
attitude or not, we should be
honest enough to recogmise that
it is a gross distortion to repre-
sent it as devotion to Indian na-
tional interests or to denounce
India as *the neo-imperiafist’
and/or "“the tool of Communism.
Indians settled ia Africa (totalling
scme 560,000) having made their
choice, still hope that European
intransigence will not be carried
so far as figally to prevent Euro-
peans also placing humanity as a
whole above the interests of any
one section of the population and
thus joining Africans and Indiana
in a truly multi-racial society,
Perhaps, also, India’s technique
of nonviolence will provide the
ultimate reconciliztion between
strongly competing racial ambi.
tions and a civilised social ethic,

for fair and impartial treatment
for all under the law, Courses
are given in “The Background
of Racial, National and Re-
ligious Teosions," **Sicial Situa-
tions in Which Yepsioos Arise”

and “Th* Role of the Police
in Dealing with Teosions'’.

It is the coaviction of Mr,
D; A, McCandless, Director of
{he S>uthern Police Iostitute,
that poor policing serves as r
barb in community relations,
aod that education is the surest
way to realise highker staodards
of policing. In an explanation
of the Ianstitute’s programme
and the philosopby behind it,
Mr. McCandless says, “We put
emphasis on the ‘two P’s,—oro.
cedure and professionalism,
oo often police are untrained
in fundamental legal procedure,
Thbey may ignors basic rules
when looking for evidence or
making arrests. Race relations
are irritated by rpoor police
work, not orly in the South (of
America) but throughout the
country.”

pnow exercising power. At the
same time, he said: “I am a
Pakistani and will defend Pakistan
at any cost.’

In the last few days the Gov-
ernments of Pakistan and Turkey
have announced their intention to
enter into a political, econamic
and cultural pact. It is, no doubt,
a very significant affair and of
great impoartance in international

olitics. As Pakistan’s Foreign

lBJ)Iiuistcr, Choudhary Zafrullah
Khan hot pointed out, it may
lead to sdme regional defence
gystem, involving other nations
living nearby. In such a sehme,
it is apparent that Pakistan has a
very important part to play. In
Pakistan this new move has been
received with wide approval since,
among other things, it is the first
pubstantial measure of Muslim
unity” so farachieved since Pa.
kistan began her efforts to this
end some years ago.

rapidly. A company is now under
floation whose capital will bz
subicribed by the Puk’stan Ia-
dus'rial D:velzpmeat Corpora-
tion, the Burmah C! Company
and the Commonwealth Develop-
ment Finince Company. A
World Bank loan is also expected
to assist in financing the extensive
work whichk the project entails,
Tbe mauaging agency of this vas*
and important enterprise will be
in the hands of thz Burmh Ol
Company so that experienced
a1d capable management is assur-
ed Already civil enginecring
works contracts are being drawn
up and it will not be long before
the ditchers and pipelayers will
be at work.

The immediate and long-term
benefits of the Sui discovery are
too obvioue to call for mention,
but perhaps the most satisfactory
censequence is that the problem
created by Pakistan’s inadequate
fuel resources, are now capable of
solution and internal production
costs are likely to fall rapidly.

Oa February 2 His Highness
the Aga Kban celebrated his
Platinum Jubilee at Karachi.
More than fifty thousand people
attended the occasion which was
extremely well organised His
Highness was weighed against a

token quantity of platinum wheih
gerved to signify the sum of more
than twenty-six lakhs of Pakistan
rupees collected by his followers
for charitable purposes. Most
prominent Pakistan personalities,
as well as many foreigners resi-
dent in Karachi were present and,
in addition, devotees of His High-
ness came from all parts of the
world to artend this auspicious
occasion The Aga Khan ad-
dressed the gathering with elo-
quence and wisdom and his
speech made 3 great impression,
He signalised the event by several
largz donations ta worthy causes
in Pak’stan,

Next month the Hast Bengal
provincial elections will be  held.
The electioneering has been
vigorously fought and the Muslim
League Party has been obliged to
struggle hard against a good deal
of criticism on the part of the
general public as well as against
the onslaughts of veteran cam-
paigners like Mr. Pazlul Huq and
Mr. H. D. Subrawardy who, with
others, formed a United Front
against the Muslim League.
However, it is not clear that the
Uaited Front is as united as it
might be, ‘There are also smaller
parties and in each constituency
innum-zrable independent candi-
dates are seeking the suffrage of
the people, The counting of
votes promises to be a complex
affair.

The overall position is interest-
ing, The seats reserved for the
minority communities cannst go
the Muslim League althouzh ths
Muilim League miay try to in-
fluence the election of cindidates
who are sympathetically disposed,
but it is doubtful if this tactic is
likely to yield aoy results that
would materially alter the position
in the House., The real question
ist How far will the Muslim
League succeed in retaining suffi-
cient seats so as to ensure a
majority over all other parties
and groups? The margin be-
tween success and failure is not
large, assuming that the minority
community members are in oppo-
sition,

Leaving aside the wild accusa-
tions made in all directions, it is
clear that at one time the for-
tunes of the Muslim League
Party did not promise well and
the position was not at all re-
assuring until the Prime Minister,
Mr. Mahomed Ali, himself went
over to East Bengal on an elec-
tioneering tou-. His efforts con-
stitute a considerable personal
success specially since he was
faced with issues, such as the
languapge question, which arouse
intense emotional feeling.

HE Kashmir Coostiluent

Assembly has unsnimousty
accepted the report of the
Drafting Committee which de-
clazed the State’s ‘final and
urevocable accession to India
The report o! the five-man
committee was based on the
directives issued to it by the
Basic Priociples Committes aod
tke Advisory Committee on
Fundamental Rights and Citi-
Zenship.

The Drafting Committee hag
in its report incorpdrated the
provisions of the Delhi Agree-
meant reached between the Gov-
eruments of India and Kashmir
and endeavoured to clearly
demarcate the sphere of Gov-
ernment of India’s jurisdiction,
kesping 1ntact all along the
residual powers of the State,
While doing 8o, the Committes
bas provided adequate safe-
guards for preserving the basic
policies of the State in respect
of land reforms and the in-
terests of the permanent resie
dents of the State.

A Bill for makiog consequen«
tial amendments in the Jammu
and Kashmir Constitution Act
will be presented to the Kashe
mir Constituent Assembly o
due course. The Dralting Cowm-
mittee has asked for time for
preparing a dratt coanstitutton.

Sisty-four of the 75 members
of the Assembly were present
1n the House when 1t unanis
mously recorded 1ts approval of
the 1eport,

Speaking on the report Bakshi
Gulam Mohamed, Prime Mins-
ter of Kashmir, declared : “Now
no power, great or small, can
elfect any change in the deci«
s1on we are taking today. We
bave complsted all formalities
for the arrevocavle accession to
Ivdin, The chapter of our mce
cemston to India has been written
with the blood of thousands of
brave soldiers of the Indian
Army and the State martyrs
who laid their lives in defence
ol ythe State against ruthless
and blooa-tbhursly mauraudess
lrom Pakistan. fhe people of

tate bave placed firmiy and
permapently their haods into
thehanas of the leaders and
peaple of lndia 1n the midst of
thegats of agpression from Pa-
kistan’ and her Western allies,”

‘The Prime Minister thought it
was ubforiunate that this
decwion ol declaging the Hiate's
uccpssion to india aus heal and
itrevocable was not taken thiee
yeais eatlier.

He further said: "We waited
and waited, but nothing hap-
pened in respect of a plebiscite
and we could toleratc no more
delay. Then we declared the
establishment of the Consti-
tuent Assembly, Today wo feel
proud we arc fulfilling our
greatest promise.
