We would long ago have proved our faith, As it is
our numbers embarrass us. The dissatisfaction with the present regime is common to us; but not the
burning faith in non-violence......

" Our Testing Time

HILE there is a

constitutional crisis
in the Union, caused by the
obstinacy of the Government,
in rushing through Parlia-
ment the High Court of
Parliament Bill, to remove
the jurisdiction of the Courts
over Acts of Parliament and
to nullify the decision lof the
Appelate Court, on the
Separate Representation of
Voters Act, it would -be
rwise for the non-Europeans, .
‘we thought, to suspend
‘their proposed mass cam-
jpaign against the unjust
*and immoral laws affecting
them. The Government, we
felt, would hardly have time
to enforce those Acts until
the constitutional issue,
which was causing so much
consternation throughout the
country, especially among
‘the two White sections of
ithe population, was finally
ssettled. We felt too that
:such a gesture on the part
«f the non; Europeans would
be appreciated by the Euro-
pean public generally and
. that a similar gesture would
come (orth from the Govern-
iment and .that the lauer
wouldnottakeany precipitate
:step to deliberately provoke
o hurt the feelings of the
n on-Europeans. Qur cal-
cu dations, however, have mis-
ca, rried.  The Government
is  wholly unperturbed by
the; events that are taking
place and is going ahead
with its Apartheid policy
acc:onding to plan. Orders
‘have been issued against
‘the leaders of

the non-.

European communities, un-
der the Suppression of
Communism Act, calling
upon them to resign from
their respective political or-
ganisations and putting a
ban on their freedom of
speech and movement. A
move is made virtually to
keep them interned in one
Province. This step has
been taken by the Govern-
ment, cuite obviously, to
prevent the leaders from
attending the joint execu-
tive committees of the Afri-
can National Congress and
the South African Indian
Congress due to meet at
Port Elizabeth on May 31,
to plan their proposed cam-
paign and to set a date
when it is to start, The
Government has thus placed
'the non-Europeans on the
defensive. Th4ey have now
to consider how they should
meet  the . Government's
challenge.

We arenio supportérs of
Communism. We have made
that quite clear through
these columns..  Under the
present Act, under which
action _has been taken
against ‘the non-European
leaders, however, any per-
S0n Or persons or organisa-
tions carrying on any move-
ment which does not. suit
the Government can be
dealt - with as being asso-
ciated with Communism and
such a person or persons or
organisations would havye
no :recourse to the Courts
for justice. Thus the Act
is unjust and immoral and
the sympathy of the whole

country must go out to those
who have fallen victim to it.

There can be no sub-
mission to such an Act.
By not submitting to the
Act one is not acting illegal-
ly. He is absolutely within
legal bounds. . The law pro-
vides that you either submit
to it oraccept the penalty for
refusing t6 do go. Itis quite
legal, therefore, for a person,

willingly and voluntarily and

without the slightest resist-
ance to choose the alterna-
tive.

The way for those who
have been honoured by the
Government by the applica-
tion of the Act, is quite
clear. It is also a testing
time for the non-Europeans.
If they cannot survive and
carry on their struggle with-
out their leaders it means
that they are not yet suffi-
ciently prepared, and it
would be unwise on their
part to launch out
campaign  without being
thoroughly prepared for all
the consequences.

We maintain  that the
ime for mass action has not

on a

yet come, The masses have

yet to undergo a gieat
deal of training in the ~
principles of Truth and

Non-violence, on which our
struggle must be based if
at all it is to succeed. TFor
that a process of internal
reform will be nceded to
raise the moral and spiritual
standard of the people,
the meantime preparations
should be made for indivi-
dual action and that too not
by hirelings but by those
who thoroughly understand
the ethics of Satyagraha
and are prepared to un-
dergo hardships not for
any material reward but
to  sacrifice  their all,
including their lives, for the
cause of Truth and Justice.
Ten such true men are bet-
ter than ten thousand who
are false or doubtful. Let
it be clearly understood that
this is a righteous struggle
in which God demands’
sacrifices of the purest. Un-
less we think and plan our
struggle on these lines we
hall not be able to make
any headway,

Minister’s Order To Dr.
: Dadoo
Dr. Y. M. Dadoo, president of
the South African Indian Con-
gress, has received a letter from
the Mmister of Justice, Mr, Swart,
in which be is ordered, under the
Suppression of Communism Act,
to resign within 30 days from the
Congress. The letter, states Sapa,
also requires him ‘to-resign from
the Joint Planning Council, the
African National Congress and
the‘Franchise Action Council. In
addition it prohibits Dr. Dadoo

Collect as many
sigaatiories as possible and either
ask your parish priest to send the
petition to the Bishop's house, or
send it yourselves,

A few months ago the Holy
Father caused a stir by his forth-

right statement on taking the life’

of the umborn child (in  bis
Address to Catholic Midwives,
1951).

The “Mother and Child" ques-
tion roused a good deal of con-
troversy, and Catholic theologians
were careful to explain the ptin-
ciples invelved,

The Holy father had not de-
fined a new doctrine; he had not
claimed, as many people imagined,
that the lifc of an unborn child is
of more importance than that of
its mothers, He had simply re.
stated and applied to this parti-
cular case the fundamestal prin-
ciple that no one may deliberately
take the life of an innocent human
being for any reason whatever,

The deliberate killing of the
nnocent is murder, even though

in all ci es? In war, for
instance?

Certainly it does, 1t is for this
reason that the Church has alwaya
taught that it is unhw(ul in war
deliberately 1o takc th: lives of
non-combatants.

Memb of the fity
who are not engaged in’ p:osccu-
ting the war—for :xample, chll-
dren, mothers of families, priests
—must not be made the deliberate
object of attack.If they are killed,
those responsible for their deaths
only avoid committing gravc,
mortal sin if the killing ocurs per
accidens, i.¢. if it is the accidental
and undesired consequence of an
action whieh is otherwise lawful
—e.g., the bombing of a legitimate
military objective—and, even then,
the authorities must be satisfied
that the good to be achieved by
that action outweighs the evil
of its probable actidental con-
sequence.

We cannot go into the theology
of -the question in detail here;
suffice it to say that the Chur:h'
teaching in the "matter i3 quite
uncompromisig and forms the
basis of international law,

What About Modern
Methods Of War ?

We are not permitted to do
evil even in order to achieve a
goed end, We may not delibes-
ately take innocent human life for
any reason whitever, .

How is it possible to reconcile
this teaching of the Church with
the methods of mass destruction
and  indiscriminate  slaughter
which nations at war mow use
against one anotber?

Let us consider two examples:

First: In 1944 and 1945 the
Allies carried out the systematic
mass-bombing of German cities.

‘The principle of attempting to
pin-point legitimate objectives was
abandoned in favour of ‘area” or
“obliteration” bombing. ‘This
consisted in deliberately wiping
out the whole or part of a city,
regardless of the destruction of
innocent human hf:, on the
grounds that the area contained
legitimate military objectives and
that this method of striking at
them was the most effective.,

The killing of the i innocent was
no longef the accidental conse-
quence of the acuon. it was part
of the plaa of g

publicity. But it is well to re-

member them.

Secondly: In 1945 our Ameri-
can allies dropped two atomic
bombs ofi Japanese cities.

The destructive range of the
bombs was out of all proportion
to any individual military objec-
tive; everything withm a wide
area was simply wiped out.

More than 150,000 people were
killed, including mothers and
children, most of the doctors and
nurses who should have tended
the injured, and priests who
should have 'given the Last Sacra-
meats to dying (Nagasaki in par-
ticular had a large Catholic popu-
lation).

How are we to recoacile this
with Catholic teaching? Where
are we to look for guidance?

Until such time as the Pope
shall spcak out on bebalf of llu
whole Church, we must ask our-
sclves whether any cons!dera‘hlc
section of the Church bas pro-
nounced with authority onm ‘the
matter. Here we are on sure
ground,

In June, 1950, the French
Hierarchy published the following
statement:

“People to day are asking insis-
tently whether we condemin the
use of this atomic weapon. Such
a ‘question, addessed to the dis-
ciples of Cbrist, shocks and horsi-
fies them, No onc who hasa
‘truc sense of humanity,' as His

The depths to which even a
nominally Christian government

Shri A. B, Pant, Commis.
sioner for the Government of
India in British East Africe,
#aid in Bombay that the colour
prejudice in certain parts of
Alrica was growing and if
major power of the world did
pot cooperate now to put an
end to it, it would sow seeds of
colour war throughout the
world,

Addressiog the Bombay Ro
tary Club Shri Pant said that
such a war would be wore de.
vastating than mpy other war,
He attributed the colour prejue
dice in Africa 1o petty.minded-
pess and short.siphtedness of
some couptries, "The seedsof
apger aod batred,” he said,
“will never yield fruits of good-
will and peace.”

Stating that in Africa - an
important cbapter in bhuman
bistory would be written in the
course of pext 50 years Shri
Pact emphasised that it con-
cerned not ooly the people of
the vast continent or powers
which edministered that coun=-
try but the people of the whole
world, The real problem in
Alrica, he said, was not the
problem of creating wealth
from the vast resources of that
land bul\l creating one single
uaified solicly out of the varied
elements that had come there
from outside.

Shri Pant said that Indiaos in
Cast and Central A'rica had
done much to bring civilisation
to the indigenous population
and bad largely contributed
towards proper and balanced
development of social, ecomo.
mic and political patterns in
Africa. Indian settlers in Africa
ke said considered Africa as
their mother couatry and ladia
as their “grand-mother’s coun-
try’’ and were on {riendly rela.
tions with Africans. .

liquidation of any class,”

He warned the communisis
not to work up disconteot in
trying to capture parlinmentary
backing for their policies, “By
all means work for socialism
by constitutional methods’ he
said, “but do not lay traps for
poor people.”’

Shri  Rajagopalachari said
that io working for social co-
operation communists believed
that compulsory enforced dic-
tatorship was necessary, “‘The
basis of communist policy,” be
stated, *is that social coopera-
tion that is necessary to be
practised so as to work against
the urge of selfish material gain
inside the individual cas be
done and has to be done throuzb
dictatorship, an enforced dicta-
torship. We believe that demao-
cracy — altbough the word de-
