Uganda Boycott
Splits Africans

CCORDING to the

Correspondent of the

“Manchester Guardian”
the atmosphere is still tense
in the African areas round
Kampala, although no fur-
ther incidents have been
réported following the dis-
persal of an unruly mob by
police riot squads recently.

This incident occurred
when a crowd surrounded
buses in Kampala bus
station and forced waiting
passengers to leave, after
the leaders of the Uganda
National Movement had
called for a boycott on bus
travel as an extension of its
present trade boycott cam-
paign. The growing in-
timidation and violence re-
sulting from the boyeott led
the Protectorate Govern-

A specific complaint, they
said, has been made by
Israel to four of the host
Ghana,
Guinea and Liberia. lsrael
has especially close trade,
technical and nther relations
with Ghana.

The countries which are members of the Africa Bloc
will not do the continent much good and will not inspire
much confidence in their intentions if, rom the very be-
ginning, they wil allow themselves to be the stooges of
Arab Nuauonalism,

The Arab countries belong to Africa but they have.
no right whatsoever to use those who live with them there
to advance their narrowly sectional interests. Negro
countrics like Ghana and others have no right to act as
though Israel were an enemy of the African people simply
because some Arab countries happen to be in Africa,

What s singularly disturbing in this episode is that
Glhana did not raise her voice powerfully enough against
an insult to a great people who were being punished
simply becausce they assert their right to a place under
the sun.  Iscacl is a tiny state beside the vast Arab
world. Tlow she can be a threat to the Arabs can never
be expluained convincingly to any impartial African.

Week' in both the Soviet Union
vaad China.

Towards . Independence

FREETOWN, Sierra Leone.

EVERYBODY here—Africans
and Britons alike—seems
agreed that iodependence for
Siecra Leone is a certainty. It is
only a question of how soon
opposition factions in the legis-
lature are clamouring_for inde
pendence next year, But the
majority party prefers to make
haste slowly. It would be con-
tent to wait two or three years.

This lackadaisical tropical land
—about as big and as hilly as
Ireland and just as green—is part
colony and part protecterate, In
the colony, which includes Free-
town aad its environs, live most
of the Creeoles—descendants of
freed slaves unloaded here from
British ships as long ago as 1787.
In the protectorate, which makes
up the rest of the country, the
population is composed pre-
dominantly of tribal Africans of
indigenous origin.

The Creoles bad a long head
etart over the native peoples in
education and polical experiencee,
but the up country folk had an
averwhelming numerical advan-
tage. These differences bave
caused much mutual disteust and
friction over the years, and for a
long time talk of a united govern-
ment secemed an idle dream.

EVERAL pupils of the Sastri College and Claitwoad High School
are still under the threat of possible expulsion following investiga-
tions by Education Department officials into the usauthorised ‘stay-

at-home’ by Indian students oa Africa Day last month,

It is under-

stood that a large number of both these high schools as well as all
the teachers, were intestogated by School Inspectors, and that Special
Branch representatives visited Sastri College.

The absentecism at Sastri was
almost a huadred percent, while
Claitwood High had more thap
65 pet cent. of the pupils away.
The one-day boycott was the
apparent result of a spontaneous
move by students themselves,
and a2 spokesman for whar was
described as the *‘Sastri College
Action Committee’ made 2 state-
meat that oo political organisa.
tion bad apything to do with the
absenteeism. Chief A. J. Luthuli
bowever applauded the action of
the students, as did Mr, J. N,
Singh at a later stage.

Special Branch

According to some of the
students were questioned, the
Inspectors appeared to be keen
on finding out whether the teach-
ets had in any way organised or
countenanced the boycott. The
Special Branch detectives meage
while endeavoured to obtaia ine«
formation which they apparently
though may tie up the incident
with the activities of the Natal
Indian Youtbh League, the junior
branch ~f the Natal Indian Coan-
gress. QY is believed a few of the
students named the organisers of
the boycott and it is feared that
the Director of Education may
take action against these students.
The probability of a2 scries of
expulsions is being talked of in
educational circles, Most teach-
ers however take a dim view of
the expulsion of a student for
‘what amounts to political action
or at the worst simple truanting
uoder the guise of political
action

“'1 strongly condemn the action
of these students,’” said one bigh
school teacher. *They bechaved
very stupidly and io the loog ruan
burt only themselves. [ am sue
prised that some of the non-
European political leaders have
endo:sed this itresponsible be
baviour of our young childrza.
They are undermioing discipline
and should realise that helping to
produce chaos docs not do our
community any good Even if
we get freedom tomorrow, the
spirit of disobedicuce will bave
bieen inculcated into the minds of
these younguters, and when will
they learo to exercise a sense of
respaansibility?  Expulsion, how
ever, would be too barsh.'”

Meaowhile, it is learned that
the Inspectors have made pointed
teferences to the fact that there
was bardly any absenteeism at the
Springhfield Training College and
the Indian Girls' High. both of
whichk have White principals.
This, some of them have said,
led the Department to suspect
that the Indian teachers may bhave
bad a hand in the boycott. The
teachers on the other band claim
that they bad no inkling of the
move and were taken completely
by surprise on Africa Day morn-
ing.
