HE Union's present policy of having only a “token”
representation at the United Nations could not be

continued indefinitely,

the Minister of External

Affairs, Mr. E. H. Louw. said in a statement issued in

Pretoria recently.

Sooner or latter the matter of South

Africa's continued membership would have to be con-

sidered by the Government.

Mr. Louw expressed ap-
preciation for the increased
support the Government
was receiving at the United
Nations in its stand against
the inclusion on the agenda
of items which were the
domestic concern of South
Africa.

Mr, Louw said: “The
United Nations Assembly,
by a large majority, has
decided once more to place
on its agenda the two items

rE:laLing to South Africa, _

They are: India’s complaint
regarding the alleged ill-
treatment of persons of In.
dian origin, and South Afri-
ca's racial policy.

“In view of the Unijon's
policy of “token representa-
tion” announced last year,
the South African acting
permanent represenlative,
Mr. J. S. F. Botha, did no
more than formally wo re-
cord his objection to the
placing on the agenda of
these items, on the ground
that such action was a viola-
tion of Article 2 (7) of the
United Nations Charter.

“‘Although, as during past
years, the inscription pro-
posals were adopted by

large majorities, the voting
shows an improvement in
South Africa’s favour, since
the last session of the As-
sembly. On the Indian
complaint, France on this
occasion voted against in-
scription instead of abstain-
ing, while the delegations
of Argentina, Canada and
Nicaragua, which last year
supported inscription, now
recorded abstention votes,

These votes totalled 16, as
against 13 last year,
“On the second item,

Spain on this occasion op-
posed incription, instead of
abstaining, Argentina, Aus-
tria and Canada recorded
abstention votes, instead of
supporting inscription,
they did last year.

“I would like to express
my appreciation that five
delegations have on this
occasion shown a more
sympathetic and under-
standing attitude of South
Africa’s sustained effort to
uphold a basic principle of
the charter. In this con-
nection I would particularly
mention the active support
received from the French
delegration on the Indian

complaint.

“As regards the proposal
to discuss South Africa’s
racial policies the Union
Government is grateful for
the active support received
from the delegations of
Australia, Belgium, France,
Luxembourg, Portugal,
Spain and the United King-
dom, who voted against in-
scription of this item. There
were nine abstentions as
against seven last year. I
would particularly express
our thanks to Mr. Casey
(Australia) and Commander
Noble (United Kingdom)

Trouble In Ghana

PRESS reports bave filled very
many Africans with anxicty
and distress over the course
events ate said to be taking in
Ghapa, Is democracy being
dynamited at birth by Nkrumah
and Krobo Edusei. Are the
people of Ghapa not appreciative
of the role history has destined
them to play in the emancipation
of the continent? These and
other questions are being asked
with growing sense of urgency in
every part of Negro Africa
The positign is not improved
by the fact that the enemies of
Africa are enjoying themselves
over Ghana's difficulties  They
are telling everybody, in the
most raucous tooes, that they
bave always been right in saying
that the nigper 15 not fit togovern
himself. I can imagine how our
own Stnjdems dnd Verwoerds
must be feeling this very moment.

Teething Troubles

Io spite of all this it is of the
greatest importance that all of us
should iosist on objectivity in
considering  Nkrumah's  case.
While the expulsions, the Krobo
Edusei effusions, treatmeat of
the Press, labour legislation,
Nkrumah's own naive and in-
excusable exhibitionism--as evi-
denced in his sanctioning the
erection cof a statute of himself;
and having tus bhead on the
stamps and 1n Ghapna coinage—
are all extremely unhealthy de-
velopments 1t is quite possible
that  they might be the
peculiar forms in which Ghana's
teething troubles express thems
selves. .

Without in any way trying to
excusc what s happening, it
seems this is the wisest attitude
to adopt 1o evzats in Ghana at
the moment. A few factors bear
us out here, .

In their coverage of events in
Ghana large sections of the
British have not showo that
degrec of objectivity which we
have grown to accept as part and
parcel of that great igpstitution.
Onk can try and understand this.
Strictly speaking Nkrumab is not
a darliog of large sectiond of the
British Press. There are known
historical reasons for this. He is
the biggest enemy of colonialism
in Africa The Brjtish gaoled
bhim for his revolt against their
domination, He was elected to
power in circumstances which
have never given the Press the
oppertunity to assess him in
more dispassionate light.

Press Reports

If his conduct of affairs calls
for criticism, the reportage has
not been wholly wi/thout fault.

Emphasis has been rightly on
what looks very much like the
beginning of the betrayal of the
democratic tradition, Nkrumah
must know that it is his duty to
realise that he will be arraigned
before the bar of world opinion
for the things he does, But all
concetned must realise, also, that
a fair verdict is possible only
against the background of all
refevant facts being available.
This has not been the case inthe
situation under review. For exe
ample, we have not been given
the clearest picture possible of
the dangers Nkrumah has to
contend with or of the nature of
the forces which might threaten
the viability of the State,

We know that one of his prob-
lems is the threat of rebellion by
tribal groups. Tribal divisions
remain one of the greatest ene.
mies of democracy in Africa,
‘They often give the form and
colour to political loyallies. We
of the Ugion koow how we have
battled against this very danger,
We are not out of the wood yet—
if the recent Orlando tragedies
ate any indication,

Weaken Revolt

Almost wherever the African
*has been oppressed on the con-
tinent, tribalism bas been fostered
by the oppressor to weaken the
revolt against White domination.
It was to be expected that in
Ghana this evil, carefully nursed
by the British, would erupt after .
independence, It erupted in In--
dia and Pakistan, with their
ancient civilisations and . cost
those two couatries millions of
lives, It is quite possible that
forced to choose between blood-
shed strong-arm methods, Nkru-
-mah regards as the lesser evil.

Episodes
of this sort did occur a year ot
two back in Northern Rhbodésia
and were directed zgainst Dutch
Reformed Churches there, Fear
of something similar eventually
happening here is undoubtedly
one motive behind the clause.

However, only four trivial
South African episodes were
citeG 23 “evidence’ for the neces-
siy of the clause by Government
spokesmen, And the position of
our own Church—and of ali
other Churches except the three
Dutch Reformed Churches—has
been made absolutely and rightly
clear. Personally, I don't believe
Dr. Verwoerd will enforce the
clause against the Churches or
Africans wishing to worship in
them at present.  In fact, it is
my own opinion that the more
responsible elements in his own
party, the Dutch Reformed

Again, when 2 D.R.C. deputa-
tion went to sec Dr. Verwoerd
about his clause, they were able
to agree, with disturbing alacrity
that 3 statement they had pre-
pared for press release about the
attitude of the DR.C. 10 the
clausz should ‘be {as the State
Information Office deftly phrased
it) “modified somewhat.'” The
““‘modifications' coansisted of the

suppression of four of the state-
ment’s eight points; the excision
of the word “where” from the
Cburches” “exclusive right to
determine how, when, where and
to whom the Gospel shall be
proclaimed;" and of the word
“full” from the Cbhurches’ de-
mand that “’the State, as the
servant of God, shall allow the
Church full freedom in the
execution of its diving calling.”
The State Information Office,
whose reliability is pot beyond
question, explained that, *‘such
words could create an untenable
position if taken literally,"” So,
I imagine, could quite a lot/of
the New Testament, if applied in
the context of present day South
Africa.

We, who are not subject to the
tremendous pressures towards
“unity” and an unbroken front
within Afrikanerdom, should not
underrate the difficuliies  with
which an Afrikaner non-conforme-
ist is confronted, be he theologian
or politician. In the historical
perspective these are readily ex-
plicable and even often excusable,
There has been, there still is, too
little magnanimity on the part of
British-descended South Africans,
with their comfortable (and pos-
sibly misplaced) sense of cultural
security, towards their Afrikaner
fellow-citizens. I have often
found more uunderstanding and
even compassion for the in grow-
ing destiny and predicament of
Afrikaners among African in-
tellectuals than among our own
kith and kin. '

Only the very strong-minded
faciog public obloquy and social
ostracism, will speak out agaipst
the pepular versions of the Dutch
Reformed Cburch racial ethic; its
Biblical exegesis and Natiopalist
party policies. - Suck men do not
deserve 10 be embarrassed by 100
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much “lionising’ from the poli.
ticians and press of their nominal
opponents. Nor do all who keep
silence with their unquiet con-
sciences deserve out ridicule or
contempt.

Nevertheless,, as the tempers
between white and non-white are
rising—mnot only locally, but on a
continental and even world scale
—so rapidly as to endanger all
hope of a peaceful and Christian
salution to our present impasse,
we do have to recognise that in
this last quarter of the eleventh
bour time is not on our side:
while we may sympathise with
their dilemma, we simply dare
not refrain from apy course of
action which helps Afrikaner non-~

conformists (however reluctantly)

to declare themselves; that, there-
fore, the Church clause “row",
even if it temporarily prevented a
Verwoerd climb-down, was well
worth having.
