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A RECENT hand grenade attack
victim in Namakgale was recover-
ing from a bullet wound at the time
of his death .
Shiluvane Youth Congress (Syco)
leaders said Aaron Mhlangu, a
Syco member, had been shot in the
head on March 22 when Lebowa
police opened fire on youths singing
freedom songs .
After seeing a doctor Aaron and

friends went to Namakgale hotel
for food . He was killed instantly
when a grenade hit the hotel .
Thousands attended his funeral at
Mahwibidung village, where there
is a Syco village committee . Syco
was formed in July 1985 and now
has more than nine village commit-
tees .
In Burgersdorp, another village

organised by Syco . villagers arc
protesting against the local chief.
They said he took R400 bail money
they collected and he won't return
it .
The Muhlaba Youth Congress
(Muyo) has area committees in

more than seven villages nearby .
Recently Youth were singing free -

dom songs when the chief
. Gazankulu MP S .M.Muhlaba, called the

police . More than 30 Youth were
arrested and others arc in hiding .
Parents, students and youth who

went to court to see them were
turned away. The youth were

refused bail, alledgedly on instructions from the chief. Students at
Mpumulana High School came out
on boycott saying they won't attend
classes until their colleagues arc
released. And villagers are calling
on the chief to account for why he
called in the police .
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
