and stuwlents fenr large-senle expualsions at the end of the year,

Undversitios Legislation

Overscas Represontatives will he aware that amendmonts to the univer -
aet of 1955 and Extendion of Undversity Educalion Act of 1959 were - .
troduced during the last session of Parliament, The effect of theac T
would have becn to prohibit all organised inter-racial contact outlzid
the lecture theatre and secondly +o allow societics with cacially dis-
eriminatory membarship clauvses to operate legally, over and above tho
objections of the SRCs ard University Councils. The deputation consi: ..
of the Principals of the Univorsities of Natal. , Stellenbosch and Sou'
ifrica, interviewed She Winister of Educatvion nrd it is arderscood *inn
the delegation reported thet the Committee of Universivy Frincipales was
wnaninously opposed to Hoth bills. Neituer of these bills was giwven o
sccond reading but it s not vet known wheticer the Minister has decided
to withdraw them.

A Bill, termed the Impioper "nlevforencs BI1Y, wes introduced in the
latter stages of tho sessicn. This hill would have outlawed all aon-
racial organisaiions, polixical and cltherwise. After fromendous out-
cfy, the Prime Minleber anncunced “hnt apreement had been reached with
the Teader ~f +he Uppogiti -~ et Uhie* ithe Bill would be referred to o
sdlect commitieoe which ust roport back btz Porliament by March 31. It
not expected that any significant changes will be made to the bill, T
oxpect, it will only be made acre intelligible.

Mecting with University Priacipale

In Jamuery of this year a suvceessful meeting t° . place betwecn the
President and Vice-President of WUSAS, . number of SEC Presidents anc
Professors Hyslop and MacCrone. It was felt that that neeting was
nost fruitful and it was decided to hold such a meeting anmausliy. [
further meeting will be held in January 1967.

Goorge Campbell, It is understood that Dr, campbell is likely to be
sucecoded ng Chairmen of the University Couneil, Justice F. N. Droone,

In addition, in Awsust of this year, tho Cheirnman of the UCT Couneil,
Dr. Stephens died and has been susceeded by Mr, Clive Corder,

Tt is not yet known when the election of the new Chancellor of the Uni-
versity of Cope Town will take placs.

It was also announced recently that Dr. J. P, Duminy, Principal of the
University of Cape Town will retire at the end of 1967, He is to be
sucecceded by Sir Hichard Luyt who has just retired as Governor Génecral
of the now-independent Guiana.

Dotentions and Trials

Two students, Messrs Dave Ernst and Vie Finkclstein, wore recently sentoiccd
to terns of inmpriscnment for offences under the Suppression of Comrmnisn
Acts They were found suilty on one count and nont guilty on two furthor
counta, Mr., Ernst was sontenced to 2 years imprisonmont and Mr, Finkeol-
stein to 18nonths, 15 months of which were susponded, The latter is o
poraplegic. Frur students who gave cvidence in the trial were roloosocd
fron detention after giving thoir evidence. They were Messrs. Rudin,
Dorkhan, DBronsky and Friedlander. Mr. Albert Dhlono refused to give
gvidence for the State and was sentenced to six wonths irprisonoent,

L UNOE stulent, Mr. Griffiths lxenge will shortly facc trial on a number
of charges under the Suppression of Commnisnm dAct. Another UNLNE stu'ent,
Mr. John Motacke who was detained in dugust gave evidence in the trial

of Mr, N. D. Naidoo, o Durban Advocate and has been released,

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Lt the University of Notal, Non~Buropean section all 10 candidstos
roturned stood on a pro-NUSAS ticket. The new President is Mr, Logers
nagaven, who is also Deputy Vice-rresident of NUSAS,

The new president of the SRC at the University of Natal, Durban, is Mr.
Roger Hulley, last years Rag Chairman. Of the candidates returnsd, only
one stood on an anti-NUSAS ticket. The eleetion was significant for tho
defeat of Mr, Renicr Schoeman, who had been o membor of the SRC since
1964, ond who is o member of the Hetionalist Party. He finished last

in the poll for the part-time slccied candidate.

The SRC clections at the University of Natal, Maritzburg, rcflected very
strong support for NUS.AS., Only ono anti-NUSAS candidaote wans returncd
while the strongly pro-tUS.LS candidates Messrs, Budke, Irwin, Stillwell
and Tonkyn and Miss Lorimer, the Scerciary General of WUS wore placed nooy
the top of the poll., The SHC President iz Mr., Basil Budke, o 7th yoorv
Ph.D Student, whilc Mr. Pat Irwin is ngnin Vice-President.

The Wits SRC clections reflected overwhelming support for NUGLS. The

new Progident, Mr. Rcbin Margo topped the poll for the second succossive
year with s record vote of 1500 first votes, The SRC is an extremely
expericnced body with Messrs Margo and Philips being returned for o third
term and o nunber of others for a second term., NUSAS Executive members,
Massrs Stove Clarke and Percy Poplak and Miss Jill Schermbrucker werc
succesaful, Of the 12 Conscrvative Club candidates only two, Messrs Bostor
and Howitt were clected.

During iugust and September of this year, therc were some interesting
developments in the /SB. At their July Congress the 45B peossed 2 uwnondnons
motion praising the work done for Afrikanerdom by Mr. S. E. D. Brown,
Editor of the South African Obsorver. At the beginning of the new toerm

L Stellonbosch group known as the Students Union launched an intensive
campaign aimed at censuring the ASB for passing this motion. 1400 Studonto
signod o petition conderming the ASE and at o mass meeting the Stellorbeosell
student body eensured the (SB and dissceiated Stellenbosch from this notion.
The President of the SEC and President of the AGB, Mr. Boy Geldenhuys,
supported this move. The Preteoria SRC also dissociated thensclves fron
this notion whilc the Potchefstroon and Free State SHCs reaffirmed their
support for Mr. Brown. This move took place at the sane tine ad attncin
were being nede on the 8. 4. Ohserver by the Burger, Transveloer and other
Afrikeons nowspaporse.
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Shortly ofterwards the Stulents Union growp Louanchod oonoon oo
newspaper at Stellenbosch University known as Stulcnte Forun. Tais
newsprper is in cpposition to Dic Matie, the official organ of the SHC
an’. though not opposed to the LSB its¢lf, is opposed to ccrtain =aspects
of its policy. It is affiliated to S.LSPA and nins at proscating a
nore tolerant and sbjective picture of the student scene. Two edition:
of this nowspaper have appeared and sufficient finances have been
gurrontecd to ensble it to appesr in 1967.

It wos ot this stage that one of the figursheads of this novement, kir.
Willer van Drimsclen who had acted as host to Senator Kennedy on his
visit to Stellenbosch was disrdssed from his part-time post as an S.EC
