The alternative to
fear is hope based on wise and courageous leadership which, recognising differ-
ences, continues a patient search for a common pattern in which a diveise world
society may live together in security and peace.

“We appeal to the statesmen of all nations to give such leadership to the world
in this hour of peril.”

Here is another instance
of the insults hurled upon
Indians. There are persons
coming from outside the
Union to get married to
suitable brides. Some come
from the Portuguese terri-
tory, some from Rhodesia
or East Africa. \When they
apply for permits to enter
the Union, with very great
difficulty the bridegroom
alone manages to acquire
one. In rare cases are more
permits than one granted.
This was not the case under

the previous Government.
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It is invariably the case
under the present Govern-
Now surely the
parents and other relatives
would be anxious to attend
the marriages of their kith
and kin.  In fact according
to our religious rites the
parents of both the marry-
ing parties are supposed to
be present for the purpose
of giving away the bride
and for receiving the bride.

Verulam Hawlkers Get A
Respite
HE Rural Licensing Board,
which met at Verulam last
week, gave the hawkers and ped-
lars of Inanda and Ndwedwe
Districts time until the cad of
June to comply with the require-
ments of the Inspectors in respect
of storage accommodation fer
their fruits and vegetables. In
January this year the Board had
ruled that hawkers and pedlars
dealing in foodstuffs should erect
storerooms costing approximately
£100 each by the end of March,
1954 but they were unable to do
so owing to financial reasons,
Mr. I, C. Meer, counsel repre-
senting applicants, told the Board
that the hawkers had made re-
presentations to the Adminis~
trator-in-Execuiive to repeal or
amend the regulaions under
which the Board had given its
ruling; and that their representa-
tions were under coosideration.
“Qur investigations have shown,'”
added Mr. Meer, “that the only
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Liccnsing Board in the rural
arcas of Natal which had condi-
tionally rcoewcd hawkers and
pedlars licences for the current
year was the Board sitting at
Verulam. If the Board insists
on the crection of the store-rooms
it will crcate serious hardship.”
Mr. Meer said an extension oOf
time until June this year would
enable the newly formed Asso-
ciation to obtain relief from the
Provincial Administration. Mr,
C. Ormonde Burne, appcaring
for other applicants, supportcd
Mr, Mcer, Subsequent to the
mecting of the Board the Asso-
ciation received a reply from the
Private Secretary of the Ad-
ministrator stating that investi-
gations were being carried out by
the Administration in regard to
the representatons made by the
hawkers and pedlars and in the end
of these investigations the Ad-
ministration will make it decision.
Among the organisations which
bave addressed communications
1o the Administrator in support of
the Association are the Natal
Indian Congress and tie Liberal
Party.

Mau Mau Incident in Kenya—
Troops Raid Indian Com-
missioner’s Office
According to a Sapa-Reuter’s
report from New Delhi troops
entered the Indian Commis-
sioner’s office in Nairobi on Satur-
day, April 25, during a mass
round up of Mau Mau suspects.
The Acting Commissioner was
not in the office at the time.
Some members of the staff were
manhandled, one or two cup-
board doors were broken and all
the African members of the staff
were arrested and taken away.
The normal proceedings of the
Lower House in New Delhi were
ioterrupted so that the Prime
Minister Mr. Nehru could make
a formal statement on the in-
cident which he said was of a
very grave nature. He told the
- House of the People (Lower
House) that the Acting Governor
of Kenya, Sir Frederick Crawford,
had offered “most humble apolo-
gics"'and promised tbat an imme-
diate inquiry would be held. The
Acting Governor, he said, stated
that the incident occurred because
of a ‘‘serious omission” in the
instructions of the military force
that Consulate premises should
be respected. ““This is being
rectified.”” Mr, Nebru quoted the
Acting Governor as saying, Mr.
Nebru said the Commander-in-
Chief, General Sir George
Erskine, called on the Indian
Acting Commissioner, Raj Krish-
na Tandon, and promised to take
the necessary action.

THE FOLLY OF RACIAL STEREOTYPES
I—<THE AFRICAN”

E are incensed when foreigners
accuse us of oppressing our
nop-Whites, But this is what a
distinguished Afrikaner, born and
brought up here though lately
widely travelled, has just written:

It is easy enough to confound
the sensationalists abroad who
see the country as continually
on the brink of civil war., But
riots and wars ar¢ started, and
won or lost, in the hearts and
minds of people long before the
first stones are thrown at shop
windows or the first shots fired
in battle. None of us who
know and love Africa can do it,
or the world, any service by
pretending that war of the most
deadly potential has not been
joined in the hearts and minds
of the black and coloured
people on one side, and on the
other of those Europeans of the
Union who deny those races
the right to be their changing
selves.

What can we now say in self-
defence when our traducers cite
the Western Areas Scheme; the
Group Area plans for our Indian
communities; those annoying cases
of manhandled jail and contract
labour which keep recurring in
the east central Transvaal; the
icdignation of the Mineworkers
Union over the punishment of
Europeans for assaulting Africans
in the Free State mioes; the en-
couragement of the police to hit
and shoot first rather than run the
least risk of casualties and the
ministerial guarantee that there
will be no ‘‘please explain” de-
mands after, such action, the
Swart Acts, the bannings, the
Reservation of Separate Amenities
Act, the Bantu Education Act and
Schoeman's two-pronged attack
on the trade unions? All these
have a wide measure of bipartisan
support among Europeans, far
exceeding the limits of any one

party.

If, as I believe, these deeds,
intentions und Jaws are retrogres-
sive, forcing us alone back against
the stream of current world his-
tory, will they not look more like
oppression than repression, not
only to foreigners but to the
emerging intelligentsia and leader-
ship of our urban non-Whites
against whom they are: principally
directed? We may temporarily
prop up the tottering remnants of
the African tribal system by es-
tablishing Bantu Authorities in
scattered country districts. But
rural Africans are not under the
severe pressure of modern events
as are their urban cousins. And
if, to the stresses and strains of
a rapidly changing environment
which already bear hard upon
urban  Africans, we deliberately
add the further vexation of man-
made restrictions and man-im-
posed inequalities, will we not be
sowing a quite predictable harvest
on ground most likely to yield
quick and heavy returns? It
hardly needs experience of “the
African' to foresee the harvest
we shall reap.

For “the African” who is un-
dergoing this whole process of
economic metamorphosis and
human experiment is not the un-
changing, undeveloped, primitive
savage of our imagination; but a
great variety of human types,
bound ever closer together by the
uniformity of subordination we
seek to impose upon them, comp-
acted geographically (and likely
to become more so, if the Na-
tionalists have their way), shar-
pened and tougbened by the
rough and tumble of urban life,
With these mien and their leaders
only a handful of Europeans have
any contact. We read of them as
*work shy tsotsis and “Com-
munistic agitators.””  Those who
know them well speak of. them
very differently—often unbeliev-
ably patient and courteous amid
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the degrading squalor in whic g,
many live, stubboraly couragec,
and enduring in the dcmoralixiug
and brutalising conditions which
turn a minority into criminaly,
And their leaders? Communjy,
some of them, liberals mog ¢
them, nationalists all of thepy
But what would we expect wk(;
deny them on grounds of rac, 3
place in our western civilisaticay
Spiritually and mentally, many of
them are already by any stand;rd
much more western and Civilised
than our weaker White brethren,
B‘ut the lattea are admitted to fy
citizenship unchallenged and tp,
former are kept physically beycnd
the pale.

So they will be with us ¢
against us, according as we Jo
them join the human race b
And they, though a gma)
minority of their people teday,
will decide whether the peg.
White majority will be with us ct
against us tomorrow. Nor cir
we long escape tlie dilemma by
setting higher standards for thei:
admission than Europeans ar
prepared to accept for themselves
This is the too intellectual weak-
ness bebind the Liberals’ qualified
common franchise, offered as 3
goal and principle. Europeans,
accustomed to adult suffrage wifl
refuse it and Africans too, lest it
separate their intelligentsia from
the rest of their race, dividing
them to perpetuate White rule,
As a first step towards extending
the franchise, Africans might ccr-
ceivably one day accept it tempos-
arily, provided there are adequate
safeguards against its being oper-
ated against them as the Cap?
franchise is teday operated against
Coloureds.  But the intention to
proceed towards universal com-
pulsory education and adult suff-
rage must be as unambiguous as
it is emotionally compelling,

uTHE receot intervention by

tbe Minister of Native
Afaics stopping tbe Durban City
Council laying out a sports
ground for Africans working in
Durban North in that area be-
eaust of the Government’s policy
of providing such civic amenities
or non-Europeans “Oply” in the

coacern to the Indian, African and
Csloured people, says a statement
issued by the Natal Indian Con-
cress condemning the interven-
tion of Dr. Verwoerd.

scord indeed. Itis a record of

criminal meglect and although in
thas past in terms of the decisions
cf the Supreme Court the non-
Europeans had redress when un-
equal amenities were given to
them by local authorities now the
Couacil and other authoritizs are
armed with the Reservation of
Separate Amenities Act, a mea-
sure which legalises the unequal
and ugjust treatment meted out
t3 the non-European citizens.

“We have had glaring examples
of bow the City Council has failed
even on a basic question like
botsing when after expropriating
Iadian owned land in places like

" Merebaak for the avowed purpose

of erecting more homes for the
community, no progress has been
made in erecting the urgently
needed homes for the people but
instead the expropriated land has
even been used for completely
different purposes.

“Now the Group Areas Act
can be used as an effective shield
by both the central and local
authorities in explaining away
their present unjust treatment of
the non European people in mat-
ters of their civic needs- The
Africans of Durban North cannot
have their sports ground because
their areas have yet not been de-
marcated. To-morrow we will
be told that the Indian community
cannot have their schools, hous-
ing, and all other such amenities
until their group areas are zoued.

“It is not difficult to visulise
how the principle underlying the
Minister's stand on the question
of the Durban-North Sports
ground can adversely affect the
Indian and other non-European
commuanities.

“The Natal Indian Congress
has consistently declared its total
opposition to the Group Areas
Act, a measure which it believes
to be against the interests of all
South Africans. It stands for the

of the East Pakistan Assembly, a

resolution could be sponsored
opposing it.

The Deputy Minister for Ex-
ternal Affairs, Mr. A. K. Chanda,
disclosed at a mecting at Gopal-
bagh, near Burdwan (West Ben-
gal), on April 11 that the Govern-
ment of India had received com-
ments from about 2,000 news-
papers of the world supporting
India's stand regarding the pro-
posed United States-Pakistan mili-
tary aid pact.

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INDIA’S FOREIGN POLICY

By SHRIMATI VUAYALAKSHMI PANDIT,

N an sge when foreign policies

are determined by the exig-
epoies of u caurrent war or the
possibilities of o {otare one, India
ie attempting to mounld a polioy
{ree from both expediency and
fegr. She has based her stand on
cartain fundamental priociples
which inepired rnd guided her
-eoenty etrugele for freedom.
These priveiples consisted, in
essepnce, of the idea that wrong
meaps oonld never attain the
right end. It was Gsundhiji’s
emphasis oo the right means
<whioh gave to our national move=
ment ite pecaliarly moral —as
opposed to a puarely political—
character. We were not oon-
cerped merely with the goal of
‘reedom, but with the manner in
=vhich we reached it. Now as
then, we are dedicated to this
ideal, not only for ourselves but
in relation to all natioops.

Life moves so swiftly these
daye snd evente follow each
other in such rapid suoccession
shat people nre apt to forget the
background which inspiree many
present decieions of polioy.

T would like, therefore, to take
vou back into that dark and
difficnlt period of the nineteen
thiriies when our freedom was
gtill remote. At that time while
India was occupied in a8 grave
political struggle, our leaders
wera not uonmindfinl of the faot
that a clear statement of our

. objectives was neceesary not only
for our own guidance but also
in order to obtain the sympathe-~
tic underatanding of the world.
It was at this time that the
fundsmentals which etill guide
our foreign polioy were laid
down. Therse were:

1. Oppositinn to [mperialism;
2. Bupport to all peoples fighting
{orfreedom againet colonial rule;
3. Avoidsnce of foreign en-
anglements; 4. Desire for peaoce.

We can eee from this that long
before the word peace attained
iterecent controversial meaning,
India had defined the objectives
of her foreign polioy as attain-
ment of world peace and en-
largement of homan freedom.
In those days when repeated
breich of pledges wae leading to
betrayal of demooracy and the
#hadow of the second World War
vras darkening Europe, the In-
dian National Congress stated the
polioy of the Indian people in
regard to foreign relations and
war. Iu a resolution passed at
garipura in 1938 it deolared:

The people of India desire to
live in peace and friendehip with
Aheir neighbours and with all
other countries, and for this pur-
poge wish to remove all causes
of confliot beween them. Btriving

for their freedom and independ~
enoce ns o nation, they desire to
respect the freedom of othera And
to build up their strength on the
basie of international oco-opera-
tion and goodwill. Such oo~
operation mast be founded on a
world order and a free India will
gladly assooiate itself with such
an order and otand for disarma-
ment and colleotive &eourity:
Bat sorld c¢o operation is im-
poseible of nchievement so long
a3 the roots of international con-
flict remsin and} one nation
dominates over apother and im-
perialism bolds sway. In order
therefore. to establish world
peace on an enduring basie, im-
perialiem snd the exploitation of
one people by apother must
end.”

Reassessment

The advent of our freedom re=
quired a reassessment of the
pituation and sn adjustment of
onr relationship with tho West-
We were limited in many waye:
our material and military strength
was gmall, in no way comparable
with that of the great nations of
the West, our resources were un-
developed, our people hod a
pathetically low standard of
living:. But we had one advantl-
age: wa were unfettered by the
past. We had no traditional
rivalries and no ocommitments
and what is more important, wo
prejudices. Vincent Sheen in an
article referring to this said:
“The prinoipal etrength of India
is psychologieal: it comee from
the prestige won in u great na-
tional revolation acoomplished
by non-vioclent means. It ocomes
from the moral ioterest of all
Apgia in that national movement,
and from the leadership under
which it was aochieved. Thera is
probably also s feeling of pride
on the part of all Asian peoples
in the speotacle of a free, self-
governing nation of such size
and importancs making its own
way in time of trouble, and
doiug go against the dire prog-
nostications of most European
observers. This and similar con=
psiderations constitute the strength
of India; none is material and
none could go into a balanoe-
sheet of military, induastrial or
economio power:

Critios of thia polioy forget that
until 150 years sgo the stand
taken by the United Btates +was
almostidentical and only changed
when the second World War
thrust America inlo a poeition
of responsibility. Foreign poli=
oies are governed largely by a
country’s geographiocal position,
its history, tradition und en-
ligbtened self-interest. Indepens

dent Indis"was naturally gnided
by all these oconsiderations and

held out the hand of friendship .

to all oconntries willing to co-
operate in the great task of
promoting buman wellbeing.

Three Countries

The West today really com=
prices three ocountries—Britain.
the U.8 A. snd the USSR,
How hao our policy affected our
relations with these great powers?
With Britain, inepite of the long
period of oonflict between us,
we have friendehip and unders«
standing today dme to the faot
that we were always prepared to
acvept a peaceful settlement and
Britain acled at the end with a
wisdom and courage which other
colonial powers would do well
to emulate; even though we
have taken a stand against her,
this has not bastoally affected
our upderstanding or co-opera~
tion.

With the United States oar
relations have besn somewhat
different. In the pre-indepen-
dence days the sympathy in the
U.8.A. for the ocause of India’s
frecdom, and the support ren-
dered was overwhe}ming, despite
ignoranoe aboat India’s history
and its inepirations. This ignor~
anoa nbout India, though it is
daily diminishing, still persists.
And it will take 8 long time to
dispsel the many wrong notions
that exist. As & people the
Americans are sensitive to the
smallest censure of their foreign
polioy, since they are new to
the role which developments re-
gulting from two swara have thrust
npon them. They genninely be~
lieve that the role is both altruistio
and humanitarian and henoce
deserving of appreciation and
praise. Any difference of opinion
ie theretore considered an attaolk.
It ir not appreoiated that the
very conditione that might de-
termine American foreign polioy,
may be just the one# to compel
another connlry to formulate o
different and even opposing
polioy. That people may have
the Bame objeotive yet adopt
different roads to reach it, is not
easily appreoiated- Yet, how-
ever much the voices of India
and America mey seem to differ
there is something similar be-
tween them: Amerioa i8 not un-
aware that we believe passion-
ately in the deroorativ methode
and are endeavouring to enlarge
our democracy both on the
political and economio planes.
What we hope to getacross more
olearly in the course of time is
that our fnll contribution to the
courss of demooracy and world
peace van bo made effective only
n our own way. Mutusl good-
will already showe eigne of in-
oreasing.

Between the SBoviet Union and
ouraolves, there has been friend-
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ship. On many idaues at the
U.N. we hnve secn oye to eye
with them, and on wany we
have differed as indesd we have
differed with the T.8.A. Bat
this has not diminished the
Soviet's respect for India ag a
neutral oountry working hard
for world peace anc¢ the freedom
of the snbject people.

Since Geography plays a part
in the foreign policiea I would
like to mention our great neigh-
bonr Chinas We ghare with
China a common culteral heri-
tage going baok for nver 2 thou-
sand years and whioch in apite of
long periods of mnegleot still
binds na closely lo each other.
In thie age of mutnal distrust it
is good to remember that two
great nations like Iudia and
China have been alsc .able to
live in peace and frieudship for
thousands of ysears- History
offers no oiher exzawple like
this and it ie important not only
for Tndia but for Asia and the
West that this wuunderstanding
should continue, India’s ocom-
mon frontier With communism
alarme Western obgervera-——they
expreps sarprise thot the people
of India show no sense of fear.
These people whose pattern of
life is adjusted to a standard

far above our means do oot
readily understand that the
threat to India, as indeed to

Asgia, comes primarily f{rom her
poverty. In our opinicn the
challenge facing the Vest today
is to sell the ideal of demooracy
as the best means to homan
bettorment to the vast maazes of
under-developed peoples; how
can puch people lacking the basio
necersities of life fear onything
atall except fear itself? It ie to
remove Lhis fear that Todia
worke and strives unveasingly
on the domestic as well ss the
international front. It is in order
to help in the attninment of
individapl liberty and to remove
all tendencies that 2uppress the
humasn spirit that she has pledged
her fall adherenoce to the United
Natione, and it is her oonstant
aim to develop f{riendship and
co-operative relations with &ll
nations for the oreation of a
better world.

has resigned from Chbief
Ministership of Madras State
due to lll-health. Madras State
Legislature Congress Party met
to elect the new leader of the
Party, Shree Kamraj Nadar,
erstwhile rival of Shri Rajgo-
palechari, defeated Shri Subra.
menpiam, the nominee of Shri
Rajgopalachari and was elected
leader of the Party.

Shri Kamraj Nadar is the
president of Tamil Nad Con-
gress Committee since last 15
years. He bad always played
the role of “king maker,”
never accepting any ministerial
post for himself. The Congress
Parliamentary Board has told
bhim that it was contrary to
Congress policy that tbe same
person should be Chief Minister
and P.C,C. president. The choice
befo.e Shri Nadar was delicate,
But at last he has decided to
accept the Chief Ministership.

The Congress Working Com-
mittee has called upon all Con.
gressmen not to join other
political parties in presenting
their views before the States
Reorganisation Commission,
The operative portion of the
resolution  states:  “‘Congress
legislature parties should avoid
moving any resolution on this
subjeci) and they should not
support any resolution moved
by other parties on this subject.
Congress members, if they so
desire, may, individually or
collectively, present their case
to the Commission in the nor~
mal course,

The Working {Committee ap
pointed a sub.committee of nine
members to consider amend-
ments to the Constitution of
India and to the Representation
of the People Act. The sube
committee has been asked tn
submit its report before the
Working Committes meets next.

The Committee decided to
hold the next All India Congress
Committeee session at Ajmer in
the second week of July and the
open session in Temil Nad next
Jauouary.

There was a split in Andbra
Gongress Legislature Party over
the recommendation of Ram
Murti Committee. Ram Murtj
Committee was sppointed to
enquire into the prohibition
policy of Andhra Government,
The Committee found that pro-
hibition bas totally failed in
the State and recommended its
scrapping altogether. This re.
commendation created a crisis in
the ruling Congress Party, as

The Committeo felt that it is
imperative in the national in-
terests to take steps to imple-

There was & great deal of
controversy in regard to medium
of instruction io schools and
colleges, particularly in Bom-
bay State. The Congress High
Command passed resolutions
advocating a policy of en-
couraging all the regional lang-
uages as well as English, while
promotiog Hindi as the national
language. The policy, it is
suggested in two separate resc-
lutions, should bte implemented
both in respect of the medium
of instruction in schools and
colleges and the language me-
medium for the Public Service
examingations,

An important feature of the
resolution is the recommenda=
tion that those whose mother-
topgue is Hindi should com-
pulsorily learn and pass an
examination in some other
Indian language.

The Working Committee also
approved generally the 7s5-year
programme which the Central
Education Ministry bas drawn
up in the stages of five years
each s0 as to complete the re-
placement of English by Hindi
at the end of that period,

Regarding cities and bi.
lingual areas, the resolution on
the medium of instruction states
that where there are many people
speaking a language or languages
other than the regional language,
public primary schools should
give instruction in the mother-
tongue, provided there was
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reasonable pumber of persons
demanding such instruction, l-n
bilingual areas, more partt.
cularly the bérder nreas bg-
tween two States, special faci-
lities should be given for
primary education in each of
the languages of that area.

The Committee has recom-
mended that progressively exam-=
inations for all-India services
should be held 1n Hindi, English
and the principal regional lang-
uages at the optioo of candis
dutes. In the event of a vandi-
date choosing Hindi or a
regional language for the pur-
pose of his examination, be
should pass separately in English
also.
