NEW DELHI, Tuesday.

HILE Mr. Jawaharlal Nebru, Prime Minister of
India, has been very guided in his pronouncements
on both the Chinese Communist terror unleashed

upon hitherto peaceful Tibet, and the Dalai Lama’s suc-
cessful evasion of Chinese attempts to capture him, the
Press and M.P.’s have been vehement in theit condemn-
ation of the Communist actions.

All Indiz, except the In-
dian Communist Party, has
welcomed with unconcealed
glee the Lama's escape.
“He will be treated as an
honourable guest,”
Government  spokesman,
“not as a political refugee.”

Once the immediate re-
lief over, feelings gave way
to widespread anger in In-
dia against the Communist
Tibetan terror. Indians, ori-
ginally angered by Chinese
delegations of Indian con-

spiracy in the Lama’s
escape, applauded Mr,
Nehru's  polite, clesely

guarded yet firm denial that
Tibetan revolt had been
engineered by reactionary
agents operating from In-
dian soil.

The Dalai Lama was to
leave Tawang on Tuesday
en route to Bomdila, head-
quarters of Kameng divi-
sion, the “Times of India”

" reported last night from

Shillong.

It said the Tibetan "God‘

of Mercy” as the Dalai
Lama is known among his
Buddhist followers, took
five days to reach Taqug

from the Indo-Tibetan
frontier Chutungmu Pass,
which  he ‘entered on
March 31.

The *Times” said the
party is proceeding in two
groups—anumerically large
advance group serving as
guard to the more leisurely
moving small group, head-
ed by the Dalai Lama, who
has to stop at many places
to bless his followers throng-
ing in hundreds the “dar-
shan” — Holy Sight ——of
their lifetime.

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A Salutary Reminder

HE statement by the Natal Indian Congress, pub-
T lished elsewhere in this issue, which again draws
attention to the basic iniquity of the Group Areas
Act, is to be welcomed. There is the danger that faced
with the immediate threat to upwards of 40,000 persons
living on Indian-owned properties in Cato Manor, and
attention having been necessarily concentrated upon that
area, the larger issues may become clouded.

The basic issue is that to decree, by minority-imposed
legislation, that persons of certain racial proups may of
may not acquire, occupy of continue to own ot bccupy
property in specified areas...that this is evil, and wicked
and a negation of democracy and of divilisatioit of what-
ever brand. In such a move, there can never be even a
semblance of “justice”” or “fairplay,” words prostituted by
the Minister piloting the Group Areas Act, Dr. T. E,
Donges.

The rub however is that while all non-White races
are adversely affected by the Act, the proclamations 50
far apply mainly to urban areas. And Africans having
been, by the Land Act of 1936, previously _been denied
the opportunity of owning land in these areas, the racial
group mainly affected is the Indian group. The 'inevit.
able result has been that there has been a concentration
of effori\to prevent injustice and hardship to the owners
aftected, who are, as stated, mainly Indians.

And in the welter of protests, even non-Whites may
themselves have gained the impression that only Indians
are concerned with this piece of legalised robbery. It
is as well therefore that the Natal Indian Congress has
pointed to the fact that there are thousands of Africans in
Cato AManor, who though they not land-ownets, are just
as much affected. And it is necessary for the Indian
population to be reminded that in the campaign for de-
cency and equity, they must, not, dare not, forget the
rights and the needs of other racial groups, in many ways
worse off than themselves. The emphasis must therefore
not be in having certain areas retained or declared for
Indian occupation, but for the present occupants and
owners of property to be left in undisturbed possession
or ownership of their homes and properties,

S the weeks go by, greater significance is being ascribed to the
Africanigt movement. Its leaders, in the Transvaal and in Natal,
have been particularly active of late, in which they have beer busy
putting across the independent character of the Africanists, as dis-
tinct from being merely a dissideat group within the African Na-

tional Congress,

This development was the in-
evitable result, firstly of the ex-
pulsion of the dissidents from
the A.N.C,, and latterly the cone
certed attempts by the A.R.C.
leadership to smash up the ine
cipient new movement. Then
also, the deliberate campaign con-
ducted by the Cape Town weekly,
f#‘New Age,” 1o discredit the
leadership of the Africanists has
apparently produced a opposite
result from that intended.

The conference in Johannes-
burg over the last week-end,
would appeat to have under-
written the emergence of the’
Africanists as a new political
force in the country. This move-
ment has taken tentative shape
and form. The big duestion
mark however is, in which diret~
tion will it meve? A seccohdary
but no less important question is,
will this movement take a racialist
wurnf will its leaders be mature
enough and strong enough to
tesint the obvious temptations of
the blood call so petfected by the
Afrikaner Nationalists?

One of these will repredent the
NWorth Sotho unit, one the Tewana
and Sonth Sotho unite, one the
Veoda and Teooga units, ove the
Xhosa unit and one the Zula and
Bwazl anits.

The Bill also provides for the
abolition of the existing repre-
sentation of Africane in Parlia-
ment and the Cape Provinoial
Counoil at the expiration of the
existing terme of office of these
representatives.

The White Paper on the Bill
saya that by presenting the Pro-
motion of Bantu BSelf Governe
ment Bill, the Union Qovern.
ment is.giving sn uneguivoecal
amurance of it Intention to
ereate eself-governing  Bantn
anits. i

“The irravooable first steps in
thig direotion have been taken,
and we are now moving to a
forther stage of this process,”
the White Paper says.

The preamble to the Bill saya
that self-government is etimu-
Iated by the grant to territorial
authorities of control over their
fand. It sleo says that the Bantn
mpeople of the Union do not con.
atitate & homogeneons people,
but form separate nationsl units
.on the basis of langunage and
_mnlture.’

It goes on to may that it is
desirable for ths welfare and
progress of the Bantu people that
thia be recognised.

The powers, funotions and
Auties of .a .territorial anthority
.are defiued aa follows: ,

It sball maintsin the olosest
poesible contact with the Com-
missioner-General appointed for
the national nnit in question:

It ahall agsnme a leading rolo
and where necessary afford aesist-
anoe to tribal and regional
suthorities within its area in con-
nection with matters affeoting
the material, spiritual, moral and
sooial welfare and edneational
intereate of the African popula-
tion in the area.

It shall endeavour to ensanre
the effective development of the
administration of justice and of
ocourts of law within ite area.

Conferences

It shall have power!at any
time to convene a conference of
the population within ita area or
of any porlion of or particnlar
members of the population or of
the national umnit -to which the
population bhelonge and wmay
iavite the Migpister or the Com-
mierioner-General concerned te
attend the confereace.

It shall be competent to advise
and make repreientations to ths
Governmeat in regard to all
matters affecting the general in«
terests of the Bantu tribes and
communities in the area In
respeot of which it has been
established, or of the naticnal
unit to which the popnulation
belongs.

It shall have power, aubject
to the provieione of any applio~
able law, to provide for the
establishment of markets' and
pounds; the control of the erece
tion and maintenanoces of bnild-
ings; the licensing and allocation
of trading snd other gaites In
respeot of Africans; and sny
rmatter relating to the exercige of
itse powera or the performanoce of
ite funotions or daties for whioh
it conniders it expedient to pro=
vide, inclading provision for the
delegation of exsoutive powers
to a committee or euch an
authorily or aoy African de-
signated to It.

- Regional Authority

It shall have such of the
powers, funoctions mod duoties
which in terms of the Biil are
vested in a regional aathority, as
may be agsigned to the territorial
aathority by the Governor-
@aneral by proolamation in the
-Government Gazette and such

other powere, fuvotions and
daties relating to the conduot of
Africape aflaire ae msay be epeoi-
fied in the proolamation and the
provisions of the Bill wbigh
apply in conneotion with the
aexesciee of esnch powers and
the performance of guch fonoe
tions or datiee by a territorisl
anthority.

A territorial authority is ‘ems
powered to make '‘enactments”
on these matters.

In addition, it may, in con-
nection wilh any matter in re-
speot of which the Governore
Qeneral or the Mipister may in
terms of any law, make regula-
tions or imposs any probibition
or prescribe any requirement,
and whioh, in the opinion of the
Governor-General, falla witkin
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the scope of territorinl adminis=®
trution ond whioh he may sssign
to a territorial anthority,

Other Powers

A territorial authority may
also make enactments or regula-
tions an any mattera which
Parlisment may from time to
time asgiga to it.

In addition to the power to
levy rates, a territorial aunthority
will have power to impo:e & tax
on African inhabitants or any
olass or group of such inhabit=
ants of the area. It may also
impose a tax on the income of
the inhabitants or any olass or
group of inhabitanta.

Wherebuch taxes are imposed
ths oentral Government will not
also ta\x these sourges.—Sapa.
