The Issues In Goa

—AVERY vyear as the anniversary of India’s Im.ie-
ﬁl pendence Day (August 15) approaches, tension
rises round th'e boundaries of the last remnants of

European colonial rule on the Indian sub-continent.
These- comprise the three Portuguese areas on India's
cast coast: Goa, Daman and Diu—area 1636 square rf:ilcs,
population 638,000. ° '

Last year the projected mass invasion of the terri-
tories on August 15 by satyagrahis (non-violent demon-
strators) proved something of a fiasco. This year it has
ended in tragedy—at least 15 Goans and Indians being
shot dead and 28 injured by Portuguese bullets. The
intensity of India’s wrath at this brutal treatment of those
who used no force to protest against a deeply felt wrong,
has expressed itself in riots and strikes in Bombay, Cal-
cutta and elsewhere.

\What is behind this controversy? The -Portuguese
arrived off the Indian coast early in the 16th century,
beat on finding a sea route to the spice islands and on
prosecuting their crusade against [slam, 'whose followers
blocked Europe’s old land routes to Asia. (n 1510
Albuquerque, with the assistance of a local Hindu chief
and backing from the ' great Hindu kingdom of Vijaya-
nagar, defeated the Mushm Shah of Bijapur, captured
Goa and put its entire Muslim population to the sword.
Thus was established the first European colony on Indian
soil,

Since then, Portuguese India has been “integrated”
into Portugal. It was declared by a decree of 1612 to be

“a member of the same kingdom just like any other
province of Portugal.” It sends representatives to Portu-
* wal's noi Very effective parliament, where they are a small
outvoted minority. As in Portugal itself, but more so,
the very minimum of pohtlcal activity is ailowed in Goa
and vmually no opposition. Of 3,012 civil servants in
1954 only 15 were Potuguese-born; but Portuguese-
descended or Eur-Asians hold the great fajority of posts
including 10 of the 12 for senior officiels.
There are more Goan officers in the Indian army
than Goan privates in the Portuguese army, and many

more Goan civil servants in India than in Goa. Goa has
been described as ‘‘a police state, though a rather ineffi-
cient one;” but it has been reinforced by Portuguese gun-
boats and Portuguese and African troops.

Ethnically the people of Goa are overwhelmingly
Indian. Their language is Konkani, which is the verna-
cular of surrounding Indian territory. Daman and Diu
speak pure Gujerati. 61 per cent of the total population
is Hindu: only 37 per cent Christians. Among the latter
many Hindu social customs persist. All but 1,438 per-
sons in Goa are of purely Indian origin.

Economically Goa is already virtually a part of India.
Its currency, its markets, many of its leading businessmen
and most of the colour which works its iron, manganese
and docks are Indian. But the most profitable of all
Goa’s activities—and one that adds to India’s- irritation—-
is organised smuggling of gold, liquor and luxuries
through the duty-free port, over the jungle-clad Indian
frontier. The value of this illicit trade is about £10 mil-
lion a year.  Officials, industrialists, nine- ownerg, mer-
chants and smugglers of Goa prefer the present economic
set-up to India’s austere and highly taxedewelfare state.
Labour is poorly paid, unorganised—no trade unions are
allowed—and remains largely inarticulate under the auto-
.cratic regime.  But a free vote would go overwhelmingly
for lndxa, against Portugal.

To Indians this relic of a colonial age 'is intolerable
after the British, and, last year, the French have liberated
their Indian possessions. Talk of Goa being *a province
of Portugal” seems simply an evasion of the plam facts of
history, geography and economics. The position is made
worse by Portugal being a dictatorship and Axis ships
having been harboured in Goa during the war. .

The outcome is a forégone conclusion. -But Portu-
gal seems not to have learnt how to relinquish domina-
tion gracefully in time to preserve goodwill, cultural and
economic ties. It must be hoped thiat Mr. Nehru, who
has occasnonally voiced his exasperation over Portugal's
intransigence, can hold his people steady in face ot the
shooting down of salyagrakis. Their cause and his
countrys is so morally right—and DPortugal’s untenable
position so obviously expused by the fatal bullets—that
India can afford a little more patience and magnanimity.

It would be a great pity il Portugal’s medieval attitude
were to provoke medieval response.
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Today, of all days, the joy of giving is uppermost in every heart

H £ non-Europeans
D]]q have no misgivings

whatsoever about
what the policy of the
Nationalist Party regarding
them is, What they have
sever yct been able to un-
derstand is what the policy
of the United Party regard-
ing them is. ‘The National-
ist Party Government has
made it clear beyond the
shadow of a doubt how it
wants to deal with the non-
Europeans. Recent laws
which it has succeeded in
passing affecting the non-
Europeaus speak for them-
selves and it has not hesi-
tated to declare that it has
Scriptural sanction behiad
it; that it follows the Old
Testament, which says,
according to them, that we
the non“Europeans are born
to be slaves and that it
does not pretend to follow
the New Testament, which
teaches us to love our
neighbour as ourselves. We
have so often been told
what the -~United Party
policy is but we simply can-
not make head or tail of it.
That is what has brought
about a split in its own
fank because even some of
the members of its own
Party do not understand
where they stand,” as is
evidencéd by the resigna-
tion from the Party of Dr.
Friedman and the resultnt
Hillbrow by-election.

We are now once again
reminded by Dr. Louis
Stccnkamp. U.P. candidate
in that by-election, that the
United Party policy in re-
gard to the Coloured voters
had never changed; that

when the U.P. Government
was returned to power, and
it was constitutionally pos-
sible (o do so, any right
taken away from the Col-
oureds would be restored
in full and re-entrenched.
But the leader of the Party
was not able, when a di.ect
question was put to him,
to givea clear cot direct
answer, Nobody was then
discussing the possibilities
or otherwise ol it. \Ve sce
that the Nationalist Party
is making it possible to do
everything it desires to do,
If it is possible to succecd
in doing the wrong thing it
surely is possible to do the
right thing. “\Where there
‘isa will there is a way."” But
the trouble with the United
Party has been that it has
always looked to its Party
interests and not to the
principle and for that it has
always tried to placate the
Nationalist Party.  Prin-
ciples evidently seem to
count with the English-
speaking psople only when
their own interests are at
stake as is happening today,
The non-Europeans have
lost all faith in the United
Party because it hopelessly
lacks sincerity. When ask-
ed to comment on the
coming  by-election Dr.
Steenkamp is reported to
have said ‘that a vote for
Dr. Friedman would be a
vote against the only Party
which could end the rule of
the Nationalist Govern-
ment. The facts are quite
the contrary. There is
no Party at all in South
Africa at the present mo-

ment in whom .the non-

Europeans can pin their
faith. If they give prefer-
ence to Dr. Friedman it is
becausec he has shown his
preparedness  to  sacrifice
sell for a principle. It is

only when the number of
such people is augmented
that theie will be any hape
for a better South .\fica.
Until then oune can only
have faith in God,

Dr. Steenkamp Explains
U.P, Policy

HE United Party policy in re-

gard to the Coloured voters
had never changed, Dr. Louis
Steenkamp, U.P. candidate in
the Hillbrow by-election, told
the ‘Natal Mercury’ last week.

When a U.P. Government was
returned to power, and it was
constitutionally possible to do so,
any right taken from the Col.
oureds would be restored in fult
and re-entrenched,

There was every indication,
bowever, that the Nationalist
Government intended wiping the
entrenched  clauses and the
machinery for enforcing them,
from the country’s constitution,
and if this happened it might
not be possible again to entrench
these rights,

He could not understand the
doubts in the minds of some
people on the Party’s Coloured
policy. It had been made abun-
-dantly clear and had been re-
stated time and again by the
leader of the U.P., Mr. J. G. N.
Strauss,

“The policy has not given an
inch to the Nats and remains
constant —the protection of the
entrenched rights of the Coloured
pecple and their restoration if
taken from them by the Nas,”
Dr. Steenkamp said.

The Coloureds themselves
never doubted that the U.P,
would continuz to protect their
voting rights  If the entrenched
clauses were nullified by the
Nats,, however, the Coloured
people and the Coloured vote
would beeome a political football,

- It might not be constitutionally
possible to re-entrench these
rights and the machinery govern-
ing them, once they had been
removed by a two-thirds majority
of both Houses of Parliament,
which the Nats. would have with

‘.the enlarged Senate,

This was the reason why the
U.P. could not give an unqualified
uadertaking to re-entrench the
voting rights if they were torn
from the constitution.

#If the entrenched clauses and
the machinery for their ealorce-
ment still exist when a U.P, Goy-
ernment returns to power 1then
the Coloured people can rest

assured that their present rights
will be restored in full,”

Asked to comnient on the com-
ing by-elettion, Dr. Steenkamp
said that a vote for Dr. Friedman
would be a vote against the only
Party whicl/l could end the rule of
the Nationalist Government,

SPEECH BY RONALD W. MORRIS

, The following motion was sub-
miitted at the Durban Parliament
oo August 22 by Mr. Ronald
W. Morris:—

th the opinion of this Hause,
- Natal has neither the in-
telligence nor the fortitude to
implement the Natal stand.
, “What do we mean by Natal?
As a Liberal, I would normally
aod naturally eean ALL the
prople of Natal but, so far, the
Natal-standers have shown no
inclination to agree with the
Liberals on this issue and, there-
fore, for the purpose of this
debate, I do not intend to insult
the non-Europeans who have yet
to be consulted on this issue by
the Natal-standers.

**And, so, logically, we buwmp
the question of the intelligence
of the Natal-standers who have
yet to answer the question as to
how some 837,000 European Na-
talians, assuming that they ALL
agreed to implement the Natal
staud, can hope to do so without
the active co operation of close
on two million non Europeans?
But we koow from the last Pro-
viocial Council elections, that the
Federal Party, which advocated
the Natal stand, only polled
20,519 wvotes against 62,530
Uaited \Party votes, so that, even
though !hcy ma3y bave won some
cyaverts in the interim, they
n:ed to more than double their
suyport before they can have a
semblance of 2 chance of imple-
menting the Natal stand.

*“Is this likely 1o be achigved?
O3 Juae 6, 1952, the famous
wmzeting of 45000 responded
magnificently to the clarioa call
of Gillic Ford, speaking for the
Torch Coxpmmdo, at a stage
when Torch had close oo a
quarter of a million adherents
throughout the countey which
wis roused to an almost militapt
md The gext National Torch
Congress gave its blessing to the
Nital stand and delegates from
even South West Africa and the
O:ange Free State commanded it.
BUT it was to be a last resource
and subject to the approval, as to
timing, of the national executive.

“At this stage, I warned Torch
that words would not win the
diy ualess the people and their
leaders were prepared fot any
ev:aatuality, T also drew attention
to the non-Eurppean question in
geoeral and ja Natal in particular
w.th particular emphasis on the
essentiallity of the thorough de-
velopment of Zululand and Ton-
galand in general and of the rest
of Natal, if Natal was ever to
stand on its own feet economicil-
ly. By tbis, I mean that, without
the active co-opcration “of the

nen-Europeans, we simply have
tiot got the necessary man-power
to develop our extensive un-
developed resources  with the
speed and efficiency which would
be imperative if we were to avoid
economic ruin before we cduld
establish ourselves. 1 koow itis a
popular fallacy that we could
throw Natal open to emigration,
but all the available evidence
proves that the mass emigration
movements of the immediate post=
war period have already been
made and that we have, in fact,
missed the immigration bus. At
the very least, it is pretty certain
that we could only expect a trickle
where would need a flood

“It was at this stage that dis-
scation set in and the retreat
from reason and fortitude set in.
Toirteen Nital  businessmen
wrote their notorious letter,
which received no adequate reply
from the Natal-standers and the
rot developed. A year later Torch
went into cold storage and all the
efforts of the Federal Party and
the anti-republican league have
failed to defrost the enthusiasm
which Torch bad built up and
without which the Natal stand
hasan’t a ghost of a chance of
being implemented.

“‘And bere I would like to pay
tribute to the undoubted courage
of a men like General Selby and
some of his colleagues... Would
that Natal bad more men of his
calibre. Unfortunately, patriot-
ism and courage are seldom
matched with intellectual fore-
sight into the basic fundamentals
involved in palitical issues. It js
true that General Selby as an
individual is aware of, and is
de'ply concerned with the pon-
Europran question, but, in his

abharence of, and in his haste to.

resist a Broederband Republic,
he does not believe that he bas
sufficient time to educate the
European electorate on this jssue.
From a short term point of view
be is undoubtedly correct.

“But do not let us be misled.
Even if it were possible to soatch
a short-term, victory, the victory
could never be consolidated until
the Europeans of Nartal have
learned thar the satisfactory solu-
tion of the non-Eurapean question
from the non-European point of
view is imperative to the success
of any Natal stagd, The opposi-
tion to the Government of this
country (as barely distinct from
the Government of this House), -
bas, for far toc loog, placed ex-
pediency before principle with
tbe present disastrous results.
The Nationalists oaly use ex-
pediency to sesve principle and
never as a substitute for it,

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PYARELAL, Gandhi's secretary

at the time of his death, now
has an office in the Municipal
Corporation building on Parlia-
ment Street, New Delhi. The
Corporation has generously given
him space for some of the
Gandhian acchives.  There is a
sign above the entrance to his
rooms: Truth is God,— Mahatma
Gandhi. Iaoside there are a series
of neat cupboards in which are
kept all kinds of written material
related to Gandbi's last years.
Pyarelal comes to this office every
day and is finishing the manu-
sctipt of what is sure to be two
historic volumes on the last years
and days of Gandhi. During one
of my visits, I asked Pyarelal if
he might spare the time to take
me to visit Birla Housé—the scene
of Gandhi’s last days and hours.

" I met Pyarelal at his al;artmcnt

next to the Madras Hotel in cen-
tral New Delhi at 7 p.m. Pyarelal
pow possesses 2 wife and a jeep.
At first hearing, this may sound
strange, that Gandhi's secretary
should have strayed so far from,
the Master by possessiag a jeep—
32 complicated machine born of
war—and also abandoning the
celibate life of the ashram for
marriage. On second thought,
though, Gandhi's death brought
an inevitable end to the close
circle around bim, and it is
natural and a real sign of growth
that Pyarelal (as Mira behn and
Vinoba) should possess a jeep and
that he should get married—to a
woman he met while doing com-
munal work in Noakhali in East
B:ngal. Aund so Pyarelal tock his
wife and myself 'in bis jeep to
Birla House.

In the pink sunset we drove
past the, beautiful, circular Par-
liament building, past the twin
secretariat buildings on the hill
with the erstwhile viceroy’s house
(i.nd now president’s house) in
the distance. We drove through
some of the diagonal streets in
the residential part of New Delhi,
with circles at almost every bleck.
Soon we came to Birla House,
just opposite the house of the
- British High Commissioner and
near the Yupgoslav embassy. The
vellow stucco house is still used
by the Birla family, but the guards
koew Pyarelal, We walked in-
side this well-furnished manosion
and down the corridors to the
far front, to the rooms used by
Gindbi. Here was the room
wheee Gandhi stayed those last
months in New Delhi. The deep
blue rug was the same, as were
the'magenta drapes on the two
windows, The plaster had been

repainted and the bathroom had
been done over from “Indian” to
““modern,” but otherwise every-
thing was the same, except in the
carner Gandhi kept a mattress on
the floor. Here is where he slept
and worked and received callers.
When it was chilly, a fire would
be built in the fireplace.

Then Pyarelal showed us the
adjoining sunporch. Guests would
wait here before their appoint-
ment with Gandhi. And the
door outside was the way Gandhi
always went, either left to the
prayer ground or right to a 'small
summer house used both for a
bath and for a retreat where
Pyarelal could get some secre-
tarial work accomplished. And
then Pyarelal reconstructed the
fateful Friday, January 30tbh,
1948. Gandhi awoke at 3 30 a.m.
for prayers. At 445 he had a
dtink and commented, “Who
knows what is going to happen
before nightfall or even whether
I shall be alive? He had a
massage in bis room, and then a
bath. He weighed 109.5 pounds,
He took his morning meal at
930 am He asked Pyarelal to
get rid of all arrears in corres-
pondence. As a matter of fact,
Gandhi worked late the previous
evening on what was later called
his Jast will and testament, a
document on the future of the
Indian National Congress. He
asked Pyarelal to get it in shape
as soon as possible and read the
draft while soaking up the Janu-
ary sun in the garden,

Pyarelal  himself left Birla
House carly in the afternoon to
da some errands in New Delhi,
since he was tn leave shortly,
again for Noakhali'to wind up his
wor.k there, so he could return to
‘Gandhi and accompany him on
a contemplated trip to Pakistan,
At 130 pm Gandhi had an
abdominal mud pack At 4 pm.
he talked with Sardar' Patel and
spun some yarn, At 4 30 he had
his evening meal, again pro-
phetieally saying he would see a
caller after prayers, *if I am
alive.,”  Aad with his “two walk-
ing sticks’ at bis side—his two
grand-nieces—he walked down
the lane under the red sandstone
trellis, saying “I am late by ten
minutes. I hate being late. 1
hkeé to be at the place of prayer
exactly at the strocke of five.”
Aod so to his death Gandhj
walkzd. When they reached the
steps, by common consent all con-
versation — and joking — ceased.
And Candhi walked into the
prayer ground, to be assaulted
almost immediately, and crump-

ling to the ground with a2 prayer

on his lips.

Pyarelal returned from  his
ercands that afternoon late—just
after five. He recognized Sardar
Patel’s automobile in the drive-
way. He hurried across the yard
and down the passage-way under
the stone- trellis. Half way he
saw Shri Chandwani running
and _mumbling something about
teleptione for a doctor, Gandhiji
has been shot dead. He stood as
in a nightmare., He tried to be

logical and said, well, if Gandhi

is dead, why get a doctor? He
returned to the house and a doc-
tor was called, In the meantime,
some rumaged around Sushilla’s
medicine chest (his sister was
Gandhi’s physician, but was in
Lahore that day doing communal
work) for some Adrenalin, but
Pyarelal pleaded with them to
spare the trouble, since Gandhi
had charged his close associates
not ta administer prohibited
drugs to him, even to save his
life,

Soon Gandhi’s lifeless body
was brought into the room—into
the very room where he had seen
him that morning and so often
those previous months., Sardar
Patel was at the prayer meeting
and so he was there. Soon the
others arrived: Mountbatten,
Nehru (who sobbed like a child),
Kripalani, Devadas Gandhi, ard
even Pyarelal’s mother who was
shopping when she heard the
news and got through the tre-
mendous crowds winh Deviadas,

The rest is history—how they
sat in the room most of the fiight.
and made fuoernal plans, how
the crowd demanded to see
Gandhi's bedy, how they tosk it
upstairs and displayed it from
the roof, and bow they hod 2
great procession to Rajghat the
next day. As Pyarelal was re-.
counting these precious if tragic
memories, we went around to
look at the prayer grounds—a
flat, grassy. piece of ground about
half the size of an American
basaball field. At one end —near-
est the trellis—is a simple sand-
stone monument, about five feet
high, with a little stone railing on
three sides. Pyarelal raised his
band and said, “There he was
when it happened.” Silently we
three walked toward it and saw
the inscription in Hindi and the
date. Flowers were strewn on it
by visitors—and many visitors
make their ‘way to this hallowed
ground,s now accessible by a
special path  from the street
Pyarelal pointed out the fence to
one side where waroing bambs
were thrown by the fanatic
Hindus a few days before, In
front of the fence was the sand-
stone building where! Gandhi

would sit during the prayer
meetings, Now it houses some

murals and Mr, Birla is turniag
it into some kind of a memorial
to Gandhi. Pyarelal said that
some wanted to have the whole
property turned over to the gov-
ernment as a national memorial,
but he felt that Gandhi wouldn’t
have accepted hospitality frem
his friends if he knew rthat such
hospitality would mean that they
would have to part with their
property. The Birlos had many
precious memories connected with
their New -Delhi hcme and they
ought to be able to continue to
use it for as long as. they want

before it becomes a national
shrine—which inevitably it will
someday.

In the quiet of the sunset we
lefe the prayer ground—Pyarelal,
his wife, and myself. We rode
back to the centrec of New Delhi
and I invited them to come up
to my rodém in the Marina Hotel
to see some bocks on Gandhi
which I had just acquired They
came up with me and we con-
tinued our talk, Soon it was
time for them to go and I accom-
panied them down the two flights
to thz street, At the base of the
stairs, just before sayirg gocdbye,
Pyarelal, turned to me and asked,
“D’d you know that the assassins
of Bapu lived in this very hotel?"

I did not! OF all the hotels in
New Delbi, I had to pick this
one. And of 3all the rooms in
the hotel, mine was only four
numbers from theirs. T found
out afterwards that the desk clerk
was a witness at the murder trial,
He told me that room 40 15 very
peculiar—either it  brings the
occupants vetry good luck or very
bad luck, so it seems since the
assassins occupied 40 on
January 29-30, 1948,

cause it is scarcely possible),”
writes Peter Fleming in an ex-
cellent introduction to this book,
that the Western traveller will
ever be denied access to wider
areas of Asia than he is today.
By ‘traveller” 1 mean what the
word means; I da not mean the
f aternal delegate or the official
guest who is given, from the air-
craft that bears him from one
cultural gabfest to the next, a
glimpse of the Great Wall of
Cbina. These, though they may
b: clissed as passengers, are
really freight.”

As the iroo certain closed
" temporarily around Tibet—that
wild and desolate land of moun-
tains, gorges, high altitude steppes
and happy people—Dr. Migot
tramped out eastwards into the
arms of the Chinese Communist
armies in 1948, He failed in
his primiry purpose of winning
through to Lbasa, Early on, he
was stripped bare by bandits and
relieved of all his possessions,
money, clothes, Undaunted, day
after day he marched on, a
middle-aged man in quest of 2
spiriteal grail, through scenery
often of unimaginable splendour
and conditions of squalor and
hardship beyond the understand-
ing of arfn-chair‘voyagcrs. In
the most exacting sense that even
Mr. Fleming would approve, he
was the most genuine of travellers.

He lived with and of the
people, whose language he koew
and whose religious tradition he
revered, eating their unappetising
diet, laughing their laughs, hunt-
ing their lice on his person, dis-
cussing their folk-lore and magni-
ficent metaphysics.- As a travel
book this one is superb, even
among the already rich library of
Tibetan saga. It lacks a little of
the high quality of photography
of some of hts predecessors; but
Dr. Migot bad to operate with
whatever camera he could borrow
in Kanogting to replace his plun-
dered Leica,

If one can pick a quatrel with
the author, it is for his reticence
about the faith that drove him
forward. “Asia kept 2 small
flame alight in my soul,” he
writes. *'The pervasive brutality
and stresses under which one
lived (in occupied France) made
me long all the more for the
calm, gentle, scented territories of
Buddhism.” Here and there
thr >ughout his book, there are
¢lementary discussions about this
religion, about bis owan initiaticn,
about the living tradition among
the people and in the lamaseriey,

But there could have been so
much more—perhaps there will
be in another book.,

Of all the religions of the East
and we sometimes forget, that all
the great living spiritual traditions
originated in Atia—Buddhism has,
perhaps with the Islam of the
deserts, most fascinated Euroe
pean Christians Dr, Migot thinks
that the West needs missionary
endeavour to recall it from
materialism to spirituality, much
more than these ‘‘heathen in
their blindness” who, though
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they ‘bow down to wood and
stone’’ symbolically, have retained
something infinitely precious
westerners  have lost—a living
sense of contact with the super-
natural. .

Dr. Migot doubts the efficacy
of purely political solutions to
the present problems of mankind.
But his belief that *spiritual
forces are more important than
ideologies'’ is much more frmly
based than, say, M.R.A.’s sort of
vague moral amiability. And he
is open-minded enough to see,
beneath its many obvious defects,
that Commuuism is “an expres.
sion of the human spirit"” which
has its admirable aspects,

INDIAN CITIZENSHIP BILL
HOME MINISTER EXPLAINS PROVISIONS

NTRODUCING the Qitiz n-
phip BIill in the Indian
Darliament, the Home Miniater,
Mr. Pant, gaid one of its olanses
makes provision for oonferment
of Indian citizenship on persons
of a territory which may ata
fotare date be incorporated as
part of India.

Mr. Pant said the Government
had tried to frame law in such a
manner ag to serve the needs of
the conntry fally and to ensure
a ptatne and dignity which In-
dian oitizanship carried with it.
He pointed out that the Houso
had to oonsider the mensure
urgently because people who
had coms over td Indis from
Pakistan had to be regletered
before the next eleotions o that
they would be able 10 en]ry full
rights of citizmeship,

Four Aspects

My, Pant said the Bill covered
four aspeots of oltizenship—
acquisition, renunciation and ter+
mination of oitizanehlp and de-
privation of oitizanship rights.
It provided for scquisition of
rights of oltizenghlp In five
ways—by birth, desosnt, rsgla-
tration, natarallsation, and jby
inocorporation of a territory. The
Home Miniater sald any person
who was born in India acquired
eltiznship by right whether his
father was a oitlzan of India or
not- The faot of his birth in-
veated him with the right of
oltizanship. Thers was only
one exoaption to this provision
and that related to ohildren of
thoee o diplomatle gorvices. A
person bura outside the oountry
ol a father who was a oltiz¥n of
Iodla wonld acquire oftiznship
rights.

Avother provision related to
ncqulsition of right by reglstra~
tion. Peraons of Indlan desoent
whoes parent, grandparent op

great grandparent was 8 oitizen
of India might be registered as
a citizon of India if they were
living sbroad. Similarly, those
persons who belanged to other
Commonwealth countries which
had accepted the principle of
reciprooity and who had agreed
and decided to admit Indians as
oitizens in their own oonniries
might also be registered.

“So far as other countries are
conoerned, even if they belonged
to the Commonweslth, their
oitizous cannct be registered as
oitizane of India in aby circum-
planoes whatever,” Nr. Pant sald,

Naturalisation

The Bill also provided that in
the cise of persons who were of
Indian origin, bot who had
married women of other coun-
tries, thelr wives conld aleo be
rogistered-as Indian oitizne.

Doeecribiog farther provisions
of the Citizwnship Bill, Mr. Pant
made the followlng polnts:

Abont natarallsation, the oon-
ditlons are that a person should
have lived in India at least for
geven years, and of these seven
he musat have spent not less than
four years exclusively In India:
He shonld owe allegiance to the
Iodian Blate, Ils ehould take
an oath of allegianoe.

When a territory- is incor-
porated in India people living
thers woald perhaps automatia-
ally beoome cltizing of Iadla.

others, dual oltizenahip is not
allowed in any _shape or -form.
We have tried toframe A law
which, while fally serving the
needs of our country and en-
suring the needs of cur country

and ensuring.a statas and dignity *

which Indian ocitizenship will
carry with it, will also give an
opportanity to them by registra-
tion and naturallsation to acquire
these rights. Bat all these oan
be done only with the approval
of the State so far as reglstration
and natnralieation ¢ are

cerned.”

Before Independence

The Home Minister explalned
that the right of oitizenship
started only with the advent of
Indis’s Independence.
we were Rovermed nominally
and ostemsibly by the ! Britlsh
Oitizanshlp and Alien . Rights
Aot of 1914, that Aot was modie
fied later and wag repealed In
1948. Bat onder that Aot wa
could only be sobjects of a
forelgn crown. e were gnbject
to all liabilhiies whioh are aeso-
olated with gubjectlon but en:
joyed hardly sny privilege.
That contlnued to be tho position
t1111947. In our own country we
hed no law of oftlzanship. Only

here from abroad than- for onr
own Bo when we etarted .with
a olean slate the Constitoent
Aessmbly looked 1into this
matter.

In thie Bill, as already
stated, provision has been mace
for s epecial eategory—Common-
waslth citizenship—applicable to
oMionals of all Commonwealth
countries, ioncludiog South
Atrica. '

Roplyiog to the debate on this
clavee, the Home Miniater, Mr,
Pant, made it clear, however,
that only Commonweslth ooun-
tri's whioch were prepared to
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give Indians oltizapehip righte
would be qualified for recipro-
oity. The clause did not carry
any idea of antomatio citizen-
ship.

Mr. Pant sald inolnsion of ihe
olanse in the Bill indicated
India’s snpport for wider oitizen-
phip of natipns and & step to-
wards the goal of world federa-
tion whioch Iadia desired to
aohieve.

South Africans

The Home Minister deolared
that it wae not possible for Sonlh
Africans to seek ocilizenship by
registrtaion in India, although
South Africa had been mentiuned
in {the sohednle as a Common~
wealth country. “It was not
possible even in the olden daye.
Even under the Natnralisation
Aot of 1920 this courae was not
open to them, Bat today, in the
face of barbarities that South
Africa is inflioting npon Indiane,
no oitizans of South Africa can
come here and seek registaation.”
Soath Afrioa had been incloded
in the schedule becanse it an-
swered the desoription of a Com
monwealth coantry. ‘“‘Besides,
there ie room for return to sanity
for every man aund every coun-
tey.”

domism if they formed mix:d
“guerds of honour,”

As thiogs stand there is some-
thing o trifl: comic about
White women demonstrating
sileatly .nagainst totalitarians
who respect only strength—
when these women represent
only the mioority of the White
women themselves. I am not
surprised that Cabinet Ministers
can afford to be so good-man.
nered to the Defenders, saying
kind things to some of them,
Di. Dunges even shaking hands
with one in Durban. Nor am
I surprised that most Cabiaet
Ministers choose just to ignore
the Defenders, Which totali-
tarian would bother about
paper democrats? Who would
boiher about people with a
divided mind on the ideals
they uphold?

But the country can no
longer afford the Juxury of
freakish opposition to Brij-

domism. The march to a
Police State started long, long
ago.

The African does not have
the vote and for this reason
will be of po help in a mixed
opposition to Suijdomism, it is
said. That is partly true, But
the African has sometbisg far
more elfective and far more
decisive than the vo.e; he ‘has
the numbers.

Aad, if the African were to
be invited to participate in the
fight against Strijdomism, how
might a start b» made? Furstly,
it would be a fine thiog if the
Women Defenders of the Corns
stitution were to include women
of all races when forming
“guards of honour” to Cabinet
Ministers, I can almost guess
what would happen, The Gov-
erament would be promptly
stuog into action. They would
no longer smile at nor ignore
the Leaguers; they would take
action to stop the demonstra.
tions. There is nothing that
they are scared of as a ugited
front of democrats of all races.
They are afraid of it because
they know they cannot survive
it, no matter what they do,
And such & froot is the thing
we need in this country,

If the Defenders are subie
quently drivea off the streats
they could take their stand on
invulnerable terrain—the Day
of Prayer, The days of prayer
appeal to me tremendously.
Firstly, each town or each
village would have its day o
prayes, when, for an hour or so
people would stop work and
pray. For a start they do no.
even need to stop worlh at all,

They could pray silently for a
few minutes and resume work,
From there they could go on ta
something more positive; to
stop work and go io pray. They
could go farther than that, if
necessary, as they acquired
courage. They could stay at
home and not work and spend
their time or at least part of
their time praying against the

evils of Nationalist totali-
tarianism.

The Churches, I believe,
would give a band. So would

very many men and women of.
gooodwill. The days of prayer

. would be few and far between

for a start. But as people be~
came roused to the evils ranged
against them the prayérs would
be held more frequently., Here
is a field of action where the
races " could work together,
peacefully, to echieve a con-
structive end in the koowledge
thet they were fighting for
right along right liges.

There is nothing in our system
ol laws to stop a man from
praying. If prayer gatherings
-are regarded as meetings, people
would bhave to stay at home
and pray there. Fo, the time
has come when we must meet
the physical power of the Na-
tionalists with a superior and
far more powerful force—.ur
spiritual resources.

struggle. It nevertheless coo-
ceded that it was the right and
the duty of the people as well

as the Government of Iodia *“to -

strive for the liberation of Goa
aund its intezration with Indis.”
The Committee hoped that the
Portuguese would realise that
the atiitude they had taken was
“indefensible” and expressed
the desire that the guestion
would be settled as early as
possible lest leeliogs should be
further stroioed aond future re-
lations of ladia aod !I’urtugal
nfiacted.”

1o Parlinment M. Nehrualso
spoke in the same vein, He
ruled out the use of force as
“unfortuaate and exceediogly
uowise,' when there had beea a
a greal improvement in the
Reneral world atmosphere an.d
humagpity bad taken a turn 1o
the right directior. A small
war, eveo if it was licmited and
contained, would be a step in
the worng direction. The Prime
Minister alsoruled out 1he plea
of some Opposition memters
that the Government should not
place restrictions on mass
Satyagraba as it ‘may lead to
large.scale violence,

Referring to the demand for
economic sanciions against the
Portugues regime in Gos, Mr,
Nehru said it was open to the
Goveroment to take f{urther
steps 1o regard to trade and
other matters in terms of the
Goveroment’s peaceful policy.
