“Daniel Come To
Judgment”

HE whole structure of Apart-

heid crumbles to pieces by
the decision given in the Bell-
ville Magistrate Court by Mr,
W. J. Vosloo, in the case of
Hendrick Bestenbier, a non Euro-
pean Town Coauncillor, The
charge against him was that he
steod in the queue reserved for
Europeans and thus delayed the
work of the Post Office. In find-

ing the accused not guilty and
discharging him, the Magistrate
said: “The Postmaster-General
had the right to divide the ,post
office into two sections, but this
division had to be coupled with
equality of service,”

The actual position is that
wherever there is apartheid the
service is anything but equal,
Invariably the European gets pre-
ferential treatment while the non-
Buropean is” treated niggardly.
This is the case on the railways,
post offices and everywhere where
there is racial differentiation, Let
us take the instance of the railways.

, Practically the whole train in-

cluding the dining car is reserved
for Europeans, Onec or two
coaches for non-Europeans are
attached next to the engine. Non-
Eutopeans pay the same fares
as do the’ Europeans but if
one would only take the
trouble to examine the coaches
provided for non-Europeans one
would realise what vast difference
there is between those coaches
and the ones provided for Euro-

peans, But tbat is not all.
The difference in  the fares
between the first and  the

second class is almost double but
there ‘is hardly any difference
between the first and the second
class compartments meant for
non-Europeans. | Moreover the
coaches reserved for non Euro-
peans give the appearance of
servants  quarters, because the
bedding boys, pers, kitch
boys, all are herded together in
the same coach meant for
non-European ~passengers, and
they make so much noise in there
compartments tifl Jate at night that
in the adjoining com-

N par.tmcms are greatly disturbed.

On the Orange Express which is
supposed to be air-conditioned,
the non Europeans who pay the
same fare as the Europeans are
not privileged to enjoy the aic-
conditioned comforts, for all the
coaches are air-conditioned But
those reserved for non Europeans!

Then take the case of Muni-
cipal buses, The new Municipal
buses in Durban, Wwhere non.
Europeans are supposed to occupy
only a cetiain number of the rear

seats on the top deck, the seats
meant for non Europeans are
uncushioned though the fare is of
course the same.

On the railway stations there
are separate waiting rooms for
Eurcpeans and non-Eurnpeans
but the distinction is very marked
in respect of comforts and con-
veniences,

And gcnex:ally speaking though
the non-Europeans are subjected
to the same rates and taxes where
is there equality of treatment in
the matter of providing amenities
of any kind for the non-Euro-
peans?

The Magistrate Mr. Voslao has
touched the very core of the
whole question,

If equality of treatment is
laid stress upon, as indeed it
should, then Apartheid will be
found impracticable, Apartheid
and equality can never go together.
Apartbeid owesits birth toasense of
inequality. The White ruler thinks
that the Black man can never be
his equal and that has brought
about this racial distinction, Now
if the non‘Europeans are to be
afforded equal treatment the
whole meatal attitude of the White
rulers  will ‘have to  change
and  Apartheid will  become
a tbing of the past, Mr. Vosloo's
decision is therefore like “Daniel
come to judgment.”

. ’]]"HE Bishop of Natal, the Re,

Rev. T,..G. V. Inman's
speech in Maritzburg, last week,
urging the imperative need for a
new approach to the burning
question of inter racial relation-
‘ships in this country, has come
none too soon.  We have not the
least doubt that the time has come
when 3 stop must be put to the
dangerously reactionary policy of
the present Government pursued
in the name of South Africa.
There is such an unending stream
of harsh and unjust legislation
against the non-Europeans that
it is almost impossible for the
man-in-the-street to kecp pace
with it. It is only adding fuel to
the fire that is raging today and
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is threatening to ruin this fair
tand. We are no advocates of
extremism yet if there is,a firm
‘determination on the part of the
injured to refuse to submit to
what they consider and the whale
civilised world considers evil
and to* sacrifice theirr very lives
without retaliating, we would
certainly not call that extremisim
and we would deemn it our duty
to encourage them in their laud-
able step. It must be realised
that extremisim is on the side of
the oppresor, who in the present
case is the Government, and the
voices we -hear from the op-
pressed, however biting they may
appear to the ear, are the wails of
the oppressed under the oppres
sor's hammer. You cagnot, you
must not, you dare not ignore
them or treat them with coutempt.

iﬁbu\’u OPINION

You must take account of them
and seck a remedy to Stop them. A
remedy has very wisely been sug-
gested by Bishep Inman. The
church has spoken. It is for the in-
telligentsia to  respond. The
time has come for the White
intelligentsia to shake off their
Iathargy -and to bestir themselves
and to act not rashly but intelli-
gently and wisely in the true Chris-
tianspirst. It is not too fate yet, but
the time is flying and something
must be done before it gets too
1atd,  If the oppressed people
are genuinly given bread and not
stonie we have not the least doubt
that they will be found amenable
to reason, What is required is
honesty, truthfulgess and sin-
cerity, which seem to be a rarity
in the present world and which
is the cause of all its troubles.

Malan, Prime Miaister of the
Union, The letter is dated 20th
February, 1952, and signed by Dr.
Y. M. Dadoo, President and D.
U. Mistry and Y. A. Cachalia,
jt. hon. secretaries of the Con-
gress:

“Sir,—We, the undersigned, in
terms of the resolution adopted
at the 20th Conference of the
South African Indian Congpress
held at Johannesburg on the 25th,
26th and 27th January 1952, are
enjoined to address youas follows:

“The South African Indian
Congress as the representative
organisation and mouthpiece of
the South African Indian com-
munity, has at all times striven
\to protect and safeguard the in-
terests of the Indian people
agaiast discriminatory legislation
and to ensure their honourable
aod legitimate share in the de-
velopment and progress of the
land of their birth and adoption,
in common with all sections of
the population, both white and
nop-white, In spite of all its
attempts, however, the position of
the Indians together with the rest
of the pon-European people has
.been rendered intolerable by the
discriminatory laws of the coun-
try. Indeed, their position had
become so precarious by the pass-
ing of the Asiatic Land Tenure
Act of 1946 that the South Afri-
can Indian Congress had no alter-
native but to embark on a Passive
Resistance struggle *s a protest,
and to x\.-.quest the Goveroment
of India td raise this question at
the Upited Nauons Assembly.

“Ir is ta be noted that when 2
change of government took place
as a result of the Geaeral Elec-
tions of 1948, and your govern-
ment assumed office, the Passive
Resistance struggle was suspended
and an approach was made to you
in your capacity as the Prime
Minister for a s1atement of Gov-
ernment policy.

“This offer, as you may weil
tecollect, was rejected and the
Congress was informed through
the Hopourable the Minister of
the Interior, Dr. Donges, that the
Government was not prepared to
grant the requested interview.

of the Opposition bas made
a Press statement that when the
United Party returns to power
at the forthcoming General
Election it will amend the Group
Areas Act to make it “workable’”
and “equitable.”  Unless the
Nationalist  Government  in-
troduced this session the amend-
ments the United Party believed
were necessary, the Uaited Party
would enact, among other things,
the following: .

-{3) Powers of public acquisi-
tion, after proper inquiry, with
the right of aribitation;

(4 Repeal of the provision that
inspectors may without warrants,
enter any premises at any time
of the day or night; and

Mr. Strauss said 1t was merely
malicious Nationalist propaganda
that the United Party opposed
the Group Areas Act when it
was introduced in 1949, zand
that the United Party stated they
‘would rescind it,

“The truth is that the United
Party fought in the Assembly and
Senate, with a measure of success,
to amend the Act to make it
equitable and workable. The
United Party will enact the
amendments still necessary to
achieve those objects,”

Poiat by peint, practical study
of the application “of the Group
Areas Act proved the correctness
of the attitude taken by the
United _Party in 1949, namely
thar:

(1) Compulsory provision might
be found'to be necessary, hu‘

compulsion should be used only
as 2 last resort;

(2) Where property cights
were disturbed; due compenration
was imperative; and

(3) Far better that the State
provide the funds and facilities
for alternative accommodation
when race groups tended to segre .
gate themselves voluntarily, as
was effeciively demonstrated in
Port Elizabeth, the Cape Flats
and elsewhere.

“One of many illustrations
which underline the correctness
of eut approach is clearly revealed
in the race-zoning reports pre-
pared by the Durban City Coun-
cil,”” said Me. Strauss,

““They reached the' conclusion,
stressed in vain by the United
Party in Parliament, that the
most important practical issue in
race zoning is: Where will the
people go who are now zoned in
areas zoned for another race, and
how will they re establish them-
selves?

“Effective implementation of
the Group Areas Act must go
even further than providing
alternative accommodation, It
should strive to make the alter-
native accommodation so- attrac-
tive that people will voluntarily
seek to go to it
' On the question of the neces-
sity to create means whereby
people deprived of their homes
should be compensated, the atti-
tude of the United Party was
equally vindicated by the Durban
seport. -

It stated that “‘the Act does not
make provision for an adjustment
in those cases. where the
race which is'qualified to buy a
property does not place the same
value upon it 2s the race which
presently owns it—small wattle
and daub Native houses or an
Indian temple have little value
or no value at all to Europeans,
Instances may arise where Euro-

pean  property ownerst will also

fail to obtain approptiate prices.”

The United Party, said Mr.
Strauss, would not permit the
poorest, or any group, in the
population to suffer hardships.

The most appalling defect in
the present administration of the
Act was that the Group Area
plans were being framed in slip-
shod fashion and not by advanced
town planners, assisted by
economists and bust who
could gauge potentialties.
