ference of UNESCO in Paris
on June 21, the leader of the
Indian  Delegation, Maulana
Azad, India"s Minister of Edu-
cation said that UNESCO alone
offered “one faing ray of hope *
for mankind's future.

The United Nations founded
for the achievement of peace and
unity, ke said, had in fact ‘ re-
sulted in a division of the world
into two warring camps.”’

Speaking in Hindi, Maulana
Azad observed, “ in the course of
last two yeirs both my hope in
Unesco and my apprehensions
about United Nations have in-
creased, 1 have always followed
your deliberations and activities
with the greatest of interest and
sympathy. This I have done as
it appears to me that in view of
disasters, which threaten the
furure of mankind it is Unesco
alone which offers .one faint ray
of hope,

“ Mapkind has in the course of
the last ceatury made pheno-
menal advances in the fields of
knowledge and material pros-
perity but this progress has not
been reflected in the field of
man’s moral and political achieve-
ments, Increased kunowledge has
led not only to greater provision
for comfort and victory over want
and disease but alas, also to an
increase in  man's power for
destruction and death.

“ This power is 50 great today
that without sense of community
of all men it may well lead to
the common Yuin for all,

“1tis only through re-educa-
tion of man that we can create a
sense of psychological unity
aud a sense of common citizen-
ship which the techoological
_ unity achieved by the advance
of modern science requires of
men.

_ Tt is true that some pro-
gress has been achieved aod in
the place of multitude of nations
each struggling on its own the
United Nations represents a
picture of two solid blocs arrayed
against one another. Neverthe-

“It seems only that hope lies
in Unesco which seeks to achieve
uaity in the field of gducation,
science and culture even among
those who are politically divided,
1 feel that if UNESCO could
achieve its objectives and create an
understanding it would make itsélf
felt in “the economic and io the
political field.""

Maulana  Azad said ‘“ today
UNO instead of being an instru-
ment for the achievement of peace
tends to become a platform on
which great powers struggle for
conflicting aims.  If therefore any
hope is left itis in UNESCO for
it is only through intellectual
understanding and sympathy that
we may yet avert disaster which
otherwise threatens to engulf the
whole of humanity.

“It is true that UNESCO is
hardly half " dozen years old but
these few years have been of
immense significance for the
future of man.””

Maulana Azad observed: 1
would like to congratulate
UNESCO for its realisation that is
only through improvement of hu-
man material, through education
in less fortunate areas of the world
that the prospects of world peace
can be secured.

“While no one can for the
moment question the programme
of UNESCO in these fields I feel
sure that you will agree with me
that UNESCO cansot succeed in
its objectives so Jong as the fear of
of war and destruction cripple
creative energies of man. Unless
this threat can be averted all our
effort to advance the education,
science and culture seem like 2
mockery. If the world isto be
saved from disaster we must, ag
intellifent men and women,

- decide what step UNESCO can

take to avoid the threat of war.
It will not do to say that ques-
tions of war and peace are
primarily political questions and
do not concern UNESCO which
is a body devoted to the advaace-
ment of education, science and
culture. What meaning can
there be in such activities if the
very basis of man's existance is
threatened.?

Wars Begin In The Minds
Of Men

“UNESCO has accepted its
responsibilities in the matter of
embodying in its constitution the
recognition that all wars begin in
the minds of men and therefore
itisin the miads that defences
of peace must be built,

“ It is proper for UNESCO to
think of education of the Future
generations but unless we take
steps to avert the danger which
threatens us here and ndw the
future generations may not be in
a position to epjoy the fruits of
its activities. To my mind it
seems that time has come when
UNESCO must decide whether it
will  reflece  political divisions
which exist in UNO or develop
into an instrument where men
aod women of knowledge, under-
standing and goodwill may meet
irrespective of political differences.
We in UNESCO bhave therefore
1o make up our minds whether
the politncal limitations which
restrict activities of UNO must
necessarily be of binding on us as
well.?

Unfortunately  the  United
Nutions has not succeeded in
bringing the Nations mnearer 1o
one another on 2 political plane
but must we not therefore make
greater efforts to ensure thatin
the field of education, science
and culture the nations may draw

UNESCO must not shut its door
on any country. In fact it should
go forward and kouck a: the doors
which are mnow closed to it
UNESCO should not wait for
any State or country to apply for
its membership but should itself
extend the warm standinginvitation
to all countries who are not yet its
members. It is the commnon
buman experience that friendship
begets friendship and  distrust
begets distrust. I have every
reason to think that once
UNESCO offers its help and

If our brief existence on earth
had no deeper meaning and pus-
pose than success as success is
commonly interpreted, that is,
the satisfaction of our bodily
appetites and worldly ambitions,
the qualities and characteristics
that happily, if illogically, are
still considered to be virtues—
{ove, kindliness, self-sacrifice and
altruism generally—would signify
not strength but weakness of
character; not virtues to be ad-
mited, but weakoesses to be
scorned and deplored.

Now, it should be remembered
that Virtue has not always meant
the same thing to different peoples.
For ipstance, in ancient Rome,
what time Rome was Mistress of
the World, Virtue (Virtus) was
synonymous with Valour, Bravery,
Courage.

The “virtue” of a thing really
consists in its “goodness”; in
what is esscnually valuable in a
thing; in what constitutes its
worth,

In its application to Man
(Vir,’ Latin, means Man) the
virtues are those characteristics,
attributes or qualities that consti-
tute his worth, bis value, his
goodness, measured by spiritual
standards.

For instance, we are admonish-
ed to do unto others, not as they
do uato us, but as we would they
did unto us. We are enjoined to
love our neighbour as ourself. We
are taught that greater love hath
no man knowa than this: That
he lay down his life for his
friead. (Friend, “Ami" (Fr.)
is derived from “Ame,"” soul.
It also means ““beloved’’; ““Amo,"”
1 love))

And, since, as we are assured
God is Love, love-divine; love
that is sacrificial, all-giving, is

accounted the highest attainable
human virtue. It is sometimes
called Charity, which literally

means ‘dearness.”

Intoxicated by the magnitude
of their material achievements,
the protagonis:s of modern civil-
isation have elevated smartness
o first pnomy among the virtues.
Smartness is the astuteness or
cleverness by means of which you

this (their) way of life and living,
Rugged Individualism.

The logical deduction from a
philosophy of life and living such
a3 that above indicated would
seem to be that selflessness and
altruism are, inthe fnal analysis,

can te and score over
your rivals.

Nevertheless, and in spite of
the prevailing materialistic out-

values, The fact must be re-
cognised and be made the tuling
factor in life and living that
every human being is a soul, a
spark of the divine, seeking self-
expression, i.e. of its god-like
attribures or virtues, through the
instrumentality of his earthly
body or wvehicle,

The higher, the spiritual, the
real self of man, must conquer
and subordinate the lower self of
the body and personality. Man
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rises to higher things only on
stepping-stones of his dead selves.

The Masters of the Science of
the Soul tcach thar, “The self of
spiritand the self of matter can
never meet. One of the twain
must disappear.”

The spiritual qualities or vir-
tues—the Hall-Mark of man’s
real growth and progress—can,
then, oaly be duveloped as the
Yfalsc virtues' or vices are seen
to be what they really are and
fenounced as not only unworthy
but unprofitable.

Africans Capable Of Shaping
Their Own Destiny

In his presidential address at
the Cape, pravincial conlerence
of the Afriran National Con-
gress, whick met at Cradock, re.
cently, Professor Z, K, Matthews
said the African people would
mnot rest satisfied as long. s
their destinies were in the bands
of other people, however en-
lighiened they might be, The
Congress was coovinced that
the Alrican people were oot
uvofi to determine or shape
their own destiny, and was re-
solved to wark for the ultimate
tormination of the dependent
status which was artificially
imposed on the African people
in this and other parts of Alcica,
The adaption of this conception
of Alrican nationalism had in
a way beea forced upon the
African people by the policies
followed by White dominated
governments in Southern Alrice,
especially since Ugion. The
African people had come to
realise that the only way to
qualify for ioclusion in the
South African nation was the
possessidn of white skin, and as
they bad no intention of chang-
ioy their skins, even if it
were physically possible to do
%0, they had no allernative but
to set their faces in a delferent
direction. “We must devise
vitable campaiyps to translate

out faith into action,”. Professor
Matthews said. “But we must
heware of those who can thigh
only of action in the form of
political strikes. In this struggle
it would be arrayed ugainst us.
Tbose who have the welfare of
their people at beart should
ponder very carefully over the
lessons of such political steikes
ns have been held already.”
