“IN PRETORIA

HE Treason Trial will

begin in Pretoria on
© August 1, the Attorney-
. General for the Transvaal,
Mr. W. ]J. McKenzie, Q.C.,
. states,

The trial will be held in
the new criminal court of
the Transvaal Provincial
Division, a building in Paul
Kruger Street, which was
for many years asynagogue.
The Court will consist of
three judges to be appeinted
by the Governor-General,

Arrangements will be
made by the Department of
Justice for the transport of
those accused persons who
do not live in Pretoria,

There are g2 accused,
originally there were 152,
but the allegations against
60 were withdrawn.

Counsel for the Crown
will be led by Mr. O. Pirow,
Q.C,, with six assistants.
Senior counsel for the de-
fence are Mr. [. A, Maisels,
Q.C., Mr. A. Fischer Q.C,,
with Mr. V. C. DBerrange,

and five junior counsel.

The time has arrived for
South Africa to get off the
party line with its catch
phrases and slogans de-
signed only to trap the un-
thinking voter and lead
him to the slaughter booth
where, after he has made
his #X, he is still not sure
what he has voted for.

The colour problem de-
mands the same fundament-
al approach. DNere soflt-
soaping and talk of segre-
gation with justice or guided
Black Nationalism, will not
solve but will aggravate the
problem. Black National-
ism is no different from
White Nationalism,

In the past, because the
Bantu had not arrived at
the same level of civilisa-

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Folly Of Separatiofi

HE advocates of what is talled positive apartheid
” are making great play of the fact that partition
holds out the only feasible soldtion to South Afri-
ta's race problem: The idea thight appeal to many, on
both sides of the colour line, who have grown up in an
dtmosphere where they saw human beings from the pet-
spective of race. And the danger niight grow from this
that these many might be led down a course which can
have only the gravest dangers fot the couatry.

Supposing the White man was willing to make the
sacrifices which would make partition a ptactical proposi-
tion, the division of the land and its resources could never
under any circutnstances be fair. If a count of heads were
resorted to; most of the land would teveft tothe African—
a proposition the Whites would never accept, If wealth
were the deciding factor, most of the industrial areas, at
least, would go to the White community and probably
most of the land. This the non-Whites (and not just the
Africans alone) would never accept. The man of colour
has' made no small contribution towatds cteating the
nation’s wealth and he would be entitled to a fair share
of it.

And, supposing again a separate State for the non-
\Whites was set up, there is no valid reason why the
Soviet Union should not use it as a stepping-stone from
which to launch missiles against the industrial areas of
the White Man'’s South Africa. The non-Whites thrown
out into the non-White State would believe it to be in
their interest to work for the downfall of that White
nation which exploited and oppressed them for centuries
and then finally threw them out to the wolves. A sepa-
rate State here would be a free gift to the Soviet
Union.

“On quite another plane, it is time the White man
realised very .clearly that talk of separation entails the
repudiation of certain values cherished by him. He
claims that he is here to uphold democracy and what he
calls Christian ideals of human brotherhoad. If he fails
to make his own ideals work in his relations with the
people he found in Alrica, nobody would really blame the
man of colour if he did not think’ there was much in
some of the things which the 'White man claims to
uphold,

Against this background logic and commonsense
compel us to see salvation for the country in an ideal of
united nationhood based on. values of life which would,
have a similar meaning on both sides of the colour line,
Only this can justily the White man’s claims and at the
same time enable him to convince the man of colour that
he knows what he is talking about.,

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How Group Areas Affect Durban

By Miss MARY DRAPER, Fleld Organiser far the S,A. Institute of Raca Relatlons In Natal

Affected Areas

F an owner in Durban wishes to find out if and how his pros
perty is affected by the Group Areas proclamations for Durban,

how can he do so?

The areas affected were listed
in a Government Gazatte Ex-
traordinary No. 6068 of 6th
June 7958 which may be ob-
taiped from the Government
Printer, Pretoria at a price of
6d. per copy.

As the Gezette is very diffi-
cult to understand without
seeing the areas on A map,
properly owners should examine
the large-scale map at the
offices of the Group Areas Des
velopment Board in Whitehead
Buildings, cnr. Smith and
Staoger Streets, Durban,

Areas zoned for members of
the White group are shown in
blue, areas for the Indian group
in red, and areas for the Col-
oured group in brown, Areas
not yet zoned are left blank.

“Affected” properties nre
those owned or occupied by a
person of A race group other
than the race for which the
area has been proclaimed,

For example, if you are an
Indian and you find your pros
perty falis withio an area
marked biue, i,e. a White
group area, your property is
‘affected”.

If you are an Indian pro~
perty owner with a European
tenant liviog in your houie,
even though your property falls
within an area marked red, i.e.
an Iodian group area, your
property is also “affected.”

Two Types Of Group
Areas’

Oace a property owner has
ascertained -that his property
is “'affected?, be should find ont
from the Group Areas Devslops
ment Board in which type of
Group Area his properly is
situated, i,e. whether it is an
aren for ownership and occupation
or whetber 11 15 an wurtea for
ownership and FUTURE occu-
palion.

All of the Group Areas proe
claimed for Durban fall under
ooc or other of these types,
and are shown in the Govern.
ment Gazette in two separate
lists called Scheduls 1 and
Schedule I,

“The law governing occupa-
tion of properties differs in the
two types of areas, although
the law relating to ownership
is the same, The position with
the twro types is as follows:

(e) Schedule I Areas are group
areas for ownership and eccupa-

lion of the group for which they
have been proclaimed (they
could also be referred to us
Full Group Areas).

Properties owned or occu.
pied by members of the
“‘wrong” group in this type ol

area would be affected as
follows:
(i) Occupation (Full Group
Area):

Any pergon of the “wrang”
group who is occupying a pra-
perty (whether as owner or
tenant) is required to move
elsowhere within y2 months
(i.e, by the 6th Jupe, 1559).

Therenfter ouly a person of
the “'right” group (i.e, the
group for which the area has
been proclaimed could occupy
the praperty.

Persans of the ‘*wrong" group
might be allowed to remain
for a furthsr period by obtaia-
ing a temporary permit from
the Group Areas Board, but the
issue of such n permit is in the
Board's discretion;

(ii} Ownersbip (Full Group

Ares):

An owner of an affected pro-
perly may relain the ownership of
his properiy for the rest of his life,
even though he and his family

‘cannol occupy, (Subject to the

Board’s powers of exproprias
tion).

If an owner decides to sell
his property, he may sell it
ooly to a member of the
“right' race group, ie. the
geoup for which the area has
been proclaimed.

If an owner dies, the prge
perty capnot be ioherited by
members of bis Jamily or by
aoyore else of the “"erong”
race. Should he (for example)
havemade & will leaving the
property to his son, ths exe«
cutor would bave to sell ths
property within 73 months of
death, and the son would ree
ceive the purchese price of the
property. .

Thete is nothing in the Act
maRiog it compulsory for ap
individual to sell Lis property
during his liteiime, except that
the Board can, if it wishes to
do so, expropriate the property
for & particular purpose, e,p,
development of a Eroup area.

Itan owner decides to keep
his property, he can only . lat it
to a tenant of the “‘right” race
group, (i, & member of thy

group for which tha area hag
bean proclaimed).

If an owner decides to sell
hiz property to a member of
the *right" race group, he
must first notify the Group
Areas Devolopment Board of
the fact that he wisthes to sell
and of ths price he is askipg.
Thera are very important pros
visions in the Act concerniog

tha purchase price of the pro-,

perty and the formalities inn
volved in selling. These are
dealt with in detail Iater,

{b) Schedule 11 Arerr are
Group Areas for ownershlp and
FUTURE occupation by mem-
berg of the 'right” group, with
occupanon at a date to be
announced in the future,

s eccupalion is not yel affected
this means that persons of the
“ewrong" race group may cona
tinue for the tima being to

243

occupy their properties,

Howaver, the areas will at
some fuitre date be gazetted as
an area for occupation (as well
as ownership) by membverc of
the “right” race group ooly and
membere of the “wrong™ group
will then bhave to move, In
other wards, the area will then
become a Full Group Area,

The provisions regardiog
ownership ‘are the same as
those in Full Group Areas
(above), i.e. an owner can keep
his property for the rest of bis
life, but can only sell or bes
queath the property to a mema
ber of the “right’’ race group.

Ag stated before, he can cons
tinue to occupy until it is de-
clared an srea for cccupation
by the "right” race group, but,
in the meantime, the owner is
prohibited from sub dividing
his land, erecting new buildiogs
or using the land for any purs
pose for which it was not beiug
vced previously,

philosophy and the Western way
of life.

No telf-respecting Bantu will
be satisfied with a limited or
second-class  humwan standaed,
stich as an inferior social position
or political franchise which exists
in name only,

It is either full equality or
nothing; and full equality, which
will mean the end of White
leadership, is neither in the in-
terest of the Bantu masses nor of
the White man

‘T'o talk then of Bantu franchise
within our democratic system is
sheer hypocrisy, or else political
suicide.

We are faced with the problem
that only 2 section of the Banmy
peopl? have reached White stane
dards while the great masa of
them are still in varying stages
of development but are never-
theless conacious of the progress
and the predominance of the
White leader.

The Answer

What, then, is the answer to
the problem which we must admit
both Whites and Blacks as haviog
equal claims to solve—within the
context that we are both here to
stay.

Because of our unequal num-
bers, different ways of life, racial
prejudices and different stages
of development, a partnecship
between White and Black will be
unequal, ecopomically, socially
and politically. It can rezult only
in the dominance of one race

over the other and will not finally
be in the interest of either.

Partition seems to be the oaly
answer, In fact, our country is
already fairly well divided, if one
includes the Protectorates with
the Reserves,

The Blacks have aseisted us
(true, not by their own choice) to
build our economy; and now it is
the turn of the Whites to assist
them (not of choice but of peces-
sity) to build a home where they
cao find political, economic and
socizl sanctuary.

If separate Black and White
States are not the answer, then
what is the answer? For all our
sakes we must move in that
direction without delay.

In A Nutshell

To put it in a nutshell: palitical
parties must take the racial pro-
blem out of party politics by
adopting a common aim,

Such questions as *“Whe will
sitin Parliamenat?” are ignorant
signposts to obliteration or sug.
vival,

Itis imperative that we seek a
aew political alignment without
attempting to destroy either of
the existing political parties.

Itis net yet too late (o save
ourselves—if there are men of
talent who can grow to men of
stature.

Lokitaung Prison Conditions

HERE has bheen quite a

furore in both press and
Parliament following a letter
in the “Observer” of June Bth
from five of the prisoners at the
prison in Lokitaung, Kebnye:
In-a letter to tbe Colonial
Secretary, in which he urged
that an immediate inquiry be
set afoot, Mr. James Callapghan,
M.P. summarised the allega-
tions of the prisoners so:

“They compleio that they
have been beateo, that theit
rations are insufficient, and that
medical treatment is ioade-
guate. Their major complaiot
at present is that they have
insufficient water and that they
are forced to draw it {rom a
contaminated well, although a
clean ‘well exists that is re=
served for Europenns.”

The letter [rom the/prisoncn
concluded: *it nmow appears
that it is the inteptiop ol the
Keaya Gavernment to sinrve us
to death.”

On June 77th Kenya's Chiel
Secretary, Mr, W. F. Coutls,
made n statement on. the come
plains to the Legislative Coun-
cil, Said he:

“'A counsiderable time before
the allegations were made pubs
lic the Government was aweare
of them and had iostituted and
completed investigations be-
fore the rumours were given
wide publicity. The allega-
tions relaled to lack of ade-
quate water supplies, visits
from relatives, ceusorship’ of
mail, tations and medical faci-
lities. Asa resnlt of the in.
vesligation which has been
completed the Government is
satishied that the allegations
were unfounded,” .

Mr, Mhoya fonnd the state-
ment “*'totally unsatisfactory
and unaccepiable”. He demand.
ed to know the npature of the
inquiry: whether it had beea
an independent one or carried
out by the department against
which allegations bad been
made. Oa escertaining that it
was the latter, he nsked for an
independent inguiry, but Mr,
Coutts said he conld not agree
that -another inquiry  was
nec:ssary.
