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STRANGE ZIC-ZAGS OF THE DURBAN RIOTS

ROM Wednesday last week Durban has been con-
vulsed in a series of riots and other demounstrations
which bave followed a most complicated pattern.

On Wednesday afternoon,
last week, hundreds of Afri-
can women from Cato
Manor, Draaihoek, Chester-
ville, Good llope and sur-
rounding areas met and
marchéd together/on the
Cato Manor municipal beer
hall to get the men to boy-
cott municipal beer. Their
case was that the Africans
did not bencfit from the
sales of beer brewed by the
municipality and to bring to
the notice of the authorities
this gricvance, they decided
to press for a boycott.

De Blank In
Accra

ACCRA, Sunday.

RCHBISHOP JOOST
DE BLANK of Cape
Town told a congrega-

tion here today that the
point had been reached in
South Africa where the
State or its Ministers *‘usc
every opportunity to vilify
the Church.” ’

Church leaders were at-
tacked and the Church itsell
accused of interfering in
political matters which were
not its concern,

“But the Church does
not interfere in politics ex-
cept when political action
trespasses on the preserves
of the Church, the Arch-
bishop declared, — Sapa-
Reuter.

But as the domonstration
soon showed, there werc
other grievances to which
the women sought to draw
attention.  Observers in
Durban have known for a
long time that the relations
between the municipal
Native Affairs Department
and the Africans of Cato
Manor have for some time
now been strained.  Some
of .the causes for this are
the way in which the muni-
cipality has carried out its
plans to clear the Cato
Manor slum area; the ac-
commodation provided in
the place of the demolished
shacks and the generally
tactless approach of highly-
placed officials in the De-
partment when they dealt
with the Africans.

Pan-Africanists

At about 3 p.m. on the
Wednesday of the Cato
Manor demonstration there
was being held in Durban a
very-well-attended meeting
called by the Pan-Africanist
Congress to protest against
the penny rise in bus fares
along certain routes in Dur-
ban. This affected buses
not owned by the munici-
pality and most of these are
Indian-owned, Between 700
and 900 people utiended.
They decided to boycout
the buses from Thursday
morning.

That night the African
National Congress and the

Natal Indian Congress joint-
ly made represeatations to
the Indian bus ownertodrop
the increase. Dy dawn the
following morniny they had
persuaded most of the bus
owners not to increase their
fares. It is said that some
of the bus owners, frighten-
ed by the prospects of an

anti-Indian  demonstration,
went to the other exireme
and cut down their fares
from 4d to 3d.

A few days later the Pan-
Africanists, who had an-
nounced _at their meeting
that the Dboycott was not
dirccted against the Indians;

Nehru In Troubled Kerala

TRIVANDRUM, (Kerala), Monday

Durban Riot Scare

Proves

False

FIVE scorpion cars, one troop carrier and three units of the Durban.

Fire Brigade were called out on Tuesday when miore than 250¢
women, mainly Afcican, converged upon the African Natiopzl Con-
gress offices in Saville Street, Dursban, This little lane was virtually

taken over by the women and the

teaffic police prevented wvehicles

from entering the sec jon of Grey Street between Pine and West

Streets.

But thete was nd need for the
police, nor for the sten guos
lying barely concealed in the
scorpions, Nor for the tear gas
bombs whick a police officer
ostentiously removed from a box
in the boot of a car. Watching
the whole scenc from a vaotage
point, I became apprehensive
when, with sirens whining, the
three fire brigade units stopped
and firemen began taking out
fire hoses. Fortunately, the police
officer in charge had sense, afid
kept his men in perfect control.
He also kept the fire brigade
merely on stand-by. Had the
police made or permitted a false
move, then the situation could
easily have turned ugly-and got
out of hand.

Women Good Humoured

The women were not demon
strating. A number of them had
attended the Magistrate’s Court
earlier in the morning, Fify.one
of them had been charged with in-
citing public viclence and appeat-
ed on remand. The Magistrate
granted a further adjournment
and released them on bail, They
aod their friends and supporters
were understandably  jubilant,
They gathered in Saville Street
to celebrate and to discuss. There
was shouted talking, and singing
and clapping of bands and:
dancing and prancing. But the
women were good bumoured
throughout, There waa never at
agy time any overt move, nor
the uttering of any word which
could'bave teasonably suggested
likely disturbance

But Dutban is much too riot-
conscicus and the police turned
out in focce, at least 20 of them.
After the arrival of the police, a
further group of about 30 women

joined the throag already " in
Saville Strect. By this time
hundreds of spectators had

gathered and lined both sides of
Grey Steeets, A large ' number
of spectators—not the women—
spilled into the street and were
shepherded gently back to the
pavemeats by policemen. Some*
of the newly.arrived women :

police, but were quietly hustled
back into Saville Street by Afri.

Who Was Behind The Riots?

SOME people are alteady going around saying that the riots were

engiveered by the African National Congress.

1 bave my own

steong differences with the Congress Movement but there is no doubt
in my mind that the story that the ANG is behind the ciots is a diety

canard,

What evidence do I have to
back this statement? In the
first place both the ANC and the
Conpress Movement know ex-
tremely well that Cata Manor s
a sensitive area when it comes to
the relations between the Africans
and the Indians. I ecan under
no citcumstances imagine the
Natal Indian Congress, which,
like the ANG, is 2 member of the
Congress Movement, supporting
cousses of conduct which have a
high potential for leading to the
murder of Indian people—some
of whom would be members of
the NIC and some of them re-
latives of the leaders of the NIC.

Both the ANC and the NIC
koow that the ANC does not
cantrol Cato Manor, {How could
these organisations  stimulate
friction when the danger was
very real that in the moment of
excitement the Africans could
quite conceivably turn against
the Indians? Only a lunatic
could provoke trouble which
would destroy him  persoaally,
1 have said in this column before
that 1 disagree very strongly with
some of the elements in the
Congeesses—but noae of them is
a mad man.

Realistic Steps

Far from stimulating trouble,
the Congresses—which are not
friendly to me——took surprisingly
gealistic steps to narrow down
the area of conflict. When the
Afcicans decided, rightly, to boy-
cott those buses which bad raised
their fares, the Congress leaders
ran right round Durban duting
the night urgiog Indian ~ bus
owners to lower the fares. People
who wanted trouble would not
have done that. What point was
there in stimulating the riots and
then turning round to step them
again?

The Pan Africapists called a
mecting in response to the de.
mand from their followers tbat
they should take a stand against
the rise in fares. Quite rightly,

_. the PAC did that. In doing i,
* they called a non.racial meeting.
The other non-Whites could have
_come to that well auended gather-
ing. That they did pot was most
unfortunate; it tecded to em-
phasise the fact that the Indjan
and Coloured communities still
1abour under the belief that they

will co-operate with the African
on their owa terms,

In spite of this, the Pan
Africanist [eaders in Natal urged
their followers to refrain from
doing any sort of barm to the
persons and property of the In-
dian people, Nebody was to
touch the Indian buses; all tbat
was to be done was o refuse to
board 1hose vehicles where the
fares had been raised. As a re-
sult of this responsible type of
leadership, the bus boycorts, in
those areas where the penny rise
was the issue, went on smoothly.

Sensational Victory

There is another aspect to this
matter to which attention must
be drawn, African diplomacy
scored an almost sensational vic-
tory over the penny rise. Inthe
first place I cannot think of a case
in the history of bus boycotts
whete the bus owners climbed
dowao as speedily under pressure
from the Africans as they did last
week. It shows growing African
pawer and unity.

For well koown reasons the
ANC cangat, in fact, launch boy-
cotts which would hit the Indian
merchants in particular and other
sections generally. That would
weaken the position of the NIC
and undermine the strength of
the Congresz Movement, Con-
sequently, it is not surprising
that the PAC, which is not com-
mitted to policies of cocking an
eye when the interests of allies
are endangered, moved in on the
boycatt aed took a firm stand
The pressure it exerted enabled
the ANC to pressure the NIC
into the position where the latter
came heavily down on the bus
owners and persuaded them to
yield to Pag-Africanist pressure
In the final reckoning this skil-
ful combination of pressures pro-
duced much economic goed for
the African community as a
whole. Most probably the ANC
would have done nothing effece
tive against the penny rise.

For this reason and others
which I have discussed in these
colums, 1 think the emergence of
the Pan-Africanists was a blessing
in disguise for South Africa in
general and the Africans in par.
ticular.

To revert to my point: Even
the conduct of the riots does not
indicate that they were systematic-
ally led To start with, the fight
was over beer. The women
attacked the beer halls  Then,
for reasons which are well-known,
it turned somewhat anti Indian
in the sense that Indian shops—
which had notbing to do with the
beer—were burat down, Agsin,
with litdle warning, the women
started attacking municipal buses.
Later, they attacked everything
connected with the municipality,
This zig zag movement indicates
uncertainty about objective; that
is the absence of a master mind
to plan and co-ordinate strategy.

ANC Volunteers

It has been said that Congress
volunteers were seen among the
rioteers. I do not know how
far true that is But supposing
that is true; that somebody re-
cognised them-—what is strange
inthat? Some of the Cenpress:
women live at Cato Manor and
where their people staged a
demonstration against injustice,
how could they sit back and fold
their bands ? What they do as
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private individuals surely cannot
be the responsibility of their
leaders, 1f I get drunk on the
streets the Liberal Party cannot
be blamed for that. And, as in
a faction fight, we can ask how
many volunteers were, in fact
seen and recognised, to justify
the allegation that the ANC was
behind the riots 7

The communists have perfected
ioto a fine art the techoique of
damaging the character of their
opponeats or those who see the
truth differently Thatis no rea-
son why those who oppose them
should follow 1hisdirty example,
The riots were a spontaneous
demonstration by people who
have gone through the school of
oppression and who now realise
thatin dealing with a cuthless
oppressor they have to do a lot
of thinking The riots themselves
sprang deep from the roots of
injustice and it is indicative of
the political maturity of the
average African man and woman
that a thoroughly explosive situa-
tion was kept under relative
coatrol and less damage done
than could have been the case
otherwise.

SK & man the time in the lobby of Accra’s principal Ambas-
A cador Hotel these days and the chances are he ‘will reply io
Russian, Arabic, Germup, or one of a dozeo other languages. The
Ghancian capital is becoming mote and more coimopolitan as
foreigners from all parts of the globle fly in and out every day.

Why do they fy haliway
round the world to Atcra—a
city whicb, though colourful,
has few of the pormal tourist
attractions? .

Since independence two yeass
ago, this little African nation
has been the centre of an ex-
traordinary amount of wooiog:
The reason is that Ghana, as
the 6rst of the African colonies
to win its freedom, is in a way
gsomething of a spokesman for
the whole of blach Africa, and
exerts considerable iofluence
throughout the continent.

Thus the Iscaelis bave helped
get Ghana’s shipping lioe start-
ed, while the Egyptians bave
aided with police training: The
Canadians have laid plans for
the new international radio
service, the Voice of Ghaoa, and
ths Americaas ace drilling bore-
holes and buildiog dams. Bri.
tain is training Ghaoa's future
army officers, but the Israelis
are setting up the flyiog school
which will train officer pilots.

France is interested in giving
economic aid to Ghaom and
Scandinavian coaches are train-
ing the leading Ghana football
teams. The Yugoslavs have sent
a trade mission to Ghana, as
have the British, Czechs, Poles,
East Germans, West Germans,
Egyptiaps, lsraelis, aod the
Dutch,

The United States has built a
handsome new ecmbauisy in
Accta; other countries have
well.manned diplomatic mis-
sions; and the capital is dotted
with signboards announcing
that such esnd such a country
is planning to erect its embassy
on the site. A

The Soviets have not been
left behind in a1l this activity,
of course, and have paid & sigoi-
ficant amount ol attention to
little Ghana. When e scientific
coanference in Accra was thrown
open to delegates from all over
the world recently, the Soviets
swamped it with & mission
pumberiog more than 29, Ghana
itself bad anly two mep at the
conference.

While there are anumerous
part-time representative of over-
seas newvspapers in Accra, only
three news organizations main-
tain resident full-time foreign
correspondents in the capital.

Oae of these is from the British
Reuters agency. Sienificantly
the othes two are from Moscow’s
Pravdn and the Communist New
China News Agency respec-
tively.
~ According to relinble reports,
Prime Ministar NRrumah bas
been wuoder pressure  from
the Soviets ever since Ghana
became indepeadent for the ex-
change of diplomatic represen-
tatives and the establishment of
a Saviet embassy in Accra,
Some reports have it that the
Soviets wanted an 8o-man mis-
sion in Accra. Dr. Nbkmumeh
reputedly has kept them at
arm's length, however, on
grounds that Ghapa was still
seeking Ghanaiaps of ability to
post to Moscow aud thus was
not ready for the exchaoge.
After two years, however, the
Soviets nre believed about ready
to move into Accra any day,
althougb latest reports bave it
thet the Ghananians have
‘whittled down the Sovist staff
to 38 embassy officers.

All this wooing from assorted
quarters is a heady businesss
Where has it left Dr. NRrumah
in ioternationel afinirs? Hag it
compremised the neutral course
he zet for Ghana two years
ago?

Some observers close to the
scene say thet Dr. NErumah’s
acceptance of aid from diverse
quarters is a deliberate policy,
designed to prevent any:one
pation gaining uodue influence
in Ghanaian affairs.

But if apything, despite his
public platform a nonalignment,
Dr, \Nkrumah bas eppeared to
lean more toward the Western

than the Communist world to
date.

It is to the West that he looks
for assistance with Ghana’s Ley
Volta hydroelectric  scheme,
This is not to say that in des.
peration, and if all else fails,
Dr; Nhrumah might not take up
any Communist offers that might
be forthcoming. But men close
to him claim he would do so
with many misgivingt—that he
would rather, in fact, do busi.
ness with the West,

Schooled in Awmerican and
British universities, and ip.
fluenced by Ghapa's ties with
Britein and the Commonwealth,

Dr, NBrumah has many boands
with the West and his eyes are
not closed to Commuaist exe
cesses, It is gaid, for example,
that bitter words were aired in
the Prime{M nister’s immediate
entourage over Communist
China’s recent actions in Tibel.
Neither has apparent Egyptian
disillusionment with Moscow
gone unnoticed in Accra,

Publicly, Dr. NBrumah iz

likely to maintain his neutral .

standpoint in world affairs,
However, he admires many
qualities and shills of the Bri-
tish and American peoples, His
“relations with a pumber of
prominent American businesss
mep, entertainers, and politi-
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ciaps are good. Kis British
landlady from his student days
in London was an honoured
guest at the independence celee
brations of 3957.

These personal leanings of a
man destived to play ano im-
portant role in African history
twill perhaps not be without
their value in the years abead.

Of Mali?

MAZZINI,uutil the other day, had really had things all his own way

in emergent Africa. To qualify for independence, it appeared, an
African colony must somehow or other show itself to be a nations for
only nations {according to a thought which Europeans seem widely
to have wished on Africans) cao be free..

Carried to a logical cosclusion,
however, this idea of a ‘‘neces-

‘sary nationhood'’ makes no sense-

at all. How many nations would
have to exist in Africa? How
loog would it take to beat these
countless clans and tribes and
language variznts into an appro-
priate mould? And why should
any such beating be requisite to
independence? There is, accord
ing to a different view, another
road to the same erd: a road by
way of federalism and the lingua
franca which French or English
or one or other of the big African
languapges can casily provide.
This road, currently/ runs
through the Federation cf Mali;
and the landmarks by which it
goes are peculiar to the thought
of French speaking  Afccans
whose Eutopean formation, so
far as that is valid, derives from
the French Revolution—the re-
volution for the Rights of Man
regardiess of colcur, creed, or
nationality.

Is this Federation of Mali, for
all that (and, perhaps, bzcause of
that), more than a'good idea—
mote than a splendid halo for
skilful politicians? Whsther the
answer i3 yes or no (and the
answer is not yet clear), Mali
repays a close lock: at least a
brillizant exercise in African pro-
paganda, it may at most be a
first step towards intellipent re.
orgapisation of a large and popu-
lous part of Africa. As well as that
it may yet prove to be a quin
tessential gift of France to Africa:
a gift of that best and indestruc-
tible France which has moved
freely and boldly among ideas—
even while its Governments and
Parliaments have been down in
the slime of colonial wars For
the notion of union by free
federation, overpassing national-
ism and leaving chauvinistic
mumbo jumbo far behind, is 1o
itz essence a peculiatly French
idea, 2 Jacobin idea.

- jChaaces Of Survival

The present "Federation of
Mali, whose Constitution was
passed by four parliamentary
delegations in January, is not, of
course, as good as its name. The
mixture in the boutle is not quite
up to the strength on 1he .label,
Dabomey and Upper Volta have

withdrawn from their original
commitment to membership; and
even between Senegal and Sudan,
two territories which npaturally
belong together, this is so far 2
Federation only by intent—little
more, as things stand now bet:
ween them, than 2 means of co-
ordinating common services.

The withdrawal of Dahomey
and of Upper Volta have pro-
bably strengthened Mali's
chances of survival. They leave
a peographical region which is
not so very different from the
Mali of the fourteenth century—
the Mali that Sundiata Keita
founded in the thirteenth century
and Kankan Musa brought to its
apogee around 1330. In Kankan
Musa's glittering years, indeed,
Mali stretched from the frontiers
of Chad in the ¢ast to the Sene-
galese Atlantic in the west. But
it never reached into Dahomey
and it never conquered the
Mossi peoples of the territory
which is now called Upper Volta
In so far as Mali has retained an
histotical meaning, its ‘‘rightful”
territories today are Senegal and
Sudao and Guinea; and to-day it
is the first two of these who make
Mali live again. But they make it
live with many ambiguities, as a
glance at the constitutional texts
will show.

Half-baked Federation

“ Administeative ambiguities are
more serious; The Federal Gov-
ernment, says Article 7, will con

sist of 2 Prime Minister and two
Ministers from each constituent
republic. Is this for povernment
or merely for representative cere-
menial? Such ‘“government by

In Republic

delegation” is precisely what the
three regions of the Nigerian
Federation have found to be un
workable. The Federal Prime
Minister, says Article 8, ccm-
mands the Administration and
the “Federal Security forces,”
But will it not really be the
French who do that? The
Federal Government, cootinues
Article 11, will communicate
directly with “foreign States in
Africa’—after special apreement
with the Community, But will
not France, which is really the
Community in this respect, insist
on looking after that? And who
in Mali is to be the senior repre.
sentative of the Gommunity: the
Federal Prime Minister or the
French High Commissioner-
General? And what powers will
African Prime Mipisters enjoy—if
and when matters of substance
are debated by the Execuiive
Council of the Community ?

I bave lisied these ambiguities
to illustrate the tentative and
provisional nature of this Federa-
tion of Mali;and not to suggest
that Mali will necessarily fail to
evolve into a working reality,
Paradoxieally, one strong reason
why this half-baked Federaiion
may possibly get itself, sooner or
later, cooked all through i3 pre-
cisely in the ambiguous nature of
the stove. French constitution-
makers, for once in a way, have
mapaged to tear themselves from
the logic of the text and allow a
flexibility of interpretation which
draws a wide distinction between
the old idea of the French Usnion
—Ilinked in hopeless rigour to
the notion of the Republic, one
and indivisible—and the new
idea of a Community which, asa
thoughtful French efficial re-
marked without much exaggera.

tion, ‘‘really does allow for
‘everything " Thete is plenty of
canstitutional room to move

around in. All that is now re-
quired—but this, of course, may
not be at all the same thing—is
political room to do the same.

The most substantial reason
why the idea of Mali is likely to
prevail, whether in this form or
another, lies in the nature of the
peoples and the lands involved,
“African history,” remarked M.
Gabriel d'Arboussier, bimself a
native of Djeane, not leng ago,
““has often been the history of
l1a ge units. All the great (West)
Aftican States of our past were
large or very large; and ir cluded
many peoples, But what the or-
ganisers of those old feudal Srates
d d by conquest we in our day
will do by federalism and by free
congent,"’

This makes sense throughout
West Africa, the oanly ubifying
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ides which does make sense; and
because of that, a deep and fecund
sympatby in the minds of many
French-speaking African politi-
cians outside the isolationist Ivory
Goast. It makes especially good
sense in the case of Senegal and
Sudan and Guinea (this Jast,
of course, an independent State
within the franc zone and not, or
not yet, formally associated with
Mali)  These countries have
modern ties as well, The Sudan
sends out its groundnuts through
Senegal. The whole of Upper
Guinea speaks the same languape
as much of the Sudan. One
important people, the Foulah, are
common to all three. YWhat effece
tive reason should these countries
have, once Eurape's controlling
hand is withdrawn, for staying
apart?

Greater Independence

How far can Mali now succeed?
The answer lies in Paris ratber
tban in West Africa; acd the
signs, so far, are fair enough The
break with Guinea is repaired
without any real loss to France—
indeed, the political experience of
living with an independent but
associated “"dominion" in Africa
may be valuable; while the cone
stitutional shape of the Com-
mugity is lefe intellipently vague.
The question is: What happens
next? None of these new ceun-
tries wants to cut away from asso-
ciation, even close association,
with France: but powerful and
often dominant forces in all of
them do want to obtain, and
obtain quickly, much greater
sovereignty thao the little they
have now.

This, po doubt, is why M,
Mamadou Dia, Prime Minister of
Senegal and co founder of Mal',
said not loog ago that the future
of the Community. was “a quese
tion of interpretation and mutual -
goodwill.” Given this condition,
he let it be understood, there was
no guestion of him and his friends
wanting for their countries a fully
independent status: on the coge
traty, he had come round to the
view after careful study of the
texts that “we in Mali may have
as real an independence as Ghaga -
or Guinea—without leaving the
Community.”But the condition—
a willingaess by France to see
those countries move farther to- -
wards independence—will be all-
important in coaserving their
links with France.

Chaos

By this time there was chaos in
Cato Manor ‘The booligans had
entered the scene and were a
complicating factor They burat
down the schools. including a
kindergarten - Feelings were rune
ning very high. Some of the
municipal Police were alleged to
have been beiting up the women;
their quarters were razed to the
ground.

Over the week-end the demon-
strations spread to Lamontville
and the remaining beec halls,
Clermont Townsbip decided to
take action against the municipal-
ity’s intention of purchasing
ground at Clermont, They boy-
cotted municipal buses eatly this
week.
