Dr. Malan States His Non-
European Policy

THE Prime Ministee, De, D, F.

Malan, addressing 4 mesting
et Grasfwater, recently is reposted
to have said, Somth Africa bad
not eatered the last war on jts
rerits but in e interests of
England b, i war came betweea
Comrmunisty and ant-Commaug-
ism, Sowth Africa wowld be
wholeheartedly on the side of
the  anti-Communist  Powers,
“This country, sbove all others,
will be m danger if Communism
wins,” said the Prime Minister,
“Before the Commusists fought
with arms, they fought by gainiag
ipfluence among sections of the
commusity such as the noa.Eura-
peens, who were 3 majority in
South Africa, and, by poisting
out that they did gat have equal
rights, persuaded them that they
were appressed. That has crested
a sitgatian in our country which
is slrcady dangerous snd which
cn become mueh ez danger-
ous i 3 forseeable time,” D,
Males said the Skier Commandos
ot been formed 10 revive the
interesty of the planeland in che
defence of the country and to
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guard the internal security of the
country. The importance of this
was scen in the demand on the
Nauves that all apartherd legis-
lation should be repealed and
their ultimatum, supported by the
Indiaps, that, unless those laws
were repealed, they would defy
the law. In this way, Commun-
ism was threatening the whole
European population.  “That is
why our first coucern must be
the .assurance of our security
within our own country,"” said the
Prime Minister, Referting to the
last clection, Dr, Malan said that
the Nationabist Party had asked
the country for a mandate, par-
ticularly on the Coloured ques-
tion, because, if that was not
solved, South Africa and the
European race would be over
whelmed. His party had, there
fore, come forward with the
policy of apartheid to counter the
non-Europeans demand for in
creased ' political rights and to
protect the position of the Euro
peans and their descendaats.
With the aun of maintaining the
purity of the European race, the
Government  had  established
seprate residential areas through
the Group Areas Act and had
prevented the mixture of blood
through the Mixed Marriages and
Immorality Acts. If this had been
allowed to contsnue, it would
gradually have led to the bas-
tardisation of the European race.
The Separate Representation of
Voters Act was necessaty, because
it had vecome mcreasingly easy
for Coloured people to qualify
for the vote, largely with the sid
of Government money sSpent on
their education and housing. Col-
oured voters held the balance m
many constituencies and m ny
did not bave the sense of respon-
stbility that a voter should have.
They bad been made afraid of the
Afrikaner people by untrue stories
that the Afnkaners oppressed
them.

Union Government’s Grant
To The M. L. Sultan
Technical College

‘The college receives a sub-
sidy from the Government based
on a certain percentage scale on
the funds collected by the College.
T'he College has to find one half
of the estimated cost for the
scheme, and the Goveroment will

grant the other balf. The College .

scheme s estimated to cost
£75,000. At present the College
donation is £20,500. For the
years 1952-1953 and 1953-1954
the subsidy ageeed to be paid by
the Union Goveratment is 10,000
per year. Since the Nationalist
Government came into power the
subsidy has increased steadily*
The Government has allocated
the sum of £37,500 for buildings.
. They set aside £5,000 for the

building, to be used up before
31st March 1951, and as the
College site was not available
the money has not been put
sato use,  The Government
agamst set aside £3,000 to be
vsed up before 3lst March 1952,
this too has not been used, be-
cause the College has not been
able to procure the site. The
Government has now set aside
£23,000 for buildings, for the
year ending 31st March 1953.

In a press statement on Friday,
14th March, the 9th day of his
21 day fast Mr. Manilal Gandhi

African National Congress, if
my appeal is worth anything,
that they should abandon their
decision to hold mass meetings
and demonstrations on April 6.
Europeans  throughout South
Africa wil' celebrate Van Rie-
beeck Day which they are fully
entitled to do just as the Afri-
cans are justified in abstiniog
particularly in view of the in-
creasingly  reactionary policy
pursued by the present Govern-
ment. But there is every possi-
bility of there being clashes be~
tween the extreme sections of
both the communities which might
bring about disastrous results,
which will not belp but will cause
irreparable damage to their cause.
For the Africans as well as the
non Europeans, the only way to
achieve their goal is not to abuse
the Goyernment but to carry on a
vigorous campaign for internal
reform to raise their moral and
spiritual standard. Without that
they will never be able to fight
nen violently.

What 1 would urge upon the .

Africans to do is to give the
European public complete free~
dom from the slightest fear of
their lives and properties being in
danger. -~
Today we ace prepared to kill
if we can but ate not prepared
to die. For followers of the
principles of non violence, kill-
ing under any circumstances is
taboo, even if it were possible ta
kill, One must be prepared to
die only and when one is prepared
to die he will no longer bug his
matenial possessions He will
be prepared to sacrifice all incly-
ding his beloved ones for a cause

they hold sacred. I dont thiok I
am wroang ia saying that very few
if aoy of us have reached rhat
stage.

1 have said that my fast is for
wise guidance to us all. I wish
to state that my fast is alsoa
prayer in its intense form, for
wise guidagce to Dr. Malan and
his Government t0 change their
extreme policy in regard to the
non-Europeans. Dr. Malan's re-
cent utterances declaring b
readiness to go to war to destrey
Commuaism, I bumbly suggest,
are not in keeping with the prin-
ciples of Christianity. The only
way to destroy Communism is
not to kill communists butto
radically alter the state of affairs
which have given birth to com-
munism. The noa Europeans do
not seek to usurp power from the
Europeans What they seek is to
be treated with jus'ice and
equality and to be given full
opportunities to live as self-res-
pecting humaun beings.

Buat the recent publica~
tion ot Bishop Ferguson-Davie's
pamphlet “The Early History
of the Indians in Natal, whioh
fe based wpon mueh the same
doonmentary evidence as the
Joint Committee professes to
bave stadied, largely repairs the
Commission. The Bishop's core
olusions wholly sapport the
Cambiridge History &nd alte-
gether refute the Joint Come
mittee. 1t may be argned that
thisis yet another instance of
honest diesgreement between
minde dispassionately etudying
the same evidencr; and this con~
tention might be sustained if
we were able to pee—am we
can in the Bishop’s ,pamphlet—
exactly what sonrees the Com-
mittee oconsulted and how it
bapdled the evidence. Bat no
reputable historian or impartial

" layman will fee! disposed to

accept an unsupported conclu=
sion which runs 80 contary to
the known facts.

In my copy of Bishop Fergn-
son Davie's  pamplet, which
ocovera the year 1850 87, I have
marked twenly passages ip
which contemporary opinlon
for or against the Introduction

.but not very significan*,
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of Indian indentured (“coolie™)
labour is quoted. In only four
of these passages is opposition
1o or reservation abont the pro-
posal expressed. Two of thess
four relate to the evidence
before and conclnsions of the
Wragg Commission of 1885-88
and only two—the voices of
the Rev. W. Holden and Dr.
Charles Johnstor—to the period
before the initial decision was
made iz 1860, ° -

No donbt there were other
individval dissentiente  whose
opinions have not come down to
us. If the Joint Report had
said that' the Iodiaos ocame
againat the wishes of some of the
Earopean  inhabitants,” the
statement wonld have bren true
Bﬁ.
ocange it ig gquite olear that,
sinee reliable and regular African
labonr was mnot available to
work the plantatione of the
Natal coss', the oonsensue of
opinion of the overwhelming
msjority of the Natal Eunropean
population was in favour of
the introdnotion of indentured
lshoar, which only India counld

be found able to surply In
sufficient nombere and on
acoeplable terms. 'The pre-

ponderancs of those in favomr
is shown by the passivg of the
second reading of Law 14 of
1159 (permitting the importation
of goolies wnder specified oon-
ditions) throngh the Natal
parliament without a division—
snd that the demand of Indian
labonr was not confined to
the planters is proved by the
very high proportion among
the early applications for In-

. dians for domestio and other

general oconpations np counntiry.

Now I think it is also olear
from . Bishop Fergueon Davie's
pamphlet that Natal did not get
Indians on terms which the
Europeans altogether ‘approved,
Bat in faot, if they wanted
Indian labonr, they had no
choice in the manner of terms,
for those were imposed by the
Government of India as the
oondition on whioh slone it was
prepared {o ganction indentured
emigration. The evidence for
this is the correspondence bee
tween the Governments of Natal
and Ipdia which preceded the
opening of coolie fmmigration,
the text of Law 14 of 1859 and
the farther assurance for the
proper performance of the terme
which the Natal Government
had to give the government of
India befare the lalter permiited
the resmmption of emlgration
in 1874. There were some in
those daye in Nalal—and more
partionlarly at the lime of the
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Wragg Commiaesion ten years
later—who believed, as others
like to believe to-day that Natal
got Ite Indians on the nnder-
standing that they must re eoter
indenture on {the expiry of
their contracts or immedialely
retern to Iodia. Many Euro-
peans thep, as to-day, feared
Indisn  cconomis competition,
thongh a few saw that it might
be in the, inlerests of Lhe ocom-
munity as a whols. Bat the
Government of India confronted
Natal either with the cessation
of Indian immigration or with
allowing the Indian to choose
at the end -of his five years'
indeoture to remasin io South
Afrloa 8s a free passoge.
Thronghont this early period
the benefits ocduring from Ir-
diaa labour were 80 obvious
and immense that Iondian im-
migration was welcomed al-
most upanimously despite its
{lrom a Eurcpean racial point
of view) attendant disadvant.
ages, Betweeo the ecopomic
recession of the mid '8o's, out
of which the Wragg Commission
arose, and 191y, when' the
Government of India (sot the
governments of Natal or the
Union which strenuously op-
posed the decision) finally
stopped indentured emigraticn
to tbis country, there was a
period of gradually increasing
friction. A poll tax of f25
(reduced to £3 by the intervea-
vention of the Government of
India) was imposed on wur-
indentured Indiaos in 31893 to
induce them to return to lndia,
In 3896 Indians lost the parlia.
meantary franchise in Natal and
that colony prohibited free In.
dian imigration in ;897. The
Transvaal in }885 passed the
Brst of a series of discriminatory
measures against [ndians, the
Free State expelled all Asiatics
in 3897 and the Cape restricted
Indian immigration in  §go6,
But despite all this evidence of
growing European concern with
the economic activities of frce
or freed Indians, the importe-
tion of coolies steadily con.
tinued. Io 3880 there were
27,000 Indians in Natal; in 1897,
41,000; 6 1904, 101,000; and in
19¥%, £33,000. From 3860-1911
342,000 Indian  indentured
labourers were imported in o
Natal under laws passed by 1he
government of that colony.

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RECENTLY, as I walked into

the sccondary school I had
attended in my youth, I had the
impression that nothing about it
had changed since the day I left
many years ago  There was the
familiar dry-as dust smell which
inspited generation after genera-
uon of schoolchildren to sefer to
the school as “the box.” There
were the long, echomg cocridors
and the classrooms into which
light filtered dimly through the
trees 1n the quadrangle, today
both bearing the scars of war.
Plaster was flaking off every-
where, and the staircase creaked
underfoor as 1 approached the
wing of the immense .building
that had been destroyed by
bombs.

Then, suddenly, I reached a
floor of the school which seemed
much more friendly than I had
remembered it from the past.
The vivid red and green of
geraniums showed in each win-
dow. Ip the corridors framed
drawings and engravings recalled
leaning events in local history,
and the contrast became even
more strilung when I opene the
door of what had once been my
classroom.

Io the old days we studied in
an atmosphere of silence and
immobility under the supervisicn
of a master who never relaxed his
severity, Now, I found about
fifteen children there, aged be-
tween 11 and 13, seated in twos
and threes at small tables, They
were working at teams, some

The children moved freely
about the classroom whose walls
were decorated with drawings and
models showing different stages
in the evolution of dress during
the Midale Ages, a subject which
had recenty been chosea for
study as a topic of interest.

worth alongside the traditional
system with its lecture recitation
approach to culture.

Subjects for study which have
stimulated the curiosity of the
young pupils of my former
school are different types of
houses as they have varied from
era to era and from region to
region; recotbstruction and town
plaaning in
the development of their port
from its otigin to the present day.
To deal with such subjects, the
youngsters have been shown how
to use the best techniques of
personal research.

This is how the children set
about it First, they huat for
documentary material in libraries.
They take notes and make
sketches. Then they interview
any available experts on the sub-
ject.  After this, under the
leadership of the reachers, they
do ‘“on the spot” research, ob-
cecving aod  asking stll  more
questions. Finally, they combine
their efforts in drawing up a
report. The presentation and
accuracy of these are usually first-
rate.

It is a practical methad which
caa awaken an interest io study
even among apathetic or shy
children who have beea dis-
couraged by routine instruction.
The head reacher mentioned to
me the case of a boy who was
lazy and taciturn — the sort of
child who, in the ordinary way,
would have been treated as the
“dull” boy of the class.

This child who did not want to
read or study had, however,a
taste for drawiog and, through
drawing, it was possible gradually
to work up his interest in other
subjects, even those which had
been the most difficult for him.

WNearly all the children have
made astonishing progress by
this method; and, what is still
more important, their curigsity
has been awakened and stimu-
fated at the same time as they
have learned to analyze, to unp-

1o the subject can be made. derstand, and to orpanize their
This bles the child: in knowledg For the curiosities
these ‘‘mew" classes to become of the child play a large part in

famtlar with a wide range of
topical and local questions, know-
ledge of which will later help to
speed up their social adjustment,

This “activity®’ method of edu-
cation is by no means new,
having already been applied ina
number of couatries. In France,
too, prior to its present develop-
ment in secondary schools, it
had been used, perhaps in some
cases subconsciously, by elemen-
tary school teachers. In its appli-
cauon to secondary education,
however, it bhas had to prove its

the formation of the adult thirst
for knowledge, .

“l always wanted to find a
school where the pupils, not the
teachers, ask the questions, and
where the teachers, not the pupils,
answer the questions” said the
American journalist Lincoln Stef-
fens about 20 years ago. ,

In these new classes the pupil
does not feel that heis just ane
of rany, The teacher takes an
interest in his problems, and
helps to solve them. He -keeps
in touch with parents, which

their own districts.

makes for a still more personal
approach 10 the children.

He does not impose an unyield-
ing discipline, but tries to give
his class a team spirit and a taste
for orderliness, A good class is
a team of real comrades, happily
discovering cultuce aud life.

Mastering a way of working,
a manaer of thinking, which will
later facilitate the rapid assimila-
tion of technology and culture
is, of course, one of the aims of
all  secondary education. Te
achieve it in full calls for a cer-
tain maturity of mind, an intel-
Jectual curiosity which is not
always to be found among 12-
year old school children.

For them, it is a weighty and
rather formidable honour to be
introduced, so soon after leaving
the nursery, to the company of
the outstanding intellects of all
times, and o be initiated into
problems which have confronted
humanity for thousands of years,

Despite the wide resources of
these practical methods, tradition-
al ways of igstruction are not
cast aside, Although the chiidren
do most of their work in class,
they are not completely excused
from homework and formal
lessons, They must do mathe-
matics, essays, history, like other
childrean.

In addition, however, their
teachers encourage them, outside
of class hours, to do personal
reserch, to seek for documenta-

tion which will enable them to .

assimilate methods of order,
analysis and synthesis, without

which no profitable brainwork is |

possible.

Social life also enters to a large
extent into the work of these new
classes. ,

Sympathy and understanding
between different genetations is
pot taught ta children through
lectures in moral ethics which
generally fall on the ears ofa
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The children in each class “adopt”
an aged and needy persom,ora
disressed family, which they visit
and hzl}). Isaw on the teacher’s
desk an enormous bundle of
books for one of these old people
that had been ‘““adopted.””

There 1s only enough tuoney
available to run these classesin

the early stages of .secondary
educaion, in France. Orly a
small percentage of children,

therefore, can have this pracucal
instruction between the ages of 13
and 16, and afterwards they join
1 classes with children who have
only known conventional teach-
ing. In these advanced classes,
young people who have had the
benefits of the “new education™
have gained at least equal rank
with classmates "whose studies
have been of a more traditional
nature,

From the results so far obtain-
ed, French educators are gene-
rally satisfied with the acuvity
method both from the broad
educational viewpoint and from
the more limited ooe of exami-
nations, so much so, that itis
eventually hoped to extend the
system throughout French Second-
ary Education. But this will
only be possible when finandial
resources make available the

larger staffs and the increased
number of classrooms which such

~“EPILEPSY

CCORDING to the latest offi-

cial information from the
United States, medics! opinion
these considers that the dangers
of epilepsy being transmitted to
offspring have been much ex-
aggerated, It is considered that,
while the tendency to epilepsy
can certainly be inherited, that
tendency can be offset by many
other factors such as sound vital
organs, good intelligence and
satisfactory development of the
personality especially in regard to
relationships  with other people
and the community in general.
This is a big departure from the
usual orthodox attitude previously
maintained, but it accords more
with the Natute Cure view.

Naturopaths who use Homoeo-
pathy are convinced that, if their
methods were given a fair/ trial,
at least 50 per cent of the inmates
epileptic home could be cured
with’'n 6 months or so—many in
fess time. Of course, they do not
maintain that every case can be
cured. Where the brain has

, definitely been injured, or there
is some gross lesion of the spine
thar cannot be re-adjusted, na-
wurally no cure can be hoped for.,
Vet even in these cases, the Nature
Cure specialist is certain that his
methods will afford greater relief
than can possibly be obtained by
the usual treatments by orthodox
medicine with its powerful drugs
and sedatives, to make no mention
of such horrors as electrical shock
treatment.  In this connection it
is illuminating to read a fairly
recent scientific pronouncement
gn certain phases of electrical
shock treatment. It was casually
announced that in 23 per cent of
cases, the patient has such violent
convulsions when undergoing
shock treatment that bones are
broken  But, it was pointed out
with magnificent indifference, this
must not be considered as bad as
it sounds, since most of the break-
ages occur in certain vertebrae,
,bores of the spire. To the
orthodox mind such occurrences
ate icsignificant and meaningless
trifles. But I would hike to know
how an osteopath or chiropactor
would view such happenings.
-They koow the significance of
spinal injury ‘aad its relationship
to general health,

Epilepsy is a mast unpleasant
n-;a|ady that is exceedingly resist-
ant to orthodox trearment and
requites very strict Nature Cure
methods for satisfactory results,
JActually, of course, it is a dis-
order of the nervous system.

There are two main forms: the
one, called Grand Mal being
characterised by convulsions; and
the other, Petrt Mal being with-
out convulsions and sometimes
even without falling fits.

In Grand Mal there are most
horrible fits with loss of con-
sciousness, often ghastly noises,
loss of control of the bowels and
bladder, foaming at the mouth,
vomiting, and afterwards con-
siderable depression and weak-
ness both physical and mental.
‘There is usually a peculiar pre-
liminary sensation, called an
“aura,” before an attack. This
sensation varies greatly in differ-
eat people and it is often of the
utmost value in aiding the healer
to deeide on the most appropriate
homeeopathic remedy to give for
the particular case. Frequenmly
the “aura’ consists of a peculiar
dreamy state There may be dots
and flashes of light before the
eyes, Sometimes there is a sen-
sation as of a mouse running up
the leg, or a bird clutching with
its claw on the knees Or there
may be a choking sensation arising
from the pit of the stomach and
reaching the throat.  Very com-
plicated and remarkable sensa-
tions are occasionally the mark of
the “aura,”  Whatever they may
be, the patient learns to associate
them with an attack of which
they are the preliminary symptoms
or warning.

In the case of Petit Mal, there
are no convulsions and the attack
is very brief, so brief indeced that
the patient often does not cven
fall, There is a momentary Joss
of consciousness, the person.urns
pale or makes funny faces, the
pupils become enlarged and the
face sets into a srarc. Whatever
is being done at the moment 1s
stopped suddenly. The sufferer
may be in the middle of speaking
but will suddenly cease. Any
work being done stops at once.
Articles in the hands are dropped.
Sometimes the patient passes
water involuntarily.

The whole attack may last only
a few seconds and a person may
be a sufferer for a lifetime with-
out anybody else becoming aware
of it. YThe patient himself is often
unaware of anything having hap-
pened beyond bis having ex-
perienced “another funny feel-
ing."”

‘The harmful effects of epileptic
attacks can be very great indeed,

The mind is often enfecbled and
tHe personality altered. A stage
ic reached where a condition
koown as “automatism" may
supervene; then the patient does
all kinds of things in an automatic
state without being the less aware
of it. Some of the most terrible
murders have been committed
when the person responsible was
in this condition. And all sorts
of other criminal acts may be
performed. Sex crimes, for
instance, are often related to
epilepsy.  These are undoubted-
Iy due to the fact that sex often
has a lot to do with epilepsy. Of
course, it would be wrong to say
that epilepsy is always due to sex.
Rather, it is the other way about.
Sex is closely related to thes
nervous system, and epilepsy is
a form of derangement of the
nervous system.  Any sexual ex-
citement can, therefore, have a
profound effect on the nervous
system of an epileptic. But, apart
from these much-to-be feared
consequences  of epileptic fits,
there are any amount of danger-
ous situations that can arise, A
petson having a fit in bed, es-
pecially during sleep, can quite
easily turn over and be smothered
by the face being buried in the
pillows. Many a sufferer bhas
fallen into a fire and been badly
burned. And there can be no
doubt that numbers of mysterious
motor car accidents originated
from the drivers having an attack,
however slight, while at the wheel.
As a matter of fact, epileptic fits
can give rise 10 such dangerous
accidents that patients often ex-
perience extreme difficulty in
obtaining and keeping employ-
ment.  For this reason, there are
institutions which look after them
and give them compa-atively safe
jobs such as gardening. Un-
fostunately, so far as I am aware,
none of these places get down to
radical Nature Cure methods of
treatment.  Too often, it is to be
feared, the poor sufferers are
doped and drugged with sub-.
stances to deaden their nerves,
reduce the sex urge, and keep
them quiet. Unfortunately this
kind of treatment also serves to
increase the constipation from:
which most epileptics are chronic
suffecers, and they only add 1o
the mass of poisons with which
the poor patient’s system is pack-
ed. It is this condition of being
saturated with poisoas that is the

chief cause of the gross irritation

The first thing the Nature
Cure practitioner aims at is to
clean the bowels and to keep
them clean and open. As soon as
anybody with a tendency towards
epilepsy becomes constipated, he is
heading straight for trouble. So

Another thing is to cut out all
meat—positively and completely.
Flesh-eating has some very close
connection with epilepsy and it
is almost impossible to effect and
maintain a cure if the patient eats
meat. Actually, of course, this is
closely bound up with the tend-
ency towards constipation, for
meat turas into rank poison in a
sluggish bowel.

A third essential is that the
patient musc not under any cir-
cumstances have any alcoholic
beverages of any kind.

And fourthly, the scx life must
be regulated and brought under ,
control. It would be very wrong
to say that all cases of epilepsy
are due to sexual troubles, But
there is no question about it that
in many cases of epilepsy, attacks
can be traced directly to such bad
practices as masturbation or over-
excitement sexually. ‘This is so
well known that allopaths usually
dope epileptics with bromides “to
keep their natures down,” and
one of the greatest homoeopathic
remedies for epilepsy is B fo, a
substance that counteracts all
kinds of low sexual tendencies.

Instead of doping, drugging
and further poisoning the poor
victim of epileptic fits, the wise
Nature Cure practitioner uses
every rattonal means to cleanse
the blood, the bowels and the
whole body, including the mind,
A wholesome and nutritious na-
tural diet consisting of plentiful
fresh raw foods such as vegetables,
salads and fruits, with whalemeal
bread, is absolutely essential. All
stimulating  substances, condi-
ments, meat, sweets, excessive
starches and other things so often
to be found bn people's tables,
are positively forbidden.

Why is it that those whe claim
to know better are so often blind
to things that are obvious? Vomit-
ing and involuntaty motions of
the bowel. are very frequent con-
comitants of epileptic atcacks.
Surely it should be evident (o the
mast stupid that there is some-
thing wrong with the food, that
the digestive system is grievously
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upset, and that this has a great
deal 1o do with the attack? But
no—1I suppnse we shall always
pave “‘blind leaders of the blind.”

By means of hydrotherapy (the
water cure with sitz baths, wet
packs and so on). rectal dilation,
massage, manipulation, dietetics,

exercises, psycholopical treatment, .

sun and air baths, and appro-
priate homoeopathic remedies,
the body of a epileptic can be
cleansed, purified and streogthen-
ed, to the stage where his dread-
ful trouble is a thing fof the past.
Life then becomes some*hing new,
better and more worthwhile for
him. But the price of his con-
tinued pood health is strict and
rigid adherence to the Nature
Cure way of living.  If the back
glides, he will find himself in
serious t ouble. But if he bravely
-and wisely pessists op the right
course, he will experience an en-
joyment of living that will be
more than worthwhile the trouble
taken, even though this happy
stage may not be reached without
many months of faithful and
strenuous endeavour on the part
of both patient and practitioner.
Let there be no misunderstand-
ing.
