HE political fight between Sabra and the Prime

give to South African political life its peculiar tempo.
In the following article which recently appeared in the
Johannesburg “Sunday Times,” Professor L. J. du Plessis
attacks openly some of Dr. Verwoerd's “glaring mis-

takes,” Y
Notwithstanding Dr. Ver-
woerd's reaily excellent

achievements in implement.
ing the policy of separate
development for our main
racial groups — especially
the Bantu—! am convinced
that his present policy is
the ‘main obstacle to our
further national progress, an
obstacle that might easily
become fatal.

1 shall, therefore, describe
a few of Dr. Verwoerd's
glaring political mistakes,
with the main emphasis on
the most recemnt.

But it may be useful to
hark back to 1941, to illus-
trate his background of
tigorous authoritarianism,.

Authoritarian

At that time he was, on
the one hand, working into
the well-known draft re:
publican constitution cer-
tain authoritarian and cor-
porative ideas, taken from
. Salazar's Portuguese Con-
stitution; and, on the other
hand. at the same time was
running down Mr. Pirow
and Dr. Van Rensburg on
account of their very similar
National Socialism.

Their principal sin, es-
pecially that of Dr. Van

Rensburg, was their. inde-
pendent attitude vis-a-vis
the party junta,

Luckily the resulting rift
was largely healed by the
understanding achieved be-
tween Dr. Malan and Mr.
Havenga, much later.

A more recent but per-
haps more costly mistake
was Dr. Verwoerd's break
with SABRA, because this
body dared to suggest con-
sultation with non-White

leaders outside Africanareas
and without the patronage
of Dr. Verwoerd's depart-
ment.

The same tendency was
evidenced by his closing of
Durban’s [nternational Club
and his attempt to avoid
mixed senates and councils
in the new university col-
leges for Coloureds, Indians
and Bantu.

But the really fatal mis-
takes in Dr.
policy touch the foundation
of our co-existence with the
emerging pan-Africa.

Impossible
With the new states

arising north of the Zam-
besi Dr. Verwoerd wants

The African Giant
was awakening from bis aeong
of sleep: In trying to rlae, hae
fonnd himeelf Impeded by the
shackles with whioh he had
been bound while in stupor.

Economic Chaos Would Damage Morale

N this very thoughtful srticle which appeared in the “New

they are physically able, crosse
ing the bridge of their in-
evitable surrender when they

Revolutions, however, are
eanier talked of than made, and
in South Africa special obstacles
to a successful rebellion mani-
festly exist, The “non-whites
have onlya criminal access to
firearms, end the police force
and army are white andj safe
from {sybversion. And while a
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palace revolution is out of the
question, so is anything like mn
uprising. - The very size of the
white minority—~three out of
74 million—would make =
street rebellion suicidal. White
South Africa has a tradition of
violence that would massacre a
mob, A campaign of terror
would undoubtedly make gov-
ernment  difficult, but un-
co~ordinnted African violence
would only lead to administra-
tion by muartirl law. Partly
because it recognises this, the
Congress movemeat has re-
peatedly denounced violence as
a technique of political action
and dedicated itsell to passive
resistance. And it is the more
able to do this because white
South Africa is constantly and
helplessly playiog ioto its
bands. As the country speeds
ahead with industrialisation, so
the white urban population
grows, ever iocreasingly da.
pendent upon the peaceful par«
ticipation of non-white labour
in the economy,

Just under 89 per cent. of
white South Africans live in
urban areas, and of these ouly
40 per cent. are maoual wagee
earners. In addition, out of
every 100 of these worbers, 82
are shilled, 15 are semi-shilled,
and only three unskilled labour-
ers; White South Africa, in
fact, weare 2 white collar round
its nech that only & docile
Iabour force Reeps from stran-
gling it. Organised industrial
action by the non-white work-
ing class, engaged as it is in
nearly all the essentinl services
and increasingly filling shilled
and semi.shilled occupations in
pivotal areas of industry, would
in a remarRably short space of
time ntrip the economic balloon
of its bladder.

This is not to suggest that a
single geperal stridle—or a
crippling series of sudden stay-
at-homes’—will accomplish a
revolution without the pres
sence of other factors, But
economic chaos joined to rural
unrest and outbursts of wune
co.ordinated terrer cannot but
Iead to a swift degeneration of
morale without which white
tolidarity is purely superficial.
The rate of criminal viclence
within the white urban popula
tion itself is already causing
alarm to the government—the
detribalised Afridaner seems to
spend much of his time in ways
of which the Dutch Reformed
Church can hardly be expected

which the nerves of white
South Africa are already begin-
ping to wear thin, Undoubtedly,
the goveroment will react to
any serious threat by pluoging
intoa wild orgy of wviolence.
But viclence succeeds only in
stimulatiog violence till govern~
ment itself bursts under the
pressure,

Of course, Congress itself is
singulactly uoprepared at the
moment for any sort of -show-
dowp, Livingin a neon.worid
of semi-legality, its leadenhip
organises conferences and ‘staye

at-homes® as if Deeping the
govermnent informed about
its intentions was a rule in the
revolutionary game. To the
phserver it seems totally unable
to recover rapidly from the
outlawiog of its activities. But
if the government runs true to
form, it will prepare the Cone
gress movement for its respone
sibilities by driving it undets
ground, Revolution is certainly
not round the corner. But
even with the pressuces of
awalening Africa and the
changing Cold War politics of
the West left cut of account
it cannot concclvably be very
far away, No doubt the gove
eroment itself will do more to
hasten its approach than mAnys

DR. EKEWAME NKRUMAH,

Prime Minister of Ghana
who was recently on a visit to
India symbolises the rising
spirit of freedom of the African
people, The subjugation of the
people of that great contioent
by Europsan nations through
sheer technical superiority of
arms and through deceit con-
stitutes one of the darkest
chapters of bumag history.

Africa is called the Darmd
Continent. It is ‘dark’ not
owing to the colour of the
skin of its inhabitants but
because of the dark deeds com-
mitted in enslaving a brave and
innocent people.

South African Indians to visit
India were Gujerati Hindus and
Moslems, mainly ‘passenger’ In-
dians or their descendants, whose
emotional and indeed ecounomic
ties with the country of their
origic were closer, Financial con=
siderations certainly played an
important part, and it was until
recently mainly the ‘passenges’
Indians, drawn as they are largely
from tbe merchant class, who
were in a position to make these
visits.

Cultural Upsurge

Since 1947 bowever, more than
five bundred ‘immigrants’ bave
made such. jouraeys Several
factors account for this: A pewly
found pride in the country of
their ancestots which i3 now in-
dependent. The great religious

%

and cuitural upsurge, chiefly
among Hindus of the ‘immigrant’
class, resulting from the work of
the Divine Life Society and the
Ramaksishna Centre. And thirdly,
the fact that South African Ine
dians of this class are themselves
increasingly entering the mercan-
tile and professional fields which
yield higher incomes.

One eouple 'who have just
returned, after a six-month tour
of India, are eager to get back
as soon as possible, /A great deal
of work is being done,* s3aid Mrc.
D. K. Naiduy, *“but this is con-
centrated in the. basic industries
and the effects will be felt in
about ten years time. The Gov-
eroment is all out to provide
school accommodation for . all
children in India and bubdreds
of new houses are being built
every month for the homeless.”
Said Mrs. Naidu: “It is true that
there is a lot of poverty and dirt.

But you don't go to India just
to look at the unhygienic condi-
tiéns, You must look for the
progeess that is being made and
this is phenomenal. In any case,
all the Temples are now kept
clean and tidy.”
