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Democrats Must Unite Against

HE wmen of apartheid are powerful because of two

| | major weaknesses in the ranks of their opponents,

On the \White side the United Party carries on the

illusion that it does oppose apartheid. Elsewhere, dis-

trust and fear keeps the gulfs dividing the anti-apartheid
groups very wide. '

It is important that White opinion should be made
to realise that the United Party is incapable of opposing
apartheid successfully now or in the future for three very
zood reasons. Like the Nationalists, it believes in race
dominance—as a condition of ecoromic survival., The
only difference between its attitude and that of the Ver-
woerdites is that the latter regard White supremacy as ‘a
condition of race survival, Secorndly, the interests which
the United Party serves are not trusted by bath the non-
Whites and the nationalistic Whites. For this reason,
the U.P. is not likely to be a decisive force again on
either side of the colour line—particularly in a situation
where the man of colour has shown that (as in the Alex-
andra bus boycott) he is determined to have an effective
say on how he shall be governed,  Finally, the United
Party’s dislike for co-operation with non-White organi-
sations '\r\:als its fate.

For it, then, to continue to tell the country that it
can defeat the Nationalists one day is only to confuse
the people and put off the evil day for . Afrikaner
nationalism, -

\While the Party’s reluctance to work with the man
of colour is regrettable, it should.be realised that it is not
really a decisive influence in the fight against apartheid.
The real democrats in the various non-White political
organisations, in the trade unions, in the Churches, in
women's and other groups have a greater potential to
defeat apartheid than the Uniteg' Party and efforts should
be bent in bringing these together,

There are serious difficulties on the way—some his-
torical and others ideological. 'But, as “New Age" point-
ed out in a recent editoria), to allow these to stand in the
way of co-ordinated action is to be blind to the lessons of
history and to [acilitate the destruction of one demo-
cratic group after another. We rarely find ourselves in
agreement with “New Age” but in warning that the pf—e.

All political parties in Nigeria
were agreed.upon two zims—the
attainment of independence, and
membership of the British Com-
monwealth of Nations—said the
Prime Migister, Mr. Alhaji Abu-
bakar Tafawa Balewa, at the
Foreign Press Association lunch-
eon in honour of the Nigerian
Ministers now in London for the
Constitutional Conference.

Foraigﬁ Policy

Qae question uppermoat
many people’s minds, he said,
would be Nigeria's future foreign
policy. *“We shall do our best
to maintaia friendly relations with
all our neighbours, because we
found through experience that in
many mattets joint comsultations
are very important, On the
attainment of independence Ni-
geria cannot be expected to have
her representatives in many couns
tries of the world, “*This ‘ig’
where our membership of the
British Commonwealth is very
important, because in the coun-
tries where Nigeria® cannot be
directly represented we shall bave
the other members of tbe Com-
monwealth to represent us.

“By 1960 we reckeon to have
about 40 people trained as diplos
mats, but many will still be too
young to be appointed Ambas.
sadors abroad. We shall look to
the United Kingdom for our re:

countries.

Revolution By Consent

HE book reviews section of the London ‘'Observer’ is by far

one of the most enjoyable features of this journal,

In a recent

issue Mrs, Taya Ziokin's book *Revelution By Coansent’” was reviewed:
The titie struck me as expressive of something which we in this
country need...a revolution towards which Black and White shall

wotk by agreement,

We live in a society where race
is a qualification for privilege.
Vety many Whites believe that if
thic patteen were altered they
would be ploughed under. As a
result they are prepared to per-
petuate a system which is oot
only cruel and unjust! but works
against the foest ideals of the
very civilisation which they claim
to upheld.

There is not the slightest pos-
sibility that the man of colour
will accept forever the position
of infeciority which he pccupies.
In like manner, there is mo
chance that we can find a half-
way house where it will be pos.
sible 1o maintain WhitcI supre-
macy with justice to the man of
colour. The way out seems 1o
liein a complete change of the
very bases on which South Afxi-
can socicty has been established,

Revolutionaries

From a caste society we need

to move to a social order in
which the individual, regardless
of race, will not only be free
from tyranny but will have the
oppottunity to make the best
possible use of his life Such a
change would mean a revolution
in this countcy, And those who
work towards the goal of face
equality should not be ashamed
when they are called revolution-
aries. )

The point that matters 1s:
What sorz of a revolution will
move events in the direction of
freedom for ali? There are three
types already in the field, There
ate the communists who stand

for the violent overthrow of the
_ruling class  They use their coo-
siderable experience and re-
sources to sharpen conflict bet-
ween Black and White and not
to widen ateas of agreement if
these are not of the 1ype Moscow
approves Their biggest prob-
lem, in a caste society where race
is the dominant influence, is that
if they work to sharpen conflict,
they play right inta the hands of
African racialism and in that way
. move events towards a collision
where the issue will not be pos-
session of the means of produc-
tion, but who shall be boss over
the other. Io a situaticn like
that, the African racialist would
bang the White communist as
readily as he would send to the

gallows the man who supports
apartheid.

Oune mighe develop this point
about vialeace a little farther. It
is a dangerous weapon, no matter
who advocates it, Apart from
inciting the Verwoerdian Nats
to use their superior military
power agaiast the African, it
would generate conflicts as be-
tween our vacious peoples which
could be fatal for all concerned.

Blood

Although the communists be-
lieve in vialence as a matter of
faith, when they come up apainst
these realities their enthusiasm
for seeing blood flow begins to
lose part of its force. All this
places them ip a position where
commuonism is ao answer ta the
prablems of our country,

The second type of revolution
is one in which African national.
ism would develop into racialism
and set itself the goal of **Africa
for the Africans,” ‘The ultimate
aim here would be abviously to
drive large seciions of the White
community out of the country
by force and establish an African-
istic society in which being an
African would be the only quali-
fication far privilege,

Ido not think that those who
work for this goal would dejve
the country back o0 barbarism,
There Is quite 2 good deal of
fear-mongering propaganda which
sugpgesta this, This is uaforiy-
nate. The men and women who
want an Africanistic society are
almost invatiably educated men
who have had the bepefits of the
White man's schooling, _They
appreciate very keenly the blesse
ings of industrialisation, far ex-
ample. They think that they
can get their rightful share of (ke
profits from exploiting the re-
sources of their country only
when they are  unquestioned
masters  They would follow the
examples of India, Ceylon and
Ghana or, even Burma anpd
Indonesia, rather than revert (o
tribalism

But this does aot in any way
mean that they ace betrer thag
the communists, Basicaliy, they
stand for as vicious a tyranny as
any in the communist world.
The fact that some of them say
relatively sweet things about
democracy could very well be 3

tactical course dictated by aware-
ners of their military weaknoess,
Like the communists their ap-
proach it no answer to Seuth
Africa’s race problem,

Hating Tyranny

This btings us to the third
type of revolution: one in which
race would be rejected as a factor
in asgessing the value of the indi-
vidual and whieh would set itself
the objective of a non racial
democracy. Values of life which
have a similar meeting on both
sides of the colour line would be
the unifying influences and Black
and White would move forward
together hating tyranny, instead
of any patticular race.

This would immediaelty rule
out violence, Black and White
would together fight side by side
against tyranpy...their immediate
intention being to widen idelo-
gical fissions in the White com-
munity—that is; to sharpen the
lines of demarcation between
the European democrat, the
apartheider and the ordinary
waverer; to shake Afrikaper na-
tionalist coofidence in White
supremacy; (o raise doubts in the
minds of the more reasonable
Whites ahout the real goals of
apartheid; to encourage the hesi-
tant and doubtful to proceed to
democratic certainty; to build
closer unity between Black and
White democrats and Christians
and, finally, to isolate the men of
apartheid in order to oppose
them effectively.

At no stage and in no manner
whatsoever would the Afrikaner
democrat be made to feel that all
this repeesented a ganging up
against his people. On the con-
t ary he would have to be made
to feel that the direction taken
was a safer route to a berter
future for him and his people;
that he could make an important
contribution in shaping that
future by warking in the cloyest
collaboration possible with those
who have set themselves the ideal
of a non racial democracy. Qur
attitude to him; our goals and the
methods by which we moved to
it would have to be of such a
pature 23 to make it clear that
association with us was a better
guarantee of survival for him and
his people

Cultural Amalgam

In this movement forward it
would be understood at all stages
that the bulk of the African people
have no desire to become Black
Europeans We respect the White
man's way of life We expect our
tight to any way of life we chose
for ourselves to be respected In
this coanection, our own ideal is
a cultural amalgam io which we
shall compoeund the bast in the
civilisation of the West with the

best in the wisdom of the East
and blend these with the best
which centuries of travail have
awaleened in us to create a society
in which the individual human
being, no matter what his race
was, would be frec and able ‘o
make the best possible use of his

life. AW this—if I might zdapt

Mers, Zinkin's very apt phrase to

our'situation—is what I should

like to call “Revolution by Con-

sent,'”" It seems to me, at least,

to be the only feasible solution ta

the race problem.

HERE was oo doubt that a real tepsion existed between White
and non White nationalism jn Africa, and in Southern Africa
that tension maunifested itself in mutual fear, the Rev. .

the division of colour in Africa

that they could form a sound
basis for some measure of recon:
ciliation, Oaly human sigfulness
and arrogance stood in the way,
The division in Africa due to
the ipequality of wealth and
poverty was also very real, and
Christians date not be compla-
cent about ir.

HILE it is dificult not
toagree with President
Mirza’s scathing denunciations
of Pakistan’s politicians and
political parties, it is not easy
to see the wisdom of his exe
treme steps, 1t sppemrs that
the break with the past is
to be irrevocable and complete,
The Conatitution has not been
suspeaded but abrogated, The

These actions taken as a
whole, are in every sense law-
less.

Presi-
dent Mirza believes that a vast
majority of the people no
looger has any conhdence in
the parliamentary system of
goveroment, but it is by no
means certaio that this beliel is
based on facts, Though it is
perbaps irue that the people of
Pakistzo took a dim view of
the corttant arrival and de.

A general election could have
had a cathartic effect; and the
wealiest part of Presidenot
Miiza's proclamation is his
categorical mssertion that an
election would be futile be-
cause it would be rigged by
the "same group of people who
have brought Pakistan to the
verge of ruination.”

KARACHI, Wednesday,

PAKISTAN'S two-week old revolutionary regime is forging ahead

with plans for a2 number of major reforma,

The countty’s two

pew leaders, President Iskander Mirza and the Army Chief, General
Mohammed Ayub Khan, have swept out four Ministries in a Ffirst
step towards a complete reocganisation,

A Commission has been set up
to report on land reforms—re-
rsrded by the new rules as a
ptiority job—and the food prob
lem is being tackied on a “‘war
footing.'”

The countey is likely to be
kept under martial law for some
time, but little is seen of troops,

The administration is mainly
in the Hands of civil servants
backed by the army.

Vast itocks of hoarded food and
black market goods have been
vncovered and huadreds of
lleged smugglers arrested, in-
cluding Mohammed Ayub Khuro,
defence Minister in the ousted
Government.

The new regime has launched
2 major drive to recover millions
of rupees owing to the Goveran.
ment in uapaid taxes and 'licence
fees, and efforts are bein;'; made
1o teach the population discipline
12d sanitation

Traffiic in Karachi is better
tgulated than it has ever been

and the accumulated flthof years
has been cleared away from
bazaars and residential arcas,

Prices in the capital, which had
been sozring to unprecedented
beights, have been brought down
so effectively that controls bave
bad te be placed on purchasen.
Many shopkeepers: who had to
pay high prices to blackmar-
keteers, have suffered cnormous
losses.

It seems clear that the new
regime has come to stay, Itowes
its popularity not only to its suc-
cess in cutting prices, but to
its proclaimed ideals and drive
apainst anti-social elements

There is no real opposition
within sight and the power of the
army is unchallengable, The two
new rulers, both of whom went
to Britain's Sandburst, are popular
with the army.

Speculation on a rumoured
split between the twe men reach.
ed a climax last week when Gen-
eral Kbans issued a statement

that martial law would be re-
tained until the country's main
problems bad been solved. This
appeared to contradict Mr. Mirzas
promise to foreign corcespondents
that it would be lifted 23 seon as
possible. 1

But obsesvers attribute General
Khaas statement mainly to a fear
that anti-social elements might
take heart if they thought martial
law would be lifted soon.

There is no real evidence of
any fundamental disagreement
the two men, and they bave
gathered around them top civil
secvants, most of whom served
under British rule, who share
their views,

The regime faces enormous
problems. A population of over
80 million is prowing at a rate of
a million and a quarter yearly,
and although the Punjab area
was known before partition as the
granary of India, food production
it pow far below requirements.

Imports of food have brought
a tremendous drain on foreign
exchange reserves. The countrys
earnings have declined because of
the fall in export prices and
volume of cotton jute goods and
tea, which coincided with a rapid
spiralling of internal prices,

Neither of the two rulers has
given any indication of how they
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propose to deal with these prob-
lems except to aim for self-suffi-
ciency in food.

Observers believe, however that
the present virtual dictatorship
will enable the regime to force
through long-needed reforms and
that Mirza and Ayub genuinely
intend to put the country on a
stable footing-—and then restore
demacracy.—Sapa-Reuter.
