He said the facts were:

® Frere Hospital was a
training institution for
nurses and certain para-
medical staff, and as

ity;

@® Over the past few
years there had been “a
dearth of students ap-
plying for training”;

® In order to keep the
service going, certain
classes of nursing staff

had been employed in a
temporary capacity In
vacant posts; and

® With the increase in
applicants for training
this year, some of the|
temporary staff might
have to leave, so that
students could again
occupy the posts.

He did not know how
many would be affected.

“But we have felt it
only fair to warn certain
temporary staff mem-
bers that this might hap-
pen,” he said.

He apologised for the
alarm but added he felt
it was kinder to warn
people than abruptly
end their services. —

DESPITE the fact that
nurses of all race groups
recerved the same training,

it was “undesirable” to
have nurses treating pa-
tients not of their race.

“The nurses are all
similiarly qualified and a
nurse is, after all, a nurse
whatever her culturaj
background. Normally
things run very smoothly
here,” he said.

The chief superintendant

& wage rise for nurses

LAST year's salary in-
creases for nurses, which
cost the Provincial

| Administration R17 mil-

lion, is one of the main
reasons for an additional
budget application of
R83,6 million to balance
the current financial
year’s books, the Admin-
istrator, Mr Gene Louw,
sald this week.

In an interview on the
eve of next week’s brief
interim budget session of

' the ecouncil before the

May budget announce-
ment, Mr Louw said the
administration’s main
problem would be to find
money (o cover rapidly-
rising costs. A major fac-
tor had been the expense
of drought-relief mea-
sures.

~ Mr Louw warned of hav-
ing to resort to the admin-
1stration’s only three
main local sources of in-
come to meet “drastic ex-
penses”,

Raising money was an
annual ‘“tug-of-war” be-
tween betting tax, hospi-
tal fees and mntnr—vehlcle

licences, he said, but to
say which was going to be
increased would be “let-
ting the ecat out of the
bag”.

In his opening speech
on Tuesday next week, Mr
Louw will eomment on
developments during the
past year.

In terms of the day's
order paper, he will ask
the council to approve ad-
ditional expenditure of
R83.6 million to balance
the provincial books for
the 1982/83 financial year,
which closes at the end of
March.

‘Odd expenses’

Mr Louw, who original-
ly budgeted for RI1 313
million for the current fi-
naneial year, said the ad-
ditional budget — about
six percent more — was to
meel ““odd expenses”
such as the October sala-
Iy 1mcreases for nurses.

Last year, the addition-
al budget was less than
half — R33 million — and
was mainly due to price
increases on a wide front.

In terms of the Part Ap-

propriation Draft Ordi-
nance, Mr Louw will also
ask for R5I10 million —
the estimated funds need-
ed to tide the province
over from the beginning
of the 1983/84 financial
year in April to the end of
June when the budget
funds start flowing.

This amount is part of
the total May budget.

Much of the taxpayers’
fate depends on what Mr
Louw managed to obtain
in the way of government
subsidies at a recent
meeting with the Minister
of Finanee, Mr Owen Hor-
wood.

As for the session itseif,
the leader of the National
Party, Mr Piet Loubser, is
likely to spark off lively
debate with his motion
that the council endorses
the government's consti-
tutional tnitiatives.

JOHANNESBURG. —
New regulations which
stipulate a minimum
of four years’ compre-
hensive iraining for
nurses have been
unanimously approved
by the SA Nursing
Council in Pretoria.

The regulations will be
sent to the Depariment
of Health and Welfare for
approval and publication
in the Government{ Ga-
zette, aiter which they
will become law.

In terms of the new
rules, trainee nurses will
be required to undergo a
minimum of four years’
training, including com-
pulsory courses in gener-
al, psychiatriec and com-
mumty nursing as well
as midwifery.

Specialise
Nurses wishing to spe-
cialise turther in any of
these four disciplines will
be able to do so at post-
graduate level.

At present nurses umn-
dergo a minimum of
three vears' training and
do not do all four disci-
plines.

Under the present sys-
fem, a nurse’s training
requires courses 1n three
basic disciplines and one
post-registration qualifi-
cation before the nurse
can function comprehen-
sively.

The SA Nursing Coun-
ctl has recommended the
last intake of students al-
lowed to follow the cur-
rent general pursing
(three years), mudwitery
{two vears), psych.atrie
nursing (three vears), in-
tegrated nursing ij
years) courses, be on
January 1 1986

After that all new re-
crults will have to com-

ply with the new regula-
tions.

SOUTH AFRICA
faces a serious dete-
rioration in stan-
dards of medical
education and pa-
tient care, a top doc-
tor warns in the lat-
est edition of the SA
Medical Journal.

“The Medical As-
sociation of South
Africa and the South
African Medical and
Dental Council
should take note that
all is not well in the
academic dovecote,”
writes Professor J W
Downing, head of the
department of an-
aesthetics at the
University of Natal,
in a leiter to the
journal.

He says provincial
and State teaching
hospitals and univer-
sity departments of

anaesthetics are suf-
fering from a chron-
ic and critical short-
age of anaesthetists
“dedicated to public,
as opposed to pri-
vate, practice”.

“The training of
future doctors in the
RSA rests in the
hands of a few dedi-
cated individuals
whose patience with
the notion that the
private practitioner
is worth two to three
times the full-fime
consultant is fast
running out.

“Recently-gquali-
fied specialists in
many fields, but par-
ticularly in anaesth-
esia, with the poten-
tial to undertake a
successful full-time
or academic career,
have taken note of
this disparity, and
many are going into

private practice, or
emigrating.

“The final out-
come will be a seri-
ous deterioration in
standards of medical
education and hence
patieni care in this
couniry as we CoOn-
tinue io lose many of
our best and finest
anaesthetists to
greener financial
pastures.”

Professor Down-
ing, recently re-
turned from 13
months’ sabbatical
leave in the United
States, says anaesth-
etic teaching depart-
ments there hill indi-
vidual patients,
raising considerable
funds which are paid
directly to the de- .
partments.

Further funds,
running to millions
of dollars, come

from research
grants, “interaction”
with the pharmaceil-
tical industry and
the state.

The money is used
to subsidise salaries
in the teaching de-
partments, to buy
equipment and for
book and {ravel
allowances.

Professor Down-
ing suggests a simi-
lar system would be
-feasible in South Af-
rica. The necessary
funds could come
from salaries paid
by the provinces or
the State, research
funds, donations
from pharmaceuti-
cal companies and
service organisa-
tions and fees
charged to medical
aid and Workmen’s
Compensation Act
patients.

A CITY grandmother, Mrs Patricia
Ntombomzi Ngcelwane of Langa,
aged 51, has become one of the
Western Cape’s first black nursing
sisters to.be awarded her B (Cur)
degree from the University of South
Africa,

Her degree gualifies her to take a
post as mairon of a hospital.

But the joy and pride of her fam-
ily has been marred.

Because of the Government’s col-
oured labour preference policy, Mrs
Ngcelwane, a widow for 14 years,
cannot hold any position in the
Western Cape higher than that of a
senior nursing sister — because she
is an African.

Mrs Ngcelwane received her ex-
amination results last year and her
certificate earlier this year.

The hospital where she has been
a nursing sister for many years was
informed of her achievement.

However, she has since then re-
ceived no promeotion or increase in

salary
All my life

“If I want {o take a position as a
matron, I will have to leave the
Western Cape,” Mrs Ngcelwane
said.

“I cannot do that. It is my home.
My elderly mother is here, my chil-
dren are here and I have lived all
my live in this streei,” she said,
pointing through the window of her
modest Langa home which she
shares with two of her five children
and a grandchild.

“The few times I have left Cape
Town for a short while, I have been
homesick. I am the same as my

name, Ntombomzi (The one who
stays at home).”

She would like to work at Groote
Schuur Hospital, she said.

“I know of a number of cases
where black patients have not un-
derstood instructions for taking
their medicine because of the lan-
guage difference,

“To prevent mistakes like this,
which can be fatal, it is imperative
that people involved in the treat-
ment of patients should be fluent in
their language.”

Nursing Association
(5ANA), says some nurses
were dissatisfied with the
increases because the re-
duction oi salary cate-
gories meant some
nurses got a larger in-
crease than others.

“The number of cate-
gories was reduced from
33 to 12. Those nurses
who moved into higher
categories as a result got
larger increases than
nurses who did not
move,”’ says Mrs du
Preez.
