Jordaan said until March 1990 the industry was bat-
tlimg “under a heavy government-imposed burden of
credit restrictions and import surcharges” However,
once these were relaxed, the mdustry recovered well,

Pent up demand saw an “immechate surge n sales”
and business for the second half of the year was steady.

Jordaan said a sigmficant factor n the mdustry was
the fact that the biggest growth area was in sales to
blacks, which was “not altogether surprising” because of
the crease of black home-ownership and disposable
imcome .

“Overall growth across the board for the calendar year
at current' prices was 25,8%, with 32.5% 1n the black
market sector and 22,1% 1 the rest of the market.”

When an economy declines, inter-
est rates usually drop as a compen-

Austin’s aim was to persuadef binks to
start a furmture bank along the lines of
Wesbank, which would enable traders to sell
for cash with the institutions funding the
purchase Rusfurn MD Ian Sturrock says
the risk 1s still too high for banks and will
remain so until banks can charge interest
rates higher than the present 31%

Joint finance compamies are at best only a
partial solution The two best-known are

months ago Math Ash was trading at
650c and Grant Andrews at 120c

In the six months to end-December
Math Ash showed a 65% drop in at-
tributable earnings on a small de-
crease in turnover, and passed its
interimm dividend Grant Andrews’
earnings plunged to show an attribut-
able loss of R248 000 (R1,5m earned)
1n the six months to end-February

Math Ash group MD John Beck

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Pichold director Jan Pickard (jnr) con-
firmed the appomtment of the merchant
bank as advisor but was not prepared to
comment on what he said was a “confiden-
tial” report.

He did say, however, that the board had
decided not to proceed “at the moment”
with the dehsting of Picapl

The board apparently felt that the mncor-
poration of Picaph into Pichold would be
too drastic

But a source said the Absa advisors had
said the delisting of Picaph — 93% owned
by Pichold — made commercial sense as
the company incurred substantial ex-
penses In keeping its hsting while the share
rarely traded Per share, the listing costs
were very high, their report said

However, they added, a delisting would
not address of minority shareholders’ com-
plaints which were targeted at Pichold.

THE Tyre Manufacturers’ Confer-
ence (TMC) plans to lobby govern-

‘We support seven single source
