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FORMER police sergeant
Nic Arlow, who once
boasted he had shot dead
13 black suspects, spent
his last years as a partial
cripple after a road
accident while on active

service in Rhodesia.

He died in Pretoria this week
aged 52. His daughter Nicolene,
17, who nursed him since the
accident, told me: “He went
through agony.

“His neck was broken 1n two
places and his hip was injured. His
right hand would not open properly
and he dragged his left leg

“He also had attacks in his chest.
He said his whole inside was
squeezing his heart tight. Some-
fimies he would have up to four or
five attacks 1n a night.

“During these attacks, he would
become spastic and did not know
what was gomg on around him His
life was hell.”

Arlow achieved notority in the
late 1950s after shooting dead an
African he claiamed was the infa-
mous Pangaman who had been at-

court found him gulty of culpable
homicide and sentenced him to a
yvear’s jail, suspended for three
years.

At the preparatory examination,
a police sergeant said that seven
policemen under Arlow were too
frightened to make statements
against lhm *“He 1s the type who
would shoof them 1n cold blood ”

In the same year — 1959 — Ar-
low appeared with five other police-
men after an African robbery sus-
pect died one day after being ar-
rested. He hagd been assaulted and
sjambokKked.

Mercenary

Affer a sensational trial, Arlow
was Jailed for three years on a
lesser charge of defeating the ends
of justice,

In 1961 he was dismissed from
the police and spent the next few
years as a truck driver, a stoek
car driver, a private detective, o
welder and, for two weeks, as a
mercenary 1n the Congo

During a divorce action min 1961
his wife, Magdalena, said he had
repeatedly attacked her and often
held his revolver to her head and

threatened to shoot During the
hearing, Arlow told the court he
never smiled “not for anyone”

Arlow made his claim to have
vkilled 13 African suspects 1 a
newspaper interview, He also said
he had made 10 000 arrests — m
cluding 127 1n one night in the
Pretoria area for pass, hquer, dag-
ga and other offences Once he ar-
rested a semor magistrate for ob-
structing the police

He sard he had been 1nvolved in
several gunfights, but had always
come off hest

Readmitted

In 1968 there was an outcry m
Parliament when 1t was disclosed
that Arlow had been readmitted to
the foree as a “special consiable”
It was later learnt that he was on
active porder duty

He had reached the rank of war
rant officer when he had the c¢rip-
phng accident near the Victoria
Falis 1n Rhodesia

After the accident Arlow was
transferred back to Pretoria,
where he worked as a bookKkeeper
antil a few months before his
death

To the very end, he always car-
ried a revolver when he went out.

Magashalala, said here
that police needed education so far as race relations

were concerned.

Delivering a paper at
the Jaunching of the
Transker Institute for
Crime Prevention and
Rehahbilitation on Crime
Prevention in Modern
Society, Mr. Magashalala
said: “I would suggest a
Black experence course
for all police trainees.

“This would perhaps
bridge the gap between
the Black commumty
and the police,” he said.

“There is ample
evidence, and research
