Lance Bombardier Viljoen rushed after the man,
who had disappeared into the badly damaged Ster-
Kinekor cinema complex, but was ordered back by an
SADF officer.
He said the man wore blue denim trousers and a
white “butcher’s” jacket. .
“Itold my friends ‘look at that silly guy, he is lock-
inghis door but the engine is still running”’

“I accepted, however, that the vehicle was prob-
ably difficult to start.”
